The board is aware of the senate resolution of ZSth September 2013 requiring to
open offices in the 47 counties. Hor.vever , the resolution has not been im ted
due to financial consfraints. The board finances its operations uslng
generated funds and does not receive funding from the central Sovernment. It has
been operating from a residential house purchased using a bank loan in 9.
Currently, it is puttmg up an office block at a cost of IGhs. ZSOmillion. Works are
expected tobe completedby December ZOIS.
