The task
force visited the Counties shown in the advert and used the views collected to draft the
Issues and Recommendations Report and the Draft Bill. Selected citizen Participation
questionnaires and copies of attendance registers in some counties are enclosed as
examples of actual citizen participation. '



I note however that because of the period allowed by the law - Section 15 of The
National Land Commission Act — the Commission was unable to validate the draft bill
and for that reason requested Parliament for amendment of the said section to give the
Commission additional one year to complete this process. The commission has not
received indication from parliament if this request will be granted.
