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PREAMBLE TO THE CONSTITUTION

We the members of KANU and the NDP, being citizens of
Kenya, and being desirous of merging our two political parties,
into one united, strong and dynamic political party in the
exercise of our Constitutional right of association;

AND, strongly convinced that it is only through such a party
that we can, with singular voice, eff,ectively articulate our
political vision for this country and safeguard our political
independence, defend our national sovereignty, mobilize our
peoples and resources for greater national unity and
development;

AND, to compete successfully in the political arena against
other political parties, with a view to winning and forming a
national government of the day;

DO HEREBY merge under the name of Kenya African
National Union referred to as the "Party" or KANU and
consequently thereupon DECLARE :

1. THAT there shall be a joint National Delgates
Conference to the consolidation and manifesto of their merged
party.

2. THAT KANU is formed as a political party for political
mobilization of the broad masses of our people.

As a political party, KANU will, if and whenever it wins the
general election, form the national government of the day,
accept total responsibility for leadership of the said government
and manage the public affairs of this great Nation in the
transparent and accountable manner.

In the execution of this great responsibility, KANU's
Leadership and its entire rank and file membership, shall
recognize and aptly respond to the challenges of steering the
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country in the correct direction and moving forward towards
greater heights of prosperity.

Further, KANU shall endeavour to create and promote
national unity, political stability, harmony amongst Kenyan
communities; Iraw and order as well as respect for Human
Rights.

3. THAT, if and when given the mandate to govern the
countq/, KANU shall do so in totdl observance of the Law of the
Land and National Codes of Regulations and Ethics.

In this respect, the KANU government's policies shall be
iarefully and broadly conceived, and shall be born from and
refined by broad-based consultations with the wider sections of
our society, including the civil society organizations, the public
and private sectors.

4. THAT governance by KANU, shall practice and uphold
freedoms and civil liberties enshrined in the Constitution of
Kenya. The KANU shall not only be enjoined by these freedoms
in its actions, but shall also defend, protect and preserve the
same. KANU.shall further strive to educate the people about
these rights through the formulation. and application of
appropriate programmes of civic education for political
empowerment.

5. THAT, being acutely aware that our country cannot
judiciously stand alone, KANU shall look abroad and borrow a

leaf from the experiences and practices of other countries for our
national good. But this shall be done strictly on a selective basis
so as to borrow only what is compatible with our needs and not
that which may desecrate our cultural heritage, history, national
cohesion, image and, above all 'compromise our national
sovereignty.
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In this regard, KANU firmly undertakes to reject external
interferences and foreign ideologies. This rejection is premised
on the conviction that Kenyans deserve a national pride and
dignity of their own. They have the inalienable right to decide
their own destiny AND must in no way be the subject of
external manipulations and ideological experimentations.

6. THAT KANU shall endeavour to co-operate with other
African countries and support any pan-African movements and
strategies designed to consolidate Africa's political
independence. Similarly, KANU shall speak loud ind clear
against_ any form of new-colonialism, subjugation and
imperialism perpetrated on Africa or other peopll inywhere in
the.world.- The promotion of African unity, it*ougtr the African
unron and the economic emancipation and integration of Africa
shall rdmain one of KANU's primary concerns. Therefore,
KANU through its Government, shall pursue policies and take
actions towards the achievements of these concerns.

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PART I

NAME AND OBJECTIVES OF THE PARTY
ARTICLE 1: NAME OF THE PARTY

The name of the Party shall be the KENYA AFRICAN
NATIONAL UNION (herein referred to as " the Party" or
alternately "KANU").

ARTICLE 2: INTERPRETATION

In this Constitution unless the context otherwise warrants-

"A-rticle" means Article of this Constitution and "clause" or

"Sub-clause" shall be similarly construed;

"Branch" shall be coterminous with the Parliamentary
Constituency boundaries ;

"collector", means any person charged with the responsibility
of collecting and/or receiving money as a collector on behalf of
the Party under this Constitution;

"Constituency" means constituency as defined under the
National Assembly and Presidential Elections Act, (Cap. 7,
Laws of Kenya);

"district", "province", "location" and'sub-location" shall
have same meaning assigned to each for purposes of public
administration in Kenya AND each shall be coterminous with
the respective administrative area to which it refers;

"location/ward" means the constituency area from which a
councillor is elected for representation to the relevant Local
Authority;

"member" means member of the Party;

"Organizer" means an organizer provided for under Aticle l6
Clause 2 Sub-Clause (d).

"party" means the Ke.nya African National Union (KANU);



"National Chairman" means the National Chairman of the
party and other National Officials shall be construed
accordingly;

"sub-branch" shall for the purposes of this Constitution be
coterminous with Administrative Locations as defined under the
National Assembly and Presidential Elections Act (Cap. 7, Laws
of Kenya).

For the purposes of this Constitutions, "he or him" refers to
both male and female persons.

ARTICLE 3: AIMS AND OBJECTIVtrS

l. To compete with other political parties obtaining in the
country using any lawful means for the purpose of winning
elections and forming the Government and shall be committed
to and shall work for freedom, peace, security, stability,
democracy, the sanctity of life and social justice for all.

2. To engage in any lawful activities for the purpose of
propagating, broadcasting or popularizing party policies and
actions in order to solicit for and win members and public
support throughout the country.

3. To undertake membership recruitment drives and for this
purpose to establish programmes, facilities, and offices
throughout the country for the purposes of campaigning,
persuading and winning persons to become members of the
Party and for the effective organization and retention of t[oso
members.

4. To promote national consciousness, peace and unity and
vigilantly advance and safeguard national interests.

5. To tirelessly fight against tribal, racial, sexual, religious
and economic discrimination and exploitation and all other
forms of oppression, and all forms of discrimination. -

6. T'o vigorously pursue a zero tolerance policy towards
complete elimination bf com.rption and to work for the rapid and
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smooth development of Kenya, raising peoples' standards of
living, wealth, education, health and general welfare.

7. To secure for the workers of Kenya a just return for their
labour and the equitable distribution thereof by ensuring that the
means of production, distribution and exchange are under a
sustainable system of control and fair play.

8. To promote in Kenya principles and practices of
democratic governance based on grassroots participation,
transparency and accountability and to foster and strengthen
democratic values, human rights and institutions geared towards
the consolidation and facilitation of these ideals; and to uphold
the rule of law and guarantee civil liberties, rights and privileges
as enshrined in the Constitution of Kenya.

9. To promote the ideals, principles and practices'of African
Socialism and to fight for the respect and preservation of our
national heritage, history, culture and national sovereignty.

10. To involve specialized groups of persons such as the
women, youth, non-governmental organizations and religious
organizations into the affairs and management of the Party with
a view to winning their support for the Party and in this respect
constitute within the Party hierarchy units and programs through
which these groups can actively participate in the affairs of the
Party so as to strengthen it.

11. To work with or otherwise support any Pan-African
movements or actions with a view to consolidating Africa's
political independence and economic integration and to join in
the eradication of modern day forms of imperialism, neo-
colonialism, racialism and all other forms of exploitation and
oppression in africa and elsewhere in the world.

12. To manage and conserve the environment, natural
resources, national monuments, historical sites and archives for
the good and enjoyment of posterity.
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13. To preserve and defend national sovereignty and to
oppose all forms of foreign penetration, domination, influences
and ideologies and to counter the maligning of our motherland
by Kenyans themselves or other persons or organizations.

14. To co-operate and collaborate or otherwise liaise or work
with any local, national, regional or international organization or
institution, whether it be governmental or non-governmental, in
the promotion and strengthening of the Party, its interests, aims
and objectives.

15. To fight for gender equality and the empowerment of
women, the rights of minority peoples and of any other
marginalized or disadvantaged group of Kenyans.

16. To solicit for funds within or outside Kenya and to engage
in or undertake any activities for the purpose of soliciting for or
generating or raising funds for the use of the Party.

17. To borrow money for the purposes of the Party and to
pledge, mortgage or charge property of the Party as security for
such loans; or to invest any of its monies in securities and/or
ventures approved by the National Executive Council; or to
engage in any commercial activity or undertaking for purposes
of raising money to fund its objects under this Constitution.

18. To develop or devise a scheme of awards, recognition or
distinction of merit or honour and confer awards, recognition,
distinction or mark thereof to any person, institution or
organization that has rendered exemplary service to the Party or
otherwise advanced Party interests in a manner deserving award
or recognition.

19. To do anything ancillary to or connected with the
foregoing aims and objectives, or otherwise do anything that
helps the Party to achieve any or all of its aims and objectives.

PART II
MEMBERSHIP OF THE PARTY

ARTICLE 4: PROCEDURE OF BECOMING A MEMBER

I

1. Any person who is a citizen of Kenya and is aged 18 or

above, who believes in and accepts the objectives, policies,
programmes, discipline of the Party, and terms and conditions of
membership of the Party contained in this Constitution, shall be

eligible for membership of the Par[y.

2. To become a member, a person shall make either a verbal

or written application to the Sub-location Committee Secretary
or to the XaNU office nearest to him for consideration by the

Sub-Branch Working Committee. If the application is

successful, the person shall be enrolled as a member of the Party

and the enrolment shall be signified by an entry of the person's

name and other relevant'particulars in the Register of Members

kept for that purpose at the relevant office. Upon such

eniolment, the person shall be issued with a Membership Card,

duly serialized, dated, signed and stamped with the Party's
official stamp.

3. Notwithstanding the provisions of clause 2 of this Article,
a person may become a member of the Party at any place-or time
when approached or solicited directly by a Party Official or
agent on a membership recruitment drive. Where a person

bEcomes a member as provided hereunder, he shall be duly
enrolled as provided in clause 2 of this Article.

4. Upon enrolment, a member shall pay such membership or
admission fee prescribed for the category of membership the

member has opted for, and may in addition pay annual

subscriptions as may be determined by the National Governing
Council from time to time.

5. A person who has become a member of the Party shall be

entitled to all rights and privileges of a member except as may

be provided otherwise in this constitution or decided to the
contrary by the Nationar Governing council from time to time.

6. Notwithstanding the provisions of clause 2 of this Articre
the National chairman miy at his sore discretior,-*uiu" trr"
requirement as to the application for membership under itre saiaclause and admit_any person or group of persons io tne
membership of the party as circumstaices may warrant. persons
admitted under this clause shall be issued''with-."*t"rrtip
cards and shalr be entitred to all privileges ano iigtris or a
member as if admitted under clause 2.

(v) any other category established by the National

Governing Council.

- (b) Any person who is quarified to become a member of
the Party under this Articre, ir ne so desires, -uy u""ol" o.
convert from ordinary member to a life membe. or tn" party.
Upon so becoming, the member shall puy ,u"t tif"
membership fee as may.be prescribed from time to time by

the National Governing Council and shall be issued with a

Life Membership Certificate duly serialized, dated and signed
by the National Chairman. In addition, he shall be issued
with a Life membership Card.

PROVIDED that a life member shall be entitled to such
rights and privileges as may be attached to this category of
membership by the National Governing Council from time to
time; and such rights shall include the right to attend and vote
at Party meeti.ngs and the right to be elected to and hold any
Party office.

(c) The National Governing Council may admit any
person, organization or institution whose admission is likely
to promote the interests of the Party whose objects are similar
to those of the Party, to affiliate membership of the Party.
Affiliate members shall be admitted on terms and conditions
as the Council may deem fit AND for the avoidance of any
doubt, the affiliate members shall pay such admission and
subscription fees as the Council may determine from time tb
time, and may attend meetings of the Party but shall not be
entitled to vote thereat nor to hold or be elected to any office
of the Party.

(d) The National Governing Council may admit any
person, organization or institution, in recognition of his or its
contribution to the welfare of mankind and in so far as such
contribution advances the interests and objects of the Party, to
honorary membership of the Party. Honorary members, in
addition to any other terms and conditions upon which they
may be admitted, shall not pay any admission or subscription
fees; and shall not be entitled to vote at meetings of the Party
nor to hold or be elected to any Party office.

(e) The National Executive Council shall, with the
approval of the Governing Council, prescribe terms and
condition for each category of Party membership and rights
and privileges attached thereto.

Termination of Membership

9. (o) An1' mernber may terminate his Party Membership at
an1' time either by making a public declaration to that effect
or bt' giving u,ritten or verbal notice to any Party office
nearest to him.

(b) The membership of such a person shall terminate with
et'fect from the date of the declaration of notice.

(c) A person who has terminated his membership shall not
be entitled to a refund of the fees or subscriptions made by
him to the Party prior to termination; and all rights, privileges
responsibilities or facilities granted to or enjoyed by him by
virtue of his membership shall automatically terminate with
effect from the date mentioned in paragraph (b) of this clause.

(d) The Party shall have a right to lay any claims against
any person.who has terminated his membership for any
monies due and owing from him or for any damage or loss
occasioned to Party property, which was in his custody,
possession or control prior to termination of membership.
PROVIDED that the provisions of this paragraph shall,
mutatis mutandis, apply to officers of the Party.

(e) Any person, other than a person who was a life
member prior to termination of his membership, may if he so
wishes to rejoin the Party, apply for re-admission in the
normal manner provided for under this article.

(fl A person, who was a life member prior to termination
of his membership, may apply for re-admission to Party
membership if he so wishes. PROVIDED that such re-
admission shall be subject to the approval of the National
Governing Council.

(il Persons admitted to Party membership as honorary or
affiliate members, may terminate their membership in
accordance with the terms and conditions upon which they
were admitted.

PART III
MANAGEMENT OF THE PARTY

(A) NATIONAL OFFICIALS AND OFFICERS OF THE
PARTY

ARTICLE 5: NATIONAL OFFICIALS

1. The Party shall be managed by the following officials who
shall be known as the National Officials:

(a) National Chairman.

(b) National Vice-Chairman.

(c) National Vice-Chairman.

(d) National Vice-Chairman.

(fl Secretary -General.

(il Deputy Secretary General.

(h) Deputy Secretary-General.

(i) National Treasurer.

2. Save as provided under clause 5(a) of Article 6, all
National Officials shall be elected by delegates at a National
Delegates Conference whereat election of National Officials is
on the agenda of the day.

3. Unless otherwise demanded by the delegates, the election
shall be by secret ballot and shall be decided by simple majority
where more than one candidate are contesting for any one
national office. Where only one candidate is nominated for any
one national office at the close of nominations that candidate
shall be declared winner for lack of contest.

4. ElectionS of National Officials shall be preceded by the
nomination and secondment of every candidate. The
nomination of candidates shall be by proposal and secondment.
Any person nominated but not seconded for the seat in question
shall not qualify to participate in the elections of the seat as a
candidate.

5. Election results of any national post shall be final as
announced PROVIDED that any dissatisfied candidate or
member may resort to redress provided for under Article 23.

6. No person shall qualify to be elected a National Offiiial
unless he is a life member of the Party.

7. National Officials shall hold office for five consecutive
years and shall be eligible for re-election at the expiry of their
term of office.

8. If a vacancy occurs in any national office other than that
of the National Chairman from whatever cause, thb National
Governing Council shall appoint a person among the members
of the National Governing Council to act in the vacant position

t0



until the vacancy is filted by the delegates at the next National
Delegates Conference.

9. A person elected to a national office under this Article
shall not qualify to hold at the same time any Branch office; and

if he held one prior to election to national office, he shall
automatically relinquish that Branch office.

10. Notwithstanding anything contained in this Constitution, a

National Official or Officer of the Party shall not be prevented
from rendering consultancy or professional services to the Party.

In the event of such consultancy or professional services the
National Executive Council shall, on behalf of the National
Governing Council, negotiate terms and conditions thereof in
total and full regard to the interests and objectives of the Party.

t l. At the elections of the National Officials, the delegates
shall commence the exercise by the nominations and elections
for the post of National Chairman. The National Executive
Directoi shalt preside over the nominations and election of
National Chairman. After the election of the National Chairman,
the person declared winner shall immediately thereafter take
ovei from the National Executive Director and preside over the
rest of the nominations and elections of the other National
Officials.

12. Notwithstanding the provisions of clause 7 of this Article
the National Chairman may postpone, re-schedule, call off or
take any other appropriate action in connection with the holding
of eleciions of the National Officials or anyone of them if the

interests of the PartY so demand.

13. National Officials shall be entitled to receive from the

Party such allowances and other benefits as the National
Governing Council may determine from time to time.

POWERS AND DUTIES OF NATIONAL OFFICIALS

ARTICLE 6: THE NAIIONAL CHAIRMAN-DUTIES AND
POWERS

l. The National chairman shall be the overall head of the
Party and shall in that capacity oversee the overall management
and running of the Party and shall exercise all powers and
perform all duties conferred upon him by this Constitution and
those that are inherent in or customary to the office of the
Chairman or leader of a political party.

2. Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing
clause, the National Chairman shall:

(a/ Ensure discipline and proper conduct of all Party
Officials, officers and members, otherwise enforce adherence
to Party policies by all Officials, off,rcers and members and is
accordingly empowered to suspend any one of these persons
if in his opinion such person is guilty of misconduct or
indiscipline. PROVIDED, however, that the suspension of an
Official, Officer or Life Member of the Party shall be subject
to the ratification of the National Governing Council within
three (3) months from date of such suspension, failing which
ratification, the suspension shall automatically lapse.

(b) Have full authority over all organs of the Party
including the Party's Parliamentary Group, Youth and
Women's Leagues and the Branches, including their
respective officials.

(c/ Unless prevented by illness or other sufficient cause,
preside over the Delegates Conferences, the National
Governing Council, the National Executive Council and the
meetings of the Party Parliamentary Group.

(d) Have power to veto the appointment'of any officer of
the Party and to give general directives as to the appointment
or dismissal of any such Officer.

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(z:/ Notwithstanding any provisions in this Constitution to
thc contrary, have power to dissolve any Branch or Sub-
branch/Location/Ward of the Party and either appoint an

interim committee to run the Branch or Sub-
branch/Location/Ward or order elections for a new team of
the Officials thereof held.

(fl Have power to declare any sub-area of a branch, a Sub-
Branch or full Branch, as the case may be, for all purposes of
the Party as the interest of the Party may dictate.

(g) Nullify or withhold the declaration of results of any
Branch or Sub-Branch/Location/Ward elections as the
interests of the Party may demand; and order for fresh
elections, or appoint a committee to run the affairs of the
party organs affected.

(/z) Symbolize the image and unity of the Party, be the
Party's national and international spokesman and, in this
respect. defend the Party. its constitution, policy, interests,
programmes and actions.

(i) Perfonn other duties and exercise other powers
conferred upon him by this Constitution AND take any action
or give any directives. which in his opinion will enable the
Party. achieve its otrjectives and interests.

3. A person elected National Chairman of the Party in
accordance rvith this Constitution shall assume offices as Party
National Chairman as soon as he is declared to be elected.

4. A pcrson assuming the office of the Party National
Clrainnan shall. lrc'firre entering the office, take and subscribe to
thc oath ol'allc'giance to the Party and such oath of due
cxcctrlion ol'his office as nlay be prescribed by the National
(iovcnrirtq Courtcil.

-5. (rr)'l'hc Partl' National Chairman shall. unless his office
hccourcs vilciult lry reasou of his death, and ttotwithstanding
lhc prrn'isiorrs ol'clause 7 of Article 5. continue in oftlce until

the person elected as the next National Chairman at a National
Delegates Conference assumes office.

(b) If the office of the Party National Chairman becomes
vacant before the expiry of the tenure of the person who was
the immediate past National Chairman, the Secretary-General
in consultation with the National Executive Council shall
convene a Special National Delegates Conference within
three months for the purposes of holding an election of the
Party National Chairman in the manner prescribed in Article
5, clauses 3,4,5 and 11 thereof; AND the first business at the
Conference shall be the election of the National Chairman.

6. If the Office of the President of the Republic of Kenya
becomes Vacant, a Presidential Nomination Council of the Party
shall convene within three months for the purposes of
nominating the Party's Presidential Candidate as provided under
Article 22 Paragraph 1 and in accordance with the procedures
laid down in Article 27 Sttb-title (a).

7. A National Vice-Chairman or any other person elected by
the National Executive Council shall exercise the functions of
the office of the National Chairman by virtue of clause 5(b) ot
this Article, AND he shall not act, except in accordance with a

resolution of the National Executive Council, in the exercise of
the powers relating to:

(a) Suspension or removal of any member, or National
Official of the Party from membership or office.

(b) The calling of Party grassroots elections.

(c) The dissolution of a Branch, or Sub-
Branch/Location/Ward, creation of one or removal of any of
its officials.

(d) The assignment of responsibility to any National
Official or Branch Official other than that already held.

(e) Dismissal or suspension of the National Executive
Director, his deputy or departmental heads at the party
Secretariat.

ARTICLE 7: DUTIES ,OF THE OTHER NATIONAL
OFFICIALS

l. National vice-chairmen.-There shall be four National
vice-Chairmen of the Party elected as provided under this
constitution. subject ro any limitations imposed by this
constitution, and the resolutions of the National Delegates
Conference, the National vice-Chairmen may perform iuch
functions, exercise. such powers as may be assigned to them by
the National chairman, National Executive council or the
National Governing Council.

_ 2. Th9 secretary-General.-He shalr be responsible for the
secretariat under the general direction of the National chairman
and the National Executive Council. He shall ensure that
meetings of the National Governing council, the National
Executive Council and the Nationar DJlegates Conferences take
place as prescribed by the constitution and at such times as may
be decided by the National Chairman. He shall keep or cause to
!e fept a proper record of minutes of all .meeiings of the
National Execudve council, National Governing Coirncil and
National Delegates Conferences and ensure the distribution of
such minutes to persons or Branches concerned. He shall
perform such other functions and exercise such other powers
conferred upon him under this constitution, or by the National
Chairman, or by the National Executive Council.

_ 3. Deputy Secretaries-General.--There shall be two Deputy
secretaries-General'who shall perform such duties, and exeicise
the powers of the Secretary-General in his absence, or as may be
directed by the National chairman, or by the National Executive
Council.

4. The National Treasurer.-He shall be in charge of the
Party's financial affairs and shall supervise alr party financial

17. (a) In addition to the several functions attached to their
respective offices under this constitution, the National
officials, who for the purposes of this paragraph shall exclude

the National Chairman, shall, subject to any limitations or

conditions imposed by the National Executive Council,
implement on behalf of the council, duties enumerated under

Ariicle L3(Z) of this Constitution and all decisions taken by

the Council in pursuance thereof.

(b) In order to implement the duties directed under sub-

clause (a) of this Clause, the National Officials shall

constitute themselves into a Standing Committee to be known

as the National Officials Committee. This Committee shall,

unless there be a compelling reason, meet at least once every

month to carry out the said duties and supervise the

administrative machinery of the Party as provided under

Article 13 clause 2 0n behalf of the National Executive
Council.

(c) The National Officials shall constitute themselves into

a further committee to be known as the General Purposes

Committee to which a National Vice-Chairman shall present

reports from specialized Committees of the National
Eiecutive Council. Upon receipt of such reports, this

Committee shall therefrom and in accordance with the

recommendations contained therein, prepare programmes of
action for the National Executive Council and the National
Governing Council.

(d) A National Vice Chairman under the direction of the

National Chairman shall preside over the meeting of the

National Officials and their Committees unless the National
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Chairman be present and attending. In the absence of all the
National Vice Chairmen, the Secretary General shall preside.
In the absence of Secretary-General, the National Treasurer
shall preside.

(e) In the performance of their duties or exercise of
powers conferred upon them under this Constitution, the
National Officials shall be enjoined to work together as a
team and their decisions or actions on all'matters relating to
the Party affairs shall be construed as being collective and
they shall jointly and or severally when attending to Party
affairs strive to foster unity and harmony among themselves
and in the Party as a whole.

ARTICLE 8: NATIONAL EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

l. There shall be a National Executive Director of the Party
who shall be appointed by the National Chairman from a list of
candidates presented to him by the National Officials Committee
constituted for purposes of receiving and processing applications
from members of the Party wishing to be considered for
appointment. The National Chairman shall have power to reject
all candidates so presented and appoint as National Executive
Director a person of his choice or may give such directives to
the Committee as he considers appropriate for the appointment
of a suitable National Executive Director.

2.The National Executive Director shall be a full-time
employee of the Party and shall serve on such terms and
conditions as the National Chairman shall, in consultation with
the National Officials Committee, determine in the interests of
the Party.

3.No person shall qualify to be appointed a National
Executive Direcfor unless he is, at the time of such appointment,
a life member of the Party.
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4.The National Executive Director shall be the Chief
Administrative Officer of the Party's Secretariat and shall in that
respect:

(a) Be in charge of the National Party Secretariat. ensure
its smooth and efficient functioning, and have the overall
responsibility for all the staff working at the Party
Headquarters and at the Branches and any other organs
thereof. He shall supervise and give guidance to such staff
and ensure their observance of all Party policies and
programmes and their general discipline.

(b) Co-ordinate and implement as instructed from time to
time all Party policies, decisions and programmes and
generally ensure the achievement of all or any of the objects
of the Party as stipulated in this Constitution.

(c) Assist the National Officials Committee in processing
applications from persons wishing to be considered tor
appointment as Senior Officers of the Party; AND in
consultation with the said Committee, recruit subordinate staff

. of the Secretariat.

(d) Be the Accounting Officer of the Secretariat under the
' general guidance of the National Treasurer; act as Secretary to

the National Officials Committee and other Committees of the
National Officials; preside over the Presidential Nomination
Council for the nomination of the Party's national Presidential
candidate and over the election of the National Chairman at
the National Delegates Conference; and pay the Branch
ExecutiVe Officers directly from the Party Headquarters.

(e) Ensure the revitalization and popularization of the
Party by-

(i) arranging for regular contacts between the Party
Headquarters, Branches and local leaders so as

to ensure that Party policies and programmes
are carried out right down to the grassroots;
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fiiy establishing facilities intended to revitalizc and
popularize the Party such as:

-KANU 
Women and Youth Clubs,

-KANU 
Sports and Culture Clubs,

-KANU 
Youth Hostels,

-KANU 
Members Clubs,

-Any other women, youth or member activities,

(iii) carrying out publicity stands and campaigns
through slogans and propaganda Committee
established by the National Executive Council;

(iv) ensuring and facilitating vigorous membership
recruitment drives and taking precautions to
prevent infiltration of the membership drives
by the opposition by careful scrutiny of
persons wishing to become Party Members,
introduction of membership cards that have
security proof devices, and the keeping of up-
to-date registers of members at the Party
Headquarters and the Branches.

(f) With the approval of the National Officials
Committee, establish or cause the members to establish Non-
Governmental Organizations so as to tap the financial
resources available for general development of the nation and
the members; or otherwise co-operate, liaise, work or enter
into agreement with existing Non-Governmental
Organizations for the benefit of the P*yt

(S) Liaise with or otherwise assist the Organizing
Secretary in the conduct and organization of the Party
meetings and other activities; and the KANU National
Elections Committee in the organization and conduct of Party
elections.
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(h) Perform other functions and exercise other powers
conferred upon him under this Constitution or directed by the
National Chainnan or Secretary-General from time to time.

5. In the performance of his duties and exercise of his
powers under this Constitution, the National Executive Director
shall work under the -ueneral guidance and direction of the
Secretary-General.

ARTICLE 9: OTHER SENIOR OFFICERS OF THE PARTY

1. There shall be a Deputy National Executive Director and
such other Senior Officers of the Party besides the National
Executive Director. as the National Executive Council shall
designate tor the proper and efficient functioning of the
Secretariat. The Deputl' National Executive Director and the
other Senior Officers shall be tull time employees of the Party
and shall sen'e on such terms and conditions determined by the
National Executive Council upon the recommendation of the
National Officials Conr.mittee.

2.(a) The National Officials Committee shall establish its
own sub-committee to be known as the Appointnrcnts Sub-
Committee which shall be charged with the responsibility of
interviewing and making recommendations for the
appointment of the Deputy National Executive Director and

the other Senior Officers of the Party.

(b) The Sub-Committee shall submit its recommendations
to the National Officials Committee who may adopt or reject
the recommendations as the case may be. Where the
Committee adopts the recommendations, it shall submit the
same to the National Executive Council for the appointment
of the Senior Officers of the Party.

3. The Deputy National Executive Director and the other
Senior Officers shall work under the general direction and
guidance of the National Executive Director and shall perform
such functions and exercise such powers as may be assigned to
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them by the National Executive Director in.accordance with this
Constitution and terms and conditions of their appointment.
PROVIDED that the Deputy National Executive Director shall
deputize for tlie National Executive Director in addition to
duties assigned to hirn as provided in this clause.

4. No person shall qualify to be appointed Deputy National
Executive Director or other Senior Officer of the Party unless he
is a life member thereof.

B-OTHER ORGANS OF THE PARTY

ARTICLE 10: ESTABLISHMENT OF THE ORGANS OF
THE PARTY

1. The Party Shall be managed and run through such organs
and a Secretariat with departments, units and committees thereof
as the National Governing Council, with the approval of the
National Delegates Conference, may establish from time to time.

2. Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, the
Or,sans of the Party shall for the time being include;

(u) The National Delegates Conferences.

(b) The National Governing Council.

(c) The National Executive Council.

(,1) The National Secretariat.

(e) Branch Organization (Constituency).

(f) Sub-Branch/Location/IVard

(il Sub-Location Committee

(lt) Any other organ by whatever.narne called establislrccl
in accordance with the Constitution.

3. With the sanction of the National Governing Council, arr
Organ of the Party may create any standing or acl hoc
committees for the elTicient execution of its duties and powcrs
as circumstances and interests of the Party may demand.
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4. Where an Organ of the Party creates any Committee, it
shall first seek the ipproval of the Nationil Governing Council

through the Organ next up in command.

5. The National Governing.Council shall, with the approval

of the National Delegates Conference, have power to asqign or

mandate any organ or vary the mandate so assigned or abolish or

re-structure the organ itself'

ARTTCLE I I: THE NATIONAL DELEGATES CONFERENCES

I . There shall be two types of National Delegates

Conferences, namely, a National Delegates Conference and a

Special National Delegates Conference.

2. (a) In each case the composition of a National Delegates

Conference shall be as follows:

(i) All members of the National Executive Council'

(ii) All KANU members of the National Assembly'

(iii) Twenty delegates from each Branch of the Party
which shall include Branch Officials'

(b) Where a delegate has multiple entitlement to attend

National Delegates Conference he shall, subject to the

approval of thJrespective Branch or Sub-Branch Executive

c-ommittee, nominate from among the elected delegates of the

Branch, or Sub-branch, a substitute delegate' Once the

substitute delegate has been approved, he shall be registered

as such by the Conference's organizing authority'

3. National Delegates Conference:

(a) The National Delegates Conference shall be the

supreme organ of the Party and shall be at a place:nd time,

*t i"t shaf be decided upon by the National Executive

Council or by the National Chairman.

(b) Notice in writing of such National Delegates

conference, accompanied by the Statement of Accounts and

the Agenda for ths meeting shall be sent by the secletary-

Generil to all Branches, Sub-branches and persons entitled to
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attend the Conference where practicable not later than twenty-
one (21) days before the date of the Conference and by Press
advertisement not less than fourteen (14) days before.the date
of the Conference.

(c) The Agenda for the National Delegates Conference
shall consist of the following:

(i) Confirmation of minttes of the previous
Delegates Conference and discussion of
matters arising there-from.

(ii) Presentation and discussion of the Report of the
Secretary-General.

(iii) Presentation and discussion of the Report of the
National Treasurer and Statement of Accounts
duly audited.

(iv) Election of a qualified external auditor or firm of
auditors.

(v) Election of Trustees for the Party's property.

(vi) National Chairman's address.

(vii) The reading by the Secretary-General of the
Resolutions taken on various issues discussed
at the Conference.

(viii)Any other business.

4. Special National Delegates Conference:

(a) A Special National Delegates Conference may be
called for any specific purpose provided for in this
Constitution or at any time by the National Executive
Council, or by the National Chairman.

(b) Notice in writing of such meeting shall be sent to all
Branches, Sub-branches and persons entitled to attend the
conference not less than fourteen (14) days before the date of
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such meeting and the said notice shall also be communicated
through daily newspapers, radio and television.

(c) The Conference shall not discuss any other matter
other than that, for which it has been convened, unless the

meeting decides otherwise.

(d) The composition of a Special National Delegates
Conference shall be as is provided for under Paragraph (a) of
Clause 2 of this Article.

(e) The National Chairman shall have power to convert, a
National Delegates Conference, or a Special National
Delegates Conference into a Presidential Nomination Council,
or into an Annual Delegates Conference for election of
national officials.

5. ProvincialConferences:

(a) A Provincial Conference may be called by the
Secretary-General for any Province, as directed by the
National Chairman or the National Executive Council for any

specific purpose.

(b) Notice in writing of such meeting shall be sent to all
Branches not less than seven (7) days before the date of
such meeting.

(c) The meeting shall not discuss any matter other than
that for.which it has been convened.

6. The composition of a Provincial Conference shall be:

(a) The Executive Committees of all the Branches within
the Province; and

(b) Two or more officials from among the National
Officials excluding the National Chairman.

l. A Provincial Conference shall be presided over by a

National Vice Chairman-
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ARTICLE 12: THE NA.TIONAL GOVERNING COUNCIL
1. The'National Governing Council shall be responsible to

the National Delegates Conference and shall consist of:
(a) All members of the National Executive Council.

(b) The Chairman and Secretary from each Branch
Executive Committee.

(c) All KANU Members of Parliament.

2. The Governing.Council shall perform the following
functions:

(a) To receive and deliberate upon the reports and
recommendations of the National Executive council and take
decisions thereon accordingly.

(b) To carry out the decisions, policies and programmes
o_f tfe Party as laid down by the Nationai Delegates
Conference and/or Special National Delegates ConferencL.

(c) To ensure proper organization and discipline in all
Branches of the Party.

(d) To enforce this Constitution and Rules, Standing
Orders and By-laws of the Party and to take any other action
that it deems necessary for such purpose including suspension
of a member for any period or expulsion of any memb-er from
the Party.

(e) To initiate and undertake all such activities as may
advance or promote the interests, aims and objectives of thl
Party.

0 To guide the KANU National Elections Committee
and the KANU National Appeals Tribunal in the performance
of their duties.

(il 1'o cstablish committees rhar will devise policies to be
implemented by the various organs of the party.
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(h) To delegate to the National Executive Council such

powers as may enable the Executive Council to set up
specialized departments, units, committees or advisory bodies
of the Secretariat.

(i) Ratify or reject anything it is required to ratify under
this Constitution.

(j) Prescribe any regulations on any matter as mandated
by this Constitution, including regulations to govern the
exercise of borrowing powers by the Party.

(k) Do anything required to be done by the Council under
this Constitution.

3. (a) Any vacancy occurring in the National Governing
Council during the course of the year may be filled by:

(i) Nomination by the National Governing Council in
the case of National Officials.

(ii) Nomination by Branches in case of branch
representatives.

(iii) Election by the elected KANU members of the
Province concerned in the case of representatives
of the KANU Parliamentary GrouP.

(b) Persons elected or nominated in accordance with
clause 3(a) of this Article shall fill the said posts or vacancies

until the next Nafional Governing Council meeting.

4. (a) The National Governing Council shall meet at least

once in every six months.

(b) Emergency meetings of the National Governing
Council shall be convened as deemed necessary by the

National Chairman or the National Executive Council or by
written request made by twelve Branches of the Party.

5. The National Governing Council shall have power to
make regulations and rules for the efficient management of the
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Party. PROVIDED that such regulations and rules shall be void
to the extent' they are inconsistent with this Constitution.

ARTICLE 13: THE NATIONAL EXECUTIVE COUNCIL

l. National Executive Council shall be responsible to the
National Governing Council and shall be composed of:

(a) All the National Officiils.

(b) Two members from each administrative Province duly
elected at the Provincial Cont'erence.

(c) Two members duly elected by the National Governing
Council.

(d) The Chief-Whip and the Secretary to the KANU
Parliamentary Group; and his deputy.

(e) In addition, two Women Representatives nominated
by National Executive Committee.

2. The National Executive Council shall perform the
fbllowing functions:

(a) Act as the executive body of the National Governing
Council and the National Delegates Cont'erence and shall
ensure that all decisions and policies made by these two
organs are duly carried out.

(b) Supervise the administrative machinery of the Party at
all levels and shall take such measures it deems necessary to
enforce decisions and programmes of the Party laid down by
the National Governing Council and the National Delegates
Conferences.

(c) Meet at least once every three months. In the event of
an emergency, it shall assume full responsibility of the Party,
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and shall report to the National Governing Council as
circumstances may permit.

(d) Work in close liaison with the KANU Parliamentary
Group and ensure that Party policies are adhered to in
Parliament.

(") Report its activities to the Nationa.l Governing
Council.

(f) On behalf of the National Governing Council, it may
suspend any member; ratify any suspension already ordered
by the National Chairman or recommended by any Branch,
and act on the recommendation of the KANU National
Disciplinary Committee. The recommendations of the
Council shall be submitted to the National Governing Council
whose decision shall be final.

(il It may, with the sanction of the National Governing
Council, have power to prescribe rules and regulations for the
efficient management of the Party from time to time.

(h) It shall exercise any other such powers and perform
such other functions as are conferred upon it by this
Constitution.

ARTICLE 14: THE NATIONAL SECRETARIAT

(A)CovposrrroN oF THE SscnptRnler

I . The National Secretariat shall be responsible to the
National Executive Council and shall consist of the National
Executive Director, a deputy, other Senior Officers as provided
for in this Constitution and such other staff, as the National
Executive Council shall, upon the recommendation of the
National Officials Committee, determine.

2. The Secretariat shall consist of such departments and
operational units as the National Executive Council shall, upon
the recommendation of the National Officials Committee, direct.
The National Executive Director shall assign to sttch
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departments and operational units, sttch duttes and powers as

directed by the National Executive Council and as he considers
appropriate for the efficient functioning and management of the

Secretariat.

3. Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, the
Secretariat shall have, but shall not be limited to, the following
departments:

(a) Administration Department.

(b) Research and Political Affairs Department.

(c) Finance Department.

(d) Women Affairs Department.

(e) Youth Affairs Department.

(f) Estate and Conference Facilities Department.

4. Departments of the Secretariat may be divided into
operational sections or units as the National Executive Director
rnay be directed to establish by the National Executive Council
from time to time; AND the sections or units shall be assigned
specific functions, which shall be outlined in writing in the
appropriate Working Manuals of the Secretariat.

5 . Subject to the approval of the Nalional Officials
Cornmittee, the National Executive Director shall nominate
persons to serve on any Committees, whiclr the National
Executive Director may establish frorn time to time fbr the
efficient working of the Secretariat. PROVIDED that no- person

shall be so notninated unless he is a pilrty menlber duly vetted
by the National Officials Committee. Persons nominated to
serve on the Committees of the Secretariat sliall be paid such

allowances or honoraria. as the National Ilxecutive Council shall
determine front time to tilrre.

6. With the approval of tl-re National Officials Committee,
the National Eriecutive Director shall nominate from among the

meiubers of the Committee, the Chairman thereof. 'Ihe Deputy

I
I
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National Executive Director or any other Officer of the
Secretariat designated by the National Executive Director, shall
serve as Secretary to all the Committees'and shall in that regard
perform all functions of Secretary.

7. The reports, recommendations, opinion or findings of the
Committees shall be submitted to the National Officials
Committee and shall be discussed at the General Purposes
Committee of the National Officials and action taken thereat
accordingly on behalf of the National Governing Council.

(B) FuNcrroNs oFTHE SscRernRtAT AND lrs DEPARTMENTS

1. The Secretariat

(a) The Secretariat shall, under the general direction of
the Secretary General, run the day-to-day functions of the
Party, co-ordinate and implement actions and decisions of the
Organs of the Party and do anything connected therewith fbr
the achievement of all or any of the objects of the Party.

(b) Under the direction of the Secretary-General and
Organizing Secretary as appropriate, draw agenda for the
meetings of National Delegates Conferences, National
Governing Council and the National Executive Council and

organize the realization of those meetings.

(r) Serve the Branch, Sub-Branch/Location/Ward, Sub-
Location/Committee or any other field office in order to
erlsure the strengthening and popularization of the Party at the
grirssroots level, and for this reason, establish the Branch
Network Affairs Section within the Administration
Department of the. Secretariat to ensure that the reports from
the field lrre attended to promptly and the Branches are

adequately guided.

(d) In consultation with the Sub-
Branches/Locations/Wards and Sub-Location Committee,
advise the Party on persons who may be used or regarded by
the Party as Local Opinion Leaders at the village level and to
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formulate guidelines to be used in assessing the character and

leadership qualities of such Leaders, and on the modalities of
utilizing or working with them.

(e) To do all things mandated to be done by the

Secretariat under this Constitution.

?. Departments of the Secretariat

(a) Departments of the Secretariat shall consist of such

sections as shall be deemed necessary or recommended by the

National officials Committee on behalf of the National
Executive Council, from time to time, and they shall perform

such functions as may respectively be assigned to them from
time to time.

(b) A Department shall be headed by a Senior Officer of
the Secretariat who shall report to the National Executive
Director.

(c) The National Executive Director shall prepare a
Woriing Manual for each Department detailing, among other

matterS-

(i) the head thereof;

(ii) Sections into which the Department is divided
and the heads thereof;

(iii) functions of the Department and those of the

sections;

(iv) working procedures and discipline.

(d.) The Manual shall be amended from time to time to
reflect changes that have occurred in or recommended for the

Department and/or Section.

(c) Special Branch Delegates Conference:

(i) A special Branch Delegates Conference may be
called for any specific purpose by the Branch
Chairman or by written request addressed to the
Secretary of the Branch signed by more than 25
per cent of the delegates entitled to attend such
meeting.

(ii) Notice in writing of such meeting shall be sent to
all Sub-branches not less than Seven (7) days
before the date of such meeting.

(b) T.he Chairman of a Sub-Branch may invite one or more
of the Local Opinion Leaders to attend a Sub-Branch
Executive Committee meeting if it is in the interests of the
Party and such Leaders shall have the right to speak but not
vote thereat.

(2) All monies collected from within the Sub-
Branch/Location/Ward shall be paid by Sub-location collectors
direct to the Branch Executive Officer and the Sub-branch shall
present all its claims for financial assistance to the Branch
Executive Committee through the Branch Treasurer.

(3) The Sub-branch Executive Committee shall meet at least
once in evely three months.

4.(1) The Sub-branch/Location/Ward shall hold a general
meeting annually not later than June 30th.

ARTICLE 18: KANU PARLIAMENTARY GROUP

1. There shall be a KANU Parliamentary Group, which shall
consist of all Party members who are also members of the
National Assembly.

2. The Parliamentary Group shall be under the direct
supervision of the National Chairman. If the National Chairman
is-not a Member of Parliament, the Group shall elect a

spokesperson in Parliament who shall report directly to the
National Chairman.

3. The Parliamentary Group shall be responsible for
advancing and defending Party programmes and policies within
Parliament. It shall consult closely with the National Executive
Council and National Governing Council. Members must at all
tinfes exercise due diligence in the discharge of their duties.

4. Members of the Group, including Ministers, may be
required by the National Executive Council to pay a levy in
support of the Party.

ARTICLE 19: KANU YOUTH LEAGUE

1. There shall be a League to be known as KANU Youth
League, which shall consist of Party members who have attained
the age of 18 but have not attained the age of 35 years.
Application for membership shall be made verbally or in writing
to the Sub-location Committee Secretary or to any other nearest
Party Office. On enrolment, each member shall be supplied
with a Youth League Card.

2.. While retaining a measure of self-identity, the KANU
Youth League shall be an integral part of the Party and shall be
subject to the Party's control and discipline at Sub-location
Committee, S ub-branch./Location/W ard and B ranch level.

3. Branch Youth League Committee

(a) The Presidenrial Nomination Council shall consist of all

the delegates entitled to attend the National Delegates
conference established under Article r 1 of this constitrition.
PROVIDED that if the nominarion of the party presidential
candidate is considered an urgent matter, a Sp6cial National
Delegates Conference shall convene and its only business
shall be to nominate thc Party's National piesidential
candidate.

(b) The function of the Presidential Nomination Council
shall be to nominatp the KANU Presidential candidate to
contest any national Presidential Elections called under the
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National Assembly and Presidential Elections Act (Cap. 7,
Laws of Kenya), on a KANU ticket.

(c) The National Chairman or any other person shall be
nominated by the Presidential Nomination Council to be the
Party's candidate for election as President of the Republic of
Kenya.

2. Parliamentary Nomination Councils

(a) There shall be Parliamentary and Civic Nomination
Councils in each Branch whose function shall be to organize
and supervise the nomination of the KANU Parliamentary and
Civic candidates for the Constituency and Wards.

(b) The Council shall be appointed by a Special Branch
Delegates Conference.

(c) The nominations of the Parliamentary and Civic
candidates shall be done directly by all members of the Party
in the electoral areas in which they are registered as voters.

@ The method of election shall be by secret ballot or any
other method agreed upon by the members.

3. The National Chairman shall, in consultation with the
National Secretariat and Branch Secretariat, have the power to
nominate a parliamentary or civic candidate directly.

4. Presiding Ollicers
(") All Nomination Councils established under this

Article shall be presided over by a Presiding Officer, and shall
work in consultation with the KANU National Elections
Committee.

(b) The PreEiding Officer of the Presidential Nomination
Council shall be the National Executive Director of the Party.

(c) The Presiding Officers of the Parliamentary and
Civi'c Nomination Councils shall be appointed in accoidance
with rules prescribed for this purpose by the KANU National
Elections Committee in consultation with the National
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Executive Council and must take with them an updated
Delegates list and letter of appointment from KANU
Headquarters.

5. Nomination Procedures

(a) The quorum of a Nomination Council shall be sixty-
five per cent of the members thereof and no elections shall be
commenced unless there be a quorum.

(b) Whenever an election has been called under the
National Assembly and Presidential Elections Act (Cap. 7,
Laws of Kenya), and/or the Local Government Act (Cap.265,
Laws of Kenya), the appropriate Nomination Council shall be
convened to nominate the KANU candidate for contesting
such election on a KANU ticket. The Nomination Council
shall nominate the person who, in their objective opinion, is
best placed to defeat all opposing candidates and win the
election in question for KANU.

(c) Voting shall be by secret ballot or by a show of
hands.

6. Other Provisions

(o) Except for meetings provided for under Article 6 (5)
(D) and (6), all. meetings of the Presidential Nornination
Council shall be convened by the National Chairntan at ltis
sole discretion.

(b) All meetings of the Parliarnentary and Civic
Nomination Councils shall be convened on a day and at a
tirne to be determined by the National Chairntatt in
consultation with the KANU National Elections Conttnittcc.

(c) The National Executive Council sltall. subjcct ttr
ratification by the National Governing Council or National
Delegates Conference make Rules to be called the KANU
NOMINATION RULES whose purpose shall be to govern
and regulate the procedure to be employed in the nomination
of KANU Parliamentary and Civic candidates by their
respective Nomination Councils herein established.

ARTICLE 23: DISPUTE RESOLUTION

l. No member, as a condition-precedent for membership of
the Party, shall resort to a Court oflaw for the resolution ofiny
dispute arising out of the conduct of any Party matter, issue or
affairs, unless the machinery here established has been
exhausted.

2. If the dispute in question arises out of or relates to the
outcome or the conduct of any nominations for elections or
elections within the Party or any matter connected therewith, the
aggrieved member shall refer the same to the Elections Appeals
Tribunal established under this Article and in the case of any
other^ dispute it shall be referred to arbitration as provided under
this Article.

1 @) There is hereby esrablished an appeals tribunal to be
known as the KANU National Elections Appeals Tribunal
which shall have power to hear and resolve ail'party disputes
rqlating_to 

-nominations and or to elections as proviied under
Clause 2 of this Article.

(b) The Tribunal shall consist of a Chairman and not less
than two and not more than nine other members who shall all
be appointed by the National Chairman on such terms and
conditions as he shall deem fit.

(c) No person shall be appointed to the Tribunal unless
he is a life member of the Party and in making appointments
as provided for in paragraph (b) Clause 3 of this-Article, the
National Chairman shall appoint persons who are eminent
Party Elders who shall include at leist one woman.

(4 No pcrson shall qualify ro be appoinrbd a member of
thc Tribunal if he is, directly or otherwise, interested in the
outcome of the Tribunal's verdict or was in any way
substantially or otherwise, responsible for or connected with
jfy factor leading, causing or contributing to the dispute; and
if afier the commencement of the hearing of a dispute it
appears that the continued participation of any membef of the
Tribunal in the hearing is likely io contravenL the provisions
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of this paragraph, that member shall disqualify himself
immediately if the Chairman has not already demanded for
such disqualification.

(e) Subject to the approval of the KANU National
Elections Committee, the Tribunal shall make rules to govern
procedures and conduct of its affairs under this Article.

(/) The verdict of the Tribunal on any matter before it
shall be final. PROVIDED that the National Chairman, in his
sole discretion, may review such a verdict and make any
decision as the interests of the Party may demand.

4. (a) The National Chairman, in consultation with the
National Executive Council, shall establish such number of
arbitration panels from time to time as circumstances may
warrant, to arbitrate on disputes specified in clause 2 of this
Article. PROVIDED THAT no panel shall hear the dispute in
question unless the parties to the dispute agree to its
composition.

(b) The National Chairman may establish a panel at
national level if, in his opinion, the dispute at hand is of
national proportions; or he may appoint a local panei within
the jurisdiction of a Branch or Sub-branch, if the dispute is
locally confined.

@ Members of arbitration panels shall be paid such
allowances as the National Chairman, in consultation with the
National Treasurer, shall direct, and shall serve on such other
terms and conditions as the National Chairman shall direct.

(d) The provisions of Clause 3, paragraphs (c), (d) and
(f) shall, mutatis mutandis, apply to Arbitration panels.
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PART IV
MEETINGS AND OTHER RELATED

MATTERS
ARTICLE 24: PROCEDURE AT PARTY MEETINGS

1. (a) At all meetings of the National Governing Council,
the National Executive Council, the KANU Parliamentary
Group and in all National Delegates Conferences, the National
Chairman shall preside or he may delegate this power to a

National Vice Chainnan or in the absence of a National Vice
Chairman, whoever the National Governing Council may elect
shall preside.

(b) At all meetings of the Branch, Sub-
branch/Location/Ward, Sub-location Committee, the
Chairman or in his absence, the Vice-Chairman qr in the
absence of both these officials, a member elected by the
meeting, shall be the Chairman.

2. The Chairman may at his discretion limit the number of
persons permitted to speak in favour of or against a motion
unless a motion against a closure of debate is passed by a sixty-
five per cent majority, and may exercise such other powers of
Chairman as is in interest of the Party.

3. Resolutions, unless otherwise stated in this Constitution,
shall be decided by simple majority and voting shall be by a
show of hands.

4. In the event of an equality.of votes at any meeting, the
Chairman shall have a casting vote.

ARTICLE 26: MEETINGS FOR ELECTING PARTY
OFFICIALS

l. Meetings for the elections of National Officials shall be
conducted as provided for under Article 5 Clauses 2 to 8, I I and
12.

2- At the Sub-location General Meeting all, and only, paid-
up members of KANU shall be eligible to attend and take part in
the deliberations and elections.

3. At the Sub-branch./Location/Vvard General Meeting each
Sub-location Committee shall be represented by 20 delegates
made up as follows:

(a) Eight elected Sub-location officials being the
Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Secretary, Assistant Secretary,
Treasurer, Assistant Treasurer, Women Leader and Youth
Leader.

(b) Four elected women representatives.

(c,) Four elected youth representatives.

(d) Four other elected Party members.

4. All Branch officials of the Party shall, unless the delegates
demand otherwise, be elected at a Branch Delegates Conference
by secret ballot'. They shall hold office for five years and shall
be eligible for re-election at the expiry of their term of office.
PROVIDED that the National Chairman may direct that
elections be held before the said five-years or that officials
remain in office longer than the said five years as the interests of
the Party may dictate.
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5. At the Branch Delegates Conference, each Sub-
branch/Location/Ward shall be represented by twenty (20)
delegates who should be drawn equitably from each Sub-
location Committee of the Sub-branch/LocationAVard.

ARTICLE 27: PROCEDURE FOR NOMINATING PARTY
CANDIDATES FOR ELECTIONS

A. Candidates Wishing to Contest National Presidential
Elections

l. If the Office of the President of the Republic of Kenya
becomes vacant, the Presidential Nomination'Council of the
Party shall nominate the Party's candidate for the elections of
the National President in accordance with the procedure laid
down in clause 3 of this Article.

2. No person shall qualify to be nominated for purposes of
clause I of this Article unless he:

(a) qualifies to be elected the President of the Republic
of Kenya under the Constitution of Kenya and other national
laws governing such elections.

(b) is a life member of the Party; and

(c) satisfies all the requirements as to the application
procedure laid down in clause 3'of this Article.

3. (a) If a person who for the time being is the National
Chairman elects not to vie for nomination to be the President
of the Republic of Kenya, ihe National Executive Council by
reasonable public notice shall invite applications from
members of the Party, who wish to contest the Presidential
elections on a KANU Ticket.

(b) Every applicant shall obtain the relevant application
forms, duly stamped, serialized arrd recorded, from the
National Executive Director.
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(c) The applicant shall duly complete the forms and return
the same to the National Executive Director within ttre
specified time together with-

(i) a certified copy of the applicant's national identity
card;

(ii) a certified copy of the applicant's lifd membership
6ertificate;

(iii) a certified proof of the applicant's voter's
registration number;

(iv) a certified proof of the name of the Branch to
which the applicant belongs; and

(v) such non-refundable fee in cash or bankers cheque
or other pre-approved mode of payment as may be
determined by the National Executive Council
from time to time.

(d) The National Executive Director shall, upon the closure
of the time set for receipt of applications, duly submit all
applications received to the Presidential Nomination Council.
The Council, shall deliberate on th'e applications and
thereafter announce their decision. PROVIDED that if by the
close of the time of nomination no application has been
received, the exercise shall be repeated in so far as
circumstances rTray permit.

(e) Save as provided in Article 23, the decision of the
Council shall be final and the person declared by the Council
as nominated shall.from the date of such declaration be, the
Party's candidate for the elections of the President of the
Republic of Kenya.

B. Candidates Wishing to Contest National Assembly
Elections

1. As soon as elections for the National Assembly or a by-
election thereof are declared, each of the affected Parliamentary
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Nomination councils shall be convened to consider applications
from members wishing to be nominated to contest such^elections
on the Party ticket.

2. No member shall quarify to be nominated for purposes of
clause I of Part B of this Article unless he-

(") qualifies under the nationar laws governing elections
for the National Assembly to contest in suc"h electiois;

(b) is a life member of the party; and

@ Satisfies all the requirements of the procedure of
submitting an application laid down in clause 3 immediately
herebelow.

3^. (a) Every applicant shall obtain the relevant application
forms prescribed for this purpose from the National 

^Executive

Director, which forms shall be duly stamped, serialized and
re'corded before issuance.

- (b) The applicant shall duly complete the forms and return
the same to the National Executive Director within the
specified time together with all documents and in manner or
format required by Paragraph c of clause 3 of part A of this
Article; which documents shall include a duly signed pledge
of Loyalty in the form prescribed in the sttrelute to this
Constitution.

k) Upon the expiry of the time for receiving applications,
the National Executive Director shall submit ;ir;tly to the
various Branches application forms belonging thereto and the
Parliamentary Nomination council oittl Branch shall
convene in accordance with the provisions of Article 22
clau-ses 2 through 8-as appropriate to nominate the party,s
candidates for such elections. -

(d) save as provided under Article 23 the nomination
results announced by a parliamentary Nomination council
shall be f,rnal; and from the date of such announcement the
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person declared nominated shall be Party's candidate in the
Branch for such Parliamentary elections.

C. Candidates Wishing to Contest Civic Elections

l. As soon as elections for Local Authorities are declared, or
a by-election thereof, each Civic Nomination Council shall be
convened to consider applications from members wishing to be
nominated to iontest such elections on the Party ticket.

2. No member shall qualify to be nominated for purposes of
clause I of Part C of this Article unless he-

(") qualifies under national laws governing civic
elections to contest such elections;

(b) is a lif'e member of the Party; and

@ satisfies all the requirements of the procedure of
submitting applications as laid down in Clause 3 immediately
herebelow.

3. (a) Every applicant shall obtain relevant application
forms prescribed for Civic Elections from the National
Executive Director through the Branch Executive Officer of
the Branch to which he belongs, which forms shall be duly
stamped, serialized and recorded before issuance;

(b) The applicant shall duly complete the fbrms and
return the same to the Branch Executive Officer within the
stipulated time together with-

(i) a certified copy of the applicant's national
identity card;

(ii) a certified copy of the applicant's life
membership certificate ;

(iii) proof of the applicant's voter's registration
number;

(iv) proof of the name of the Sub-branch to which
the applicant belongs;
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(v) such non-refundable fee in cash or other pre-
approved form as may be determined by thc
National Executive Council from time to time;
and

(vi) a duly signed Pledge of Loyalty in the form
prescribed in the Schedule to this Constitution

(c) The applicant shall send one copy of his application
form to the Secretary-General to which he shall attach
curriculum vitae.

(d) Upon expiry of the time for receiving applications,
the Branch Executive Officer shall submit the applications to
the relevant Civic Nomination Councils who shall proceed to
nominate candidates. Upon completion of nominations, each
Nomination Council shall submit the results thereof to the
Branch who shall compile a report thereof for submission to
the National Executive Council and the KANU National
Elections Committee respectively for action.

PART V
FINANCES, AUDIT AND TRUSTEES

ARTICLE 28: FINANCES AND AUDIT

l. Each member of the Party shall pay his membership fee or
annual subscription to the Party as demanded or as and when
due.

2. Each Sub-location Committee and Sub-
branch/Location/lVard shall remit all monies received .in
membership fees and any other revenue to the Branch
headquarters as is provided under this Constitution.

3. The finances of the Party shall be apportioned as follows:
(a) the Branch shall retain 50 per cent of all membership

fees and dues received and remit the remaining 50 per cent to
the National Treasurer.

(b) Btanches shall ensure that not less than 20 per cent of
the money received from Sub-branches is remitted to them to
cover the expenses in the Sub-branch and Sub-location
Committee.

4. Funds collected at public rallies and meetings shall be
retained by the organ of the Party that organized the rally in
question and the said organ shall apply the funds thereby raised
only for purposes that necesSitated the public collection.

5. All monies received by the National Treasurer, Branch
Treasurer, Sub-branch/Location/Ward Treasurer shall be
deposited in a bank or Post Office Savings account approved by
the National Executive Council in consultation with the Branch
Executive-Committee.

6. No payment shall be made out of the bank or Post Office
Savings account without a resolution of the Committee
responsible for the account and all cheques or withdrawal forms
shall be signed by any two office-bearers of the Committee, one
of whom shall be-the Treasurer or a person authorized to sign in
his absence.
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7. KANU Youth and Women Leagues shall adhere to the
above procedure in so far as it affects any of their organizations
ilnd t.he Trcasurer shall retain an account of all monies
expended, which shall be checked by the Branch Executive
Ol'l'iccr. All monies collected by the two Leagues shall be
.rcnrittcd to the Branch Treasurer and the Branch Executive
Committec shall approve a budget and all expenses of the
Leaguc.

8. Thc Party's Auditor shall have access to all Party
Accounts and rcsolutions alfbcting the disbursement of funds.
Thc Party's Auditor shall examine the Annual Statement of
Accounts prcparcd by lhe National Treasurer for the National
Dclcgates Confcrence and certily the correctness or other wise
ol- such annual statement.

9.'A copy of the Auditor's Report on the Accounts and
Statement of Account prepared by the National Treasurer shall
be furnished to all Branches and members of the National
Executive Council at the same time as the notice convening the
Annual National Delegates Conference is sent out,

10. Every Branch shall appoint a qualified auditor at its
Branch Annual General Meeting.

I l. The Branch Auditor shall have access to all Branch
accounts and shall audit the Annual Statement of Accounts
prepared by the Branch Treasurer. A copy of the Branch
Accounts duly audited shall be sent to each Sub-branch and
three copies shall in addition be forwarded to the National
Treasurer.

12. The National Executive Council shall appoint an Inspector
of Books who shall audit or cause to be audited the accounts of
all Branches. The Inspector of Books or a person authorized by
him in writing shall have access to all Party Accounts at all
levels and shall perform the functions of an internal auditor.
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13. The National Executive Council shall be enrpowcrcd [o
suspend any member, officer or office-bearer of the Party who-

(a) is guilty of misappropriation of Party f unds:

(b) 'consistently ignores directives contained in this
Constitution or in any Rules made by the National Govetnirtg
Council for the proper management of the P4rty's finances
whether at the National, Branch, Sub-branch/Location/Ward
or Sub-location Committee level.

14. The funds of the Party shall be used in furtherance of the
aims and objectives of the Party.

15. The Party shall be free to raise funds and to accept
donations in cash or kind from any lawful source. and in any
legal manner from within or outside Kenya.

16. The National Executive Council shall ensure that a

Statement of Accounts is prepared quarterly for presentation to
the National Governing Council.

17. A sum agreed to by the National Executive Council, the
Branch Executive Committee and the Sub-
branch./Location/Ward Working Committee may be kept by the
Treasurer as petty cash for which proper accounts shall be kept
duly vouched by two persons other than the Treasurer.

18. The National Executive Council shall make regulations
as to the signatories to the bank accounts of the Party at all
levels.

ARTICLE 29: TRUSTEES

l. All land, buildings and other immovable property invested
and securities which are acquired by the Party shall be vested in
the names of five trustees (hereinafter called the "Trustees")
elected as provided under this Constitution.
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2. (a) The Trustees shall hold office for a period of five years
and shall be eligible for re-election.

(b) A Trustee shall not be removed from office except for
any of the following reasons-

(i) if he voluntarily tenders a written resignation;

(ii) ,if he becomes bankrupt; or

(iii) if he so conducts himself that a resolution is
passed calling for his removal. Such a resolution
shall require sixty-five per cent of votes of the
National Governing Council acting on behalf of
the National Delegates Conference.

3. The quorum required for Trustees to transact business
pertaining to Party property shall be three Trustees personally
present.

4. The Trustees may sue and be sued in their capacity as
Trustees of the Party.

5. (a) The Trustees shall maintain, collect rents, pay out-
goings, repair and keep a list of the Party's properties.

(b) They shall prepare and submit their Annual Report
and Accounts to the National Executive Council.

6. The Trustees shall, subject to the written approval of the
National Executive Council, have power to sell, purchase andror
transfer any immovable prbperties of the party and cause monies
belonging to the Party to be investqd in or used or exchanged for
the purchase of such.bonds, mortgages, shares and otheiforms
of investment as deemed fit.

7. The Trustees shall pay all income received from property
vested in them under t[ris constitution to the National rreasurer
of the Party.
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8. (a) Branches shall elect not more than three Trustees at

their Delegates Conference.

(b) Such Branch Trustees shall hold office on terms and

conditions dpplicable, mutatis mutandis, to the National
Trustees of the Party.
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PART VI

MISCELLANEOUS ARTICLE

ARTICLE 30: DISCPLINE

l. The KANU National Disciplinary Committee

(a) There shall be a KANU National Disciplinar
Committee whose membership and composition shall be
determined from time to time by the National Chairman in
consultation with the National Executive Council.

(b) The National Executive Director of the Party shall act
as Secretary to the National Disciplinary. Committee.

(c) The National Disciplinary Committee shall have
powers to hear and determine cases referred to it by the
National Chairnran, the National Executive Council, the
National Governing Council or by a Branch Executive
Committee related to or concerning indiscipline in the Party.

(d) The National Executive Council shall, subject to the
approval of the National Governing Council, make rules,
guidelines and regulations governing the procedures to be
employed by the National Disciplinary Committee in hearing
disciplinary cases referred to it.

2. (a) Each Branch Executive Committee shall have the
power to suspend or recommend expulsion of .anymember or
office bearer in the Branch or Sub-branch/LocationAVard.
Such suspension or recommendation for expulsion shall be
reported to the National Disciplinary Committee for
consideration.

(b) Upon such consideration, the National Disciplinary
Committee shall report its findings and decision to the
National Executive Council.
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(") Thii National Executive Council shall have the power
to either ratify or set aside the suspension and/or approve or
reject the recommended expulsion as it may deem fit and the

decision of the Council shall be final.

(d) Disciplinary action shall be instituted against a member
in proven cases of corruption, misappropriation of Party
funds, misuse of the Party's facilities, lack of loyalty to the
Party, or allegiance to another Political Party and disrespect to
Organs of the Party.

3.(a) The National Chairman may, in consultation with the
National Executive Council, appoint a Commission to
investigate the affairs of any Branch, Sub-
branch/Location/Ward, or Sub-location/Committee.

' (b) The National Chairman may act on any
recommendations made by the Commission and any action

or decision taken by him in pursuance of the said
recommendations shall stand valid until such time as the
National Governing Council shall either ratify or set aside the
same.

ARTICLE 31: THE PARTY SEAL, SYMBOL, FLAG, ETC.

l. (a) The Party shall have a seal whose design shall be
approved by the National Governing Council, or National
Delegates Conference.

(b) The Seal shall be kept in the custody of the Secretary-
General and shall be affixed on documents or other items duly
afproved by the National Executive Council, or National
Delegates Conference.

(c) The Seal shall be authenticatEd by the signature of the
Secretary-General and that of another person duly authorized
in writing by the National Chairman.
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(d) When authenticated as provided in clause 1(c) of this
Article, the affixation of the seal on the document approved as

provided in clause 1(D) of this Article, shall be presumed to

have been duly authorized and the contents of the document

so affixed shall, as against third parties, be binding on the

Party..

(e) The Seal riray be amended as circumstances and

interests of the Party may dictate. PROVIDED that sufficient
public notice shall be given of such amendment and any

documents previously sealed shall continue to be valid as

against the Party.

.(fl No contract or agreement shall be valid unless approved
by National Executive Committee.

2. (a) The Party shall have a symbol with or without a caption
or slogan as the National Governing Council or National
Delegates Conference shall decide from time to time-

(0,) Without prejudice to the generality of Paragraph (a) of
this clause, the symbol of the Party be a Cockerel which shall

also be known by its Swahili Language translation of 'Jogoo"'

(c) The National Executive Council, on behalf of the

National Governing Council, may authorize'the use of the

Party Symbol on any matefial, insignia, badge, tie, apparel,

umbrella, document or anything on which it is intended to

- propagate the image of the Party.

3.(a) The Party shall have a flag whose design and cglours
shall be approved by the National Governing Council or the

National Delegates Conference.

(b) Without prejudice to the generality of paragraph (a) of
this clause, thq Party Flag shall be of the form and content
approved by the National Executive council or the National
Delegates Conference.
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(c) Party Officials and Officers shall endeavour to hoist
and fly the Party flag at all Party establishments, functions
and activities. PROVIDED that such hoisting and flying shall
be subservient to that of the National Flag and the Presidential
Standard.'

4.(a) The Party shall have a fraternity salure for public
identification and'salutation of members among themselves
and for general Party enthusiasm and activism.

(b) The salute shall, be the raised index-finger of either
hand depending on the hand-bias of a member;

(c) The salute shall be manifested by the stretching out of
the hand and waving of the finger.

5. It shall be the duty of the National Executive Council, on
behalf of the National Governing Council, to take any action
within their power and means to defend, preserve and protect as
the case may be, the dignity of the Party Symbol.

ARTICLE 32: PRESS AND PUBLICATION

1. The Party may own and operate a television station, a party
newspaper, printing press or it may have an interest or shares in
any existing printing press, newspaper or television station or
any other media or corrmunication venture.

2.The Party may publish its own literature, periodicals,
magazines, pamphlets, books, newspapers, journals, tracts or
manuals.

3. There shall be a Press and Public Relations Committee
appointed by the National Executive Council and it shall
perform such functions as shall be assigned to it by the Council.
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ARTICLE 33: AMENDMENTS OF THE CONSTITUTION
AND RULES

1. This Constitution and Rules or regulations made thereunder
may be amended by a resolution carried by a sixty-five per cent
majority vote of the members of the National Delegates
Conference present and voting in person.

2.Only Party Branches and the National Executive Council
may sponsor resolutions seeking amendments to the
Constitution and Rules for consideration by the National
Governing Council or by the National Delegates Conference.

ARTICLE 34: INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

I .The National Secretariat Department of international
relations shall review all matters with an external perspective
and affecting the Party including Party representation abroad,
attendance at conferences and receiving a guest to Kenya and
place these before the Secretary General and the National
Executive Council for consideration.

2. No Party officer, or member shall visit foreign country qua
officer or member, or accept scholarships, funds, grants, or any
form of assistance, nor make any commitment in.the name of the
Party unless the same has beOn first approved by the National
Executive Council and written authority duly issued by the
National Chairman upon the recommendation of the Council.

ARTICLE 35: MERGER CLAUSE

The National Delegates Conference may pass a resolution, by
simple majority or by acclamation to merge with any other
political party or parties in the country.

ARTICLE 36: DISSOLUTION

The National Delegates Conference may, by resolution passed
by a sixty-five per cent majority of its members, at a Special
National Delegates Conference called expressly for the purpose
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of dissolution, resolve that itbe dissolved or be renamed. In the
case of dissolution, all the properties and funds of the Party after
meeting all liabilities shall be distributed in such a manner as

shall be determined by the Conference at which the resolution
favouring dissolution is passed.
