1.3 CONSIDERATION OF THE PETITION

Mr. Speaker,

The petition by the Gusii IDPS Fraternity forum on the utilization of funds meant to

compensate Internally Displaced persons in Kisii County was presented to the National

__Assembly in June, 2014, pursuant to Article 119 of the Constitution, which provides that

every person has a right to petition Parliament to consider any matter within its authority,
including enacting, amending or repealing any legislation and Standing Order 220(1) which

provides for the submission of a petition to the House.

The petitioners prayed that:

i) That the National Assembly investigates alleged misappropriation of Kshs.55 million
disbursed to Government officers to compensate Internally Displaced persons in Kisii

County.

The petition was referred to the Committee on Administration and National Security on 17

June, 2014, Pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order 227 (2).

The Committee held a meeting with the petitioners on 21 August 2014. The purpose for
this meeting was to give audience to the petitioners and establish ways on how best their
prayers could be answered and articulated. The Committee also held a meeting with the

Cabinet Secretary for Interior and Coordination of National Government and the Cabinet

Secretary for Devolution and Planning.
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The Committee established that the then Ministry of Special Programmes had disbursed
Kshs.181,200,000 to the Deputy County Commissioners in the two Counties to pay Kshs.
10,000 to each of the 18, 120 IDPs as start-up capital. An additional Kshs, 8,025,000 was
disbursed to pay 321 IDPs, to cater for reconstruction of burnt houses, each IDP was

supposed to receive kshs.25, 000.

The Committee was further informed that the Deputy County Commissioners are yet to
account for Kshs. 22,260,000 disbursed to them for payment of start-up capital of Kshs.
10,000 to 2,226 IDPs and that letters had been written to them to submit the returns and

that the Ministry of Devolution Planning was still waiting for their responses.

The Committee also established that 12 out of the 83 petitioners had been paid Kshs.
10,000 each. This was according to a list of 12,205 presented to the Committee by Cabinet
Secretary for Devolution and Planning, showing the names of IDPs in Kisii and Nyamira

Counties who had been compensated.

1.4 ACKNOWLEDGEMENT

Mr. Speaker, Sir,
The Committee is thankful to the Office of the Speaker and the Clerk of the National

Assembly for facilitating the Committee to achieve its mandate.

After consideration of the petition, the Committee recommended that the Auditor General
conducts a special audit and submits to the National Assembly an advisory report on the
utilization of funds meant for Internally Displaced Persons start-up capital and
reconstruction of burnt houses disbursed to Deputy County Commissioners in Kisii and
Nyamira Counties. The Committee also recommended that the Government should
urgently compensate genuine Internally Displaced Persons (IDPs) after the Auditor General

concludes an audit of the disbursed funds.

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2.0 BACKGROUND

The contested 2007 presidential elections led to protests that degenerated into widespread
violence where more than 1,133 Kenyans lost their lives. The post election violence
displaced almost 600,000 people into temporary camps, with an equal number seeking
refuge with friends and relatives. Massive destruction of property was also witnessed
leading to economic shutdown in parts of the country mainly in the expansive Rift Valley.
The education sector, health sector and other important government functions were also

interfered with by the large-scale displacement of professionals.

The Government established the National Humanitarian Fund through legal notice No 11 Of
2008. This was followed by the appointment of the advisory board .This constituted the
first framework upon which resettlement of IDPs was based. The fund was meant to ensure
that persons affected by the violence were resettled and ;"s_sistéd tﬁo restart their basic
livelihood. However there have been numerous complaints regarding the implementation

of Government initiatives to resettle and compensate the Internally Displaced Persons.

There is concern that funds meant for compensation IDPs have not been fully accounted for
with reports of alleged misappropriation of the funds through fraud. The Ministry of
Devolution and Planning indicated that only IDPs 15,160 out of 18,120 targeted
beneficiaries in Kisii and Nyamira Counties were confirmed to have been paid. The
Government needs to ensure that all the funds meant to assist IDPS are fully accounted for
by officers involved in the exercise. Officers found culpable for misappropriation and fraud

should be prosecuted.
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3.0 SUBMISSIONS
3.1 MEETING WITH PETITIONERS

During the meeting the petitioners alleged that payment of Internally Displaced Persons
Funds was effected using cards instead of a register of IDPs. This would have lead to fraud

and misappropriation of the funds thus denying genuine IDPs access to the funds.

The petitioners stated that the Gusii IDP fraternity had 23,000 registered members. The
Committee requested for documents to confirm the group membership and registration
status but the documents were not availed. The Committee observed that, in the absence of
a membership register, it was clear not whether the petitioners represented the interests of

all registered IDPS in Kisii County.
3.2 MEETING WITH THE CABINET SECRETARY FOR DEVOLUTION AND PLANNING

The Committee held a meeting with the Cabinet Secretary and was informed that the

2007/2008 Post Election Violence IDPs were profiled into three main categories:

1. 70,000 IDP households who agreed to voluntarily return to their farms through Rudi
Nyumbani Operation;

2. 8.754 households who formed Self Help Groups that were profiled by the Ministry
before the set deadline of 30 December 2008. This IDPs were resettled in Government
procured land with the exception of 817 households among them that were paid
Kshs.400,000 each in of lieu land settlement; and

3. 165.846 households were categorized as integrated IDP living among the various

communities in the country who were paid kshs.10, 000 as start-up capital.

The Committee further established that IDPs in Kisii and Nyamira Counties were categorized
under Integrated IDPs and those profiled were 17,385. The then Ministry of Special
Programmes had disbursed Kshs.181,200.000 to the Deputy County Commissioners in the
two Counties to pay Kshs. 10,000 to each of the 18, 120 IDPs as start-up capital. An
additional Kshs, 8,025,000 was disbursed to pay 321 IDPs, to cater for reconstruction of
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burnt houses, each IDP was supposed to receive kshs.25, 000. The Committee was further
informed that the Deputy County Commissioners are yet to account for Kshs.22, 260,000
disbursed to them for payment of start-up capital of Kshs. 10,000 to 2,226 IDPs and that
letters had been written to them to submit the returns and that the Ministry of Devolution
Planning was still waiting for their responses. The unaccounted for funds are indicated as

per the table here below:-

10,000 each as compensation. This was according to a list of 12,205 presented to the

Committee by the Cabinet Secretary for Devolution and Planning, showing the names of
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IDPs in Kisii and Nyamira Counties who had been compensated. The 12 petitioners are

The Committee further established that the Government decided to limit its resettlement
programme to benefit IDPs registered by 31 December 2008 and rejected any further

claims from the districts beyond the deadline. The Government also rejected claims by
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persons or groups claiming to have been profiled in any other way than those existing in

the database.

In April 2012, the then Minister for Special Programmes sent a team of officers to Kisii and
Nyamira Counties to vet the list of IDPs presented to the Ministry. Only profiling forms for
complaints from Kisii South, Nyamira North and Manga were submitted to the Vetting
teams. No forms for Gucha South and Masaba Districts were submitted. Out of the 14,074
names submitted for vetting and verification only 414 were found to be eligible for

consideration.

3.3 Submissions by the Ministry of Interior and Coordination of National Government
The Committee wrote to Principal Secretary for Interior seeking clarification on the
following issues:-

(i) The assertion by the Cabinet Secretary for Devolution and Planning that Deputy
County Commissioners in Kisii and Nyamira Counties are yet to account for Kshs.
22,260,000 disbursed to them for payment of start-up capital of Kshs 10,000 each to
2,226 IDPs; and

(ii) The claim that the Ministry of Devolution and Planning had requested the Deputy
County Commissioners in Kisii and Nyamira Counties to submit returns for the

unaccounted funds but the officers have not responded.

The Ministry of Interior and Coordination of National Government in a rejoinder submitted
returns for the larger Gucha District in Kisii Country that include the present Sameta

Nyamache and Kenyenya Sub-counties. The submitted returns indicated the following:-

(i) Gucha District Received Kshs 13,430,000 for the compensation of Internally
Displaced Persons.

(ii) A register of 1263 beneficiaries who were reported to have received Kshs 10,000
each as compensation was submitted to the Committee.

(iii)  An official receipt No. 9767200 indicating that Kshs 1,320, 000,000 unspent
funds had been returned to the then Ministry of State for Special Programmes on

7t March 2013.
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4.0 OBSERVATIONS, FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS OF THE COMMITTEE

1.

The Government, through then Minister for Special Programmes, disbursed Kshs.
181,200,000 to Deputy County Commissioners Kisii and Nyamira Counties to pay
18,120 IDPs, each IDP was supposed to receive Kshs.10, 000 as start-up capital. An
additional Kshs, 8,025,000 was disbursed to facilitate the reconstruction of burnt

houses.

There were plausible allegations that Deputy County Commissioners in Kisii and
Nyamira Counties had not accounted for Kshs. 22,260,000 disbursed to them for

payment of start-up capital to 2,226 |IDPs.

The then Minister for Special Programmes sent a team of officers to Kisii County and
Nyamira Counties to vet the list of IDPs presented to the Ministry. Only profiling forms
for complaints from Kisii South, Nyamira North and Manga were submitted to the
Vetting team.

Documents submitted to the Committee by the Cabinet Secretary for Devolution and
Planning indicated that 12 out of the 83 petitioners had been paid Kshs. 10,000 each.
No documents to confirm the membership and registration status of the Gusii IDP
Fraternity were availed to the Committee. The absence of a membership register and
registration documents made it difficult for the Committee to determine whether the
petitioners represented the interests of all registered IDPS in Kisii County.

The Ministry of Interior and Coordination of National Government failed to provide
adequate clarification on the assertion by the Cabinet Secretary for Devolution and
Planning that Deputy County Commissioners in Kisii and Nyamira Counties are yet to
account for Kshs. 22,260,000 disbursed to them for payment of start-up capital of Kshs
10,000 each to 2,226 IDPs; and had not submit returns for the unaccounted funds.

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5.0 RECOMMENDATION

Having considered the petition by Gusii /DPS Fraternity forum on the utilization of funds

Assembly an advisory report on the utilization of funds meant for Internally
Displaced Persons (IDPs) start-up capital and reconstruction of burnt houses
disbursed to Deputy County Commissioners in Kisii and Nyamira Counties, within

ninety days.

Administration and National Security in relation to petitions referred to the Committee
or consideration. From the letter, I understand the matter to respond to are:-

1. The persons who benefitted from the funds meant to compensate Gusii
Internally Displaced Persons Fraternity and

2. Why the Gusii IDPs were never compensated from the IDPs allocation as alleged
in the petition

3. Respond to the Queries raised thereof.

* Hon. Chairman I wish to respond as follows:-

Issue No. 1

|

(a) The persons who benefitted from the funds meant to compensate Gusii Internally
Dispiaced Persons Fraternity

~ollowing the post-election violence of 2007/8, the Government on 30" January 2008
established the National Humanitarian Fund through Legal Notice No. 11 of 2008. This
was followed by the appointment of the advisory board through Legal Notice No. 1038
of 15" February 2008 to:-

- determine the persons who were adversely affected by the violence;

- resettle persons displaced by PEV; |

- replace basic household effects destroyed during the PEV;

- enable the victims restart their basic livelihood;

- reconstruct basic housing; and

- rehabilitate community utilities, and institutions destroyed during the violence.
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This constituted the first framework in Kenya upon which resettlement of IDPs was
based.

It is this Board that determined how the IDPs were to be settled.

During the 2007--Post Election Violence (PEV) — 663,921 individuals (composed of
245,416 households) were profiled as displaced within the country. At the height of the
violence, 350,000 IDPs sought refuge in 118 camps while 313,921 IDPs were integrated
among various communities in the country.

Given that IDPs were faced with different situations and needs the 245,416 IDP
households that had been profiled were grouped into four main categories:

(1) The 70,000 IDP households (or 350,000 individuals) who agreed to
voluntarily returned to their farms through Rudi Nyumbani operation;

(ii) The 8,754 households (including 2,574 Turkana IDPs) who formed Self Help
Group that were profiled by the Ministry before the set deadline of 30%
December 2008. These IDPs were resettled in Government procured land
with the exception of 817 households among them that were paid Kshs.
400,000 each in lieu land settlement.

(iii) All the other IDPs numbering 165,846 households were categorized as
integrated IDP living among the various communities in the country. The
integrated IDPs were paid Kshs. 10,000 as start-up capital.

The Gusii IDPs were categorized under Integrated IDPs and those profiled were 17,385
(KNBS 10,457 and 6,928 from Provincial administration) after duplicates were later

removed.

The Ministry has disbursed Kshs.181, 200, 000 to the Deputy County Commissioners
(DCs) to pay 18,120 IDPs Kshs. 10,000 each as start-up capital. See Tables 1(a)(i) and
(ii) below. An additional Kshs.8,025,000 was disbursed to pay 321 IDPs Kshs. 25,000
each for reconstruction of burnt houses as shown in table 1(b) (i) an (ii) below.

Issue No. 2

Why the Gusii IDPs were never compensated from the IDPs allocation as alleged in the
petition.

From the above analysis therefore, out of the total number of IDPs profiled among the
¥ Gusii IDPs, 15,160 have been paid and accounted for while 2,226 IDPs have not been

accounted for and hence cannot be said to have been paid despite the fact that money
¢ was disbursed to the DCs for the purpose. Attached is a list of names for 12,205 that

have been paid. The balance of the list is being updated from the returns received.

As demonstrated above, the Gusii IDPs were categorized as integrated IDPs and were
Jaid as per the approved provision. This is demonstrated through the amounts
disbursed and the payments made which are supported by returns from the DCs.

However, my Ministry is aware that some of the Gusii people have been complaining
claiming that they were left out of the IDPs compensation exercise.

In April 2012, the then Minister for Special Programmes Hon. Murugi, accompanied by
Members of Parliament, DCs and local leaders held a meeting in the Regional
Coordinator’s office in Kisii with the objective of sorting out the complaints. However
they were unable to resolve the matter and had to send a team of officers to do the
vetting of the lists that were being presented.
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However what eventually came out of the vetting and verification exercise was that
very few cases were genuine. The results of the analysis are shown in Table 4 below:-

Only “profiling Forms” for the complainants from Kisii South, Nyamira North and Manga
Districts were submitted by the DC to the vetting team. No forms for Gucha South and

Masaba were submitted.

The” profiling forms” submitted were checked and found to have a lot of anomalies as
follows:-

(a) The forms from Kisii South were not the forms used by the Kenya National Bureau
of Statistics for profiling of the IDPs and were not fully filled.

(b) The Forms from Manga Districts though duplicates of those used in profiling in 2008
were not signed. This was a requirement during profiling.

(c) The forms from Nyamira North had the following issues:-

(i) Some had dates indicating that the persons were profiled before June 2008
whereas the profiling exercise took place between June and August, 2008.

(i) Some of the forms indicated that the persons were profiled in 2012.
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(iii) Others were not fully filled.

The Vetting teams recommended the following:-

1. ‘The Government should not entertain any claim by any person or groups of

persons claiming to have been profiled in any way other than those existing in
the database. The government should reject claims presented after the 31
December 2008 registration deadline by various Districts”,

"The Government to update the records of those paid to ensure they tally with
the existing number in the database”.

“In the absence of any list and supporting profiling forms to prove that the IDPs
were profiled within the stipulated period and registers submitted by 31st
December 2008, the Government should reject any further claims from the
districts”.

“The Government should investigate where the profiling forms in their possession
emanated from and by whom, with a view to ensuring that such activities do not
occur in other areas”.

. “"The Government should inVestigate where the profiling books in Nyamira North

district came from and why they are in their possession since they should have
been surrendered at the end of the profiling exercise in July 2008”.

Action taken

* The following actions were taken following these recommendations:-

NN

It was noted that there was an attempt to defraud the Government, an attempt
that was prevented through the vetting exercise.’

The National Humanitarian Board only approved payment for the 414 who were
found to be eligible for payment.

The Government decided to limit its resettlement program to only those
registered by 31st December 2008 and rejected any further claims from the
districts beyond this deadline.

The Government rejected all claims by persons or groups of persons claiming to
have been profiled in any way other than those existing in the database.
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v. In addition, the State Department of Devolution, Directorate of Special
programmes-has been updating those IDPs who have been paid against its IDP
data base on a continuous basis.

Arising from these actions, there has been continued pressure to include the rejected
IDPs in the resettlement programme. This has never been possible especially after
realizing that there were fraudrent attempts to penetrate the profiling system for

personal gains.

It is worth noting that profiling of IDPs was done at two levels:-
(i) By the DCs at the district levels and

(i) By the Kenya National Bureau of Statistics who were contracted by the Ministry
to undertake National IDPs census.

Any IDP claiming to have been missed in the registration exercise at the two levels is
being economic with the truth.

This is clearly demonstrated by the fact that those who were attempting to be
recognized were more than those who were actually profiled and paid. That could not
have been a true reflection of any omission and surpasses any justifiable degree of

error.

The Deparimental Committee on Administration and National Security is constituted under
Standing Order 216(1) and is mandated to, inter-alia, “consider petitions referred to it”

The Committee has been considering a petition by the ‘Gusii IDPs Fraternity' on alleged misuse of

funds meant to compensate internally displaced persons in Kisii County. During a meeting with the
Cabinet Secretary for devolution and planning the following issues emerged, that:-

() Deputy County Commissioners in Kisii and Nyamira Counties are yet to account for Kshs.
22,260,000 disbursed to them for payment of start-up capital of Kshs. 10,000 each to 2,226
IDPs; and

(u) The Ministry of Devofutron and Planning had requested the Deputy County Commissioners

in Kisii and Nyamira Counties to submit returns for the unaccounted funds but the officers
have not responded.

The Committee seeks clarification by the State Department of Interior on the above issues before
submitting a report to the House. A report on the above matter should be submitted to the

Committee on or before 24 March, 2015.
