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2.0 COMMITTEE'S CONSIDERATION OF THE SENATE AMENDMENTS TO THE
PUBLIC SERVICE (VALUES AND PRINCIPLES) BILL, 2014

The Committee deliberated on the Senate Amendments as follows:

Proposed amendment to Clause 7 to Clause 8 - Agreed to
Proposed amendment to Clause 13 - Agreed to
Proposed amendment to Clause 15 - Agreed to

3.0 COMMITTEE OBSERVATIONS

The Committee made the following Observations:-

1. The amendments to Clause 7 expands what sub-clause (6) provides for. Sub-clause
(6) just provided as follows: “(6) every public institution shall develop standards
for the responsive, prompt, effective, impartial and equitable provision of

services™.

2. The proposed amendments to Clause 7 comply with Article 232(1) of the

Constitution.

3. The amendment to Clause 8 seeks to insert the words “and accountability™. This
complies with Article 232(1) (e) of the constitution where values and principles of
public service include accountability for administrative acts. Also, Article 10(2) (c)
of the Constitution provides for national values and principles of governance

which includes “transparency and accountability™.

4. The effects of the proposed amendments to Clause 13 are:-

(i) to set out the procedure to be followed when a complaint has not been

investigated and determined.
(ii) to punish an officer who unreasonably delays to handle a complaint.

(iii) By providing for “judicial redress™, a person can seek redress not just in the

High Court but in any court.

5. The proposed amendments to Clause 15 give certainty in the procedure of
addressing complaints. Also, it relieves the High Court from handling complaints
since any class of the court can hear complaints. The effects of these proposed

amendments are:-
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(i) to set out the procedure to be followed when a complaint has not been
investigated and determined.

(i) to punish an officer who unreasonably delays to handle a complaint.

(i) By providing for “judicial redress”, a person can seek redress not just in the
High Court but in any court.

CONCLUSION

The Committee concurs with the Senate amendments to the Public Service (Values
& Principles) Bill, 2014.
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
