Thursday, 2nd March, 2023.

2. The Petitioner observes that due to rapid gromh of the ICT and Digital Economy, there is

an urgent need to amend the Kenya Information & Communications Act No. 2 of 1998

(Rev. 2020) to align it with the current and emerging realities of a connected digital
world to enhance Growth and expansion of both Economic and social sectors of the

nation.

3. The petitioner highlights emerging issues in the digital economy such as

Information/cyber security threats, copyrights issues, content creation, broadcast and

communication, misinformation, online and mobile transactions, global competition and

di gital transformation.

4. The petitioner avers that regulation of these components of the digital economy will
enable the deriving of maximum benefits while averting possible threats from the IT and

digital economy trends and maintaining Intemet Governance.

2.2 PETITIONER'S PRAYERS

5. The Petitioners prayed that the National Assembly through the Public Petitions

Committee introduces amendments to the Kenya Information & Communications Act to
govern the Digital Economy.

3. SUBMISSIONS BY STAKEHOLDERS ON THE PETITION

3.I THE PETITIONER

Mr. Patrick Kaberia appeared before the Committee on Thursday, 6th July 2023 and submitted as

follows -

6. Rapid growth of the ICT and Digital Economy is the basis upon which he has petitioned

Parliament to urgently amend the Kenya Information and Communications Act to align it
with the current and emerging developments of a connected digital world to enhance

growth and expansion of both economic and social sectors of the nation.

7. lnformation, cyber security threats, copyright issues, content creation among others need

to be regulated for purposes of achieving maximum benefits while averting possible

threats posed by IT trends and digital economy among other issues.

4, COMMITTEE OBSERVATIONS

Following the submission by the petitioners, the Committee observed that -

8. The petitioner could not identify a gap in the present legislation that did not provide for
current and emerging realities of the digital world. He claimed there was not enough

regulation in the Act but could not substantiate this claim.
9. The petitioner could also not clearly articulate the challenges he sought to regulate with

regards to governance in the digital economy.

10. The petitioner's justification for the Amendment of the Kenya Information and

Communications Act in section 6 (l) and section 6 C to increase the number of board

members and the tenure of the board members of the Communications Authority of
Kenya was not sufficient and tenable.

I 1. The petitioner's concerns were adequately provided for in the present Kenya Information
and Communication Act No. 2 of 1998 and various other legislation such as the

Computer Misuse and Cyber Crimes Act,2018, the National Payment System Act,20ll,
the Copyright Act Cap 130 and the State Corporations Act.

12. Over regulation of the digital economy could stifle the sector. Therefore, there is need for
a balance of regulating the sector for the protection of the consumer whilst allowing for
growth of the industry.

l3.The petitioner had not engaged the Ministry of ICT through public participation on the

inclusion of his concerns in the present Kenya Information and Communications

(Amendment) Bill, 2023 by the Ministry of Information, Communications and the Digital
Economy. As this would have been an alternative approach where the Petitioner's

concerns would be comprehensively addressed.

5. ISSUES FOR DETERMINATION AS PER THE PRAYERS IN THE PETITION

Upon hearing from the Petitioners, the Committee makes determination on prayers sought
in the Petition as follows -

The Petitioners prayed that the National Assembly through the Public Petitions Committee
amends the Kenya Information & Communications Act to provide for governance of the
Digital Economy and the specific amendment of Section 6(1) and 6C of the Act.

14. The Committee -
a) Notes that the petitioner's prayer for amendment of the Kenya

Information & Communications Act to ensure govemance of the

digital economy was not necessary as the provisions of the Act and

other related legislations adequately provided for such governance
and regulation

b) Notes that amendment of Section 6(l) in paragraph (e) seeks to
reduce the number of board members appointed by the Cabinet
Secretary from seven persons to three persons and the insertion of a
new paragraph (f) to introduce six non-state officers to represent

the industry, professionals, artists and the ICT sector. However, the
proposed amendment is not necessary as the Act in section 6(2)
provides for the aspect of inclusion as the Cabinet Secretary

exercises discretion in such appointments.
c) Notes that the amendment of Section 6C to increase the tenure of

office of board members from three years to five years is neither
justified by the petitioner nor necessary.

d) Therefore, does not recommend the amendment of the Kenya
Information & Communications Act as proposed by the petitioner.

6. COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS

l. On the proposal to amend the Kenya Information & Communications Act in Section 6(l)
and 6C to increase the number of board members and the tenure of the board members of
the Communications Authority of Kenya.

ll. The Petitioner shares his proposal with the Ministry of Information, Communications and
the Digital Economy for his concern to be considered in the proposed Kenya Information
and Communications (Amendment) Bill, 2023.

Meeting with the Petitioner (Mr. Fredrick Gaya)

Mr. Fredrick Gaya and two other petitioners submitted that-

Rachuonyo North Sub-County is vast and covers a geograpliical area of approxin-rately

435.4 sq km with a population of 1 78,686 people and a density of 41 0 persons per sq km.

The area is highly inaccessible clue to the rugged and hilly terrain and dilapidated road

networks to most schools across the sub-county, which hampers learning.

The climatic conditions are very harsh, leading to a high prevalence of food shortages,

malnutrition among school-going children, and other related problems associated with
food secr"rrity.

lv Perennial f-loods have had detrimental eff'ects on the lower plains of Lake Victoria, River
Sondu Miriu, Awach Kibuon, Ondlredhe, and Tende during the short rainy seasons,

2
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occasioning loss of lives and livestock, destruction of crops, grazing land, power
interruptions, closure of schools, and other atrocities.

Elforts to seek interventions from the relevant bodies to mitigate the said effects have
never bome any fruit.

Further, the area is highly affected by the high prevalence of HIV/AIDS, which is an
indicator of the high poverty index in the area. The scourge is a result of poor young girls
engaging in sexual activities along the beaches (sex for fish) to earn a living.

Education has been highly affected by this scenario, whereby school-going children,
specifically the poor and the orphaned, are vulnerable to all forms of abuse.

That the Sub-County has been affected by an acute shortage of teachers and imbalanced
staffing due to the hardships and challenges experienced, which have a direct impact on
education. Teachers opt to transfer to other places with better working conditions, or
those who are demoralized impact negatively on the learning process for lack of
motivation.The transfer of the Sub County TSC Director without replacement has derailed leaming in the
sub county.

The school's infrastructure in several stations is deplorable and unsafe for leaming.

The last mile connectivity of electricity to some schools in Rachuonyo North Sub-County
hence this has disadvantaged digital learning in the said schools especially with the
growing need for e-leaming and technological advancements.

Most parts of the Sub-County lack clean and safe water for drinking hence are prone to
contracting waterbome diseases and other relafed illnesses.

Based on the above, the National Assembly should gazette Rachuonyo North Sub-County
as a Hardship area.

Committee Concerns
The Committee raised the following concerns with regards to the presentation by the Petitioners -

With regards to the number of schools in Rachuonyo North Sub County and those that
have been connected to electricity, the Petitioner indicated that there were two hundred
and twenty-seven (227) schools,167 being public and 58 being private among which very
few had electricity connectivity.

lll.

Regarding the number of tarmac roads in Rachuonyo North Sub-County, the Petitioner
responded that there is only one major road from Katito, the Ojijio-Otek Road, which was
tarmacked.
Regarding the Criteria for determination of designated hardship areas in the civil service,
the Petitioner mentioned as follows and stated that Rachuonyo North met the criteria -

a) non/limited availability and accessibility to food;
b) non availability/limited access to portable water;
