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CHAIRPERSON’S FOREWORD

This report provides the proceedings of the Public Debt and Privatization Committee on
its consideration of the proposed amendments by the Senate to the Public Finance
Management (Amendment) Bill (National Assembly Bill No. 16) of 2023. The Bill was
passed with amendments by the National Assembly on 27% June 2023 and thereafter
conveyed to the Senate in accordance with the provisions of National Assembly Standing
Order 142.

The overall objective of the PFM Amendment Bill was to amend the PFM Act No. 18 of
2012, in order to adjust the framework for monitoring public debt and borrowing, and
to align the Act with the provisions of the Constitution relating to the definition of public
debt, financial obligation, and amend the debt limit to a debt threshold.

On 29t August 2023, the Senate considered the Bill a passed by the National Assembly
and passed it with amendments. According to the message, the Senate had proposed
amendments to Clause Six (6) of the Bill with the overall aim of including the Senate in
the oversight role of national government borrowing.

In the consideration of the Bill, the Committee noted and appreciated the important role
that the Houses of Parliament play in legislation, at times acting in unison. The Committee
noted that the primary amendments by the Senate had the effect of having both Houses
consider and approve any reports where the National Government exceeds the set debt
thresholds.

However, the Committee observed that the oversight role of these the National
Government on matters of public financial management is the preserve of the National
Assembly as per Article 95 of the Constitution. Thus, any reporting requirement imposed
in the Bill for the National Treasury to comply with the debt thresholds should be
considered and approved by the National Assembly. This, according to the Committee,
will reduce conflict where the two Houses may give conflicting resolutions, and equally
reduce burcaucracy in the matter of assessing the operational debt thresholds.

The rejection of the amendments proposed by the senate therefore, is based on the need
to ensure that any amendments to the PFM Act, 2012, does not introduce additional layers
of burcaucracy in National Government borrowing, during a period when public stock
of debt and related cost and risks are high.

Key Recommendations

The Committee having considered the Message from the Senate, recommends that, apart
from amendments for correcting cross referencing errors, all other amendments
proposed by therein, be rejected and that the Bill be referred to a Mediation Committee
subject to National Assembly Standing Orders 148 & 149, and Articles 112 & 113 of the
Constitution.

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1. Introduction

On 29™ August 2023, the National Assembly received a message from the Senate (No.
017 of 2023), secking concurrence of the National Assembly on the amendments by the
Scnate during the passage of the Public Finance Management (Amendment) Bill (National
Assembly Bill No. 16) of 2023. Upon receipt, the message was submitted to the Public
Debt and Privatization Committee pursuant to Standing Order 41-6(c), for consideration
and reporting to the House.

The Public Finance Management (Amendment) Bill (National Assembly Bill No. 16) was
published on 4t May 2023 and read for the first time on 6" June 2023, and thereafter
referred to the Public Debt and Privatization Committee for consideration subject to the
National Assembly Standing Order 207A, and for reporting to the House.

The overall objective of the PEM Amendment Bill was to amend the PFM Act No. 18 of
2012, in order to adjust the framework for monitoring public debt and borrowing, and
to align the Act with the provisions of the Constitution relating to the definition of public
debt, financial obligations, amend the debt limit, provide provisions for the Cabinet
Secretary in charge of the National Treasury to provide an explanation to Parliament in
the case public debt exceeds the debt threshold.

The Public Debt and Privatization Committee embarked on the review of the Bill after
undertaking public participation which included placing adverts on the Daily Nation
Newspaper and the Standard Newspaper on 8™ June 2023. In the review of the Bill, the
Committee proposed amendments designed to ensure the proposed debt threshold is
consistent with Kenya’s fiscal consolidation path. These amendments are as contained in
its report that was adopted by the National Assembly on 27t June 2023.

3. Overview of the proposed amendments by the Senate

3.1

As per the message from the Senate, amendments are proposed to Clause Six (6) of the
PFM Amendment Bill. The amendments, in general, seek to; 1) include the Senate in the
oversight process of the implementation of the debt threshold and 2) ensure that any
breach of the debt limit will require the approval of both Houses. As such, this will
require that the reports will be submitted to both Houses and that any resolutions
pertaining to the measures to comply with the threshold, shall be approved by both
Houses.
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4. Committee Observations

The consideration of the amendments proposed by the Senate are as follows (these are also
contained in Annex 3 of this report):

4.1. Proposed amendments to Clause 6(2B) by the Senate

4.1.1. Amendments to Clause 6(2B) secks that ‘Notwithstanding subsection (2A), the National
Government may, in exceptional circumstances and with approval of Parliament, exceed
the threshold set under that subsection (2B) by not more than five percent”

Committee Observation:

The amendment sccks a provision that any circumstance whereby the National
Government borrowing exceeds the set debt threshold, should require approval by both
Houses. The Committee did not agree with this proposal on account that the borrowing
referred to under the PEM Act, 2012 is that of the National Government of which the
National Assembly has mandate over as per Article 951 of the Constitution.

4.2. Proposed amendments to Clause 6 (2C), (2D) and 2(E) by the Senate

4.2.1. Amends Clause 6(2D) and (2F) relate to the submission of the report by the Cabinet
Secretary on the debt status and borrowing undertaken by the National Government
to both Houses by 30t of April of every year.

Committee observations:

i. The Report, referenced contained under (2D) and (2F) relate to information on
borrowing for financing of the National Government Budget, in line with Article
2212 of the Constitution. The Committee therefore disagreed with the amendment.

ii. The proposal to amend Clause 6 of the Bill in paragraph (b), in the proposed (2C)
by deleting the expression "(20)" appearing immediately after the words
"subsections (2A) and" and substituting therefore with the expression "(2B)". These
were acceptable to the Committee to the extent it addresses an error in cross
referencing by deleting the expression "(2C)" and correctly replacing it the
expression "(2B)”. The Committee disagreed with this amendment.

4.3. Proposed amendments to Clause 6(2F) by the Senate

4.3.1. Amends Clause 6(2F) relates to the approval and adoption of a resolution by either House
with regards to the report on borrowing undertaken by the National Government.

Committee observations:
4.3.2. The committee disagreed with the proposal on account of:

i. The reporting and resolutions have a significant impact on fiscal operations and
financial management of the National Government, especially when the resolutions
relate to borrowing and affect part of financing of the National government budget.

As such, the role of reviewing and consideration of the budget, is solely under the
purview of the National Assembly pursuant to Articles 95 and 221 of the Constitution;
ii. This proposal introduces a new layer of bureaucracy in the approval borrowing
which could affect the smooth implementation of the National Government, and,
iii. Furthermore, consideration of the report by both Houses could lead to conflicting
resolutions on the matter of concern without any mechanism for resolution of such
a disagreement.

5. Committee Recommendation

The Committee having considered the Message from the Senate, recommends that, apart from
amendments for correcting cross referencing errors, all other amendments proposed by therein, be
rejected and that the Bill be referred to a Mediation Committee subject to National Assembly Standing
Orders 148 & 149, and Articles 112 & 113 of the Constitution.

AWARE that there have been previous calls and attempts at building
consensus on issues of concern to the people of Kenya through bi-partisan
engagements in Parliament;

APPRECIATING the need to establish an inclusive forum for dialogue,
consultation and consensus building in secking to promote the peace,
stability and prosperity of the country;

ACKNOWLEDGING THAT the Majority Party in Parliament and the
Minority Party in Parliament have agreed to embrace dialogue through the
establishment of a National Dialogue Committee to recommend a way
forward on issues of concern to the people of Kenya;

Mr. Speaker, Sir, as you might be aware, our collcagues in the National Assembly
passcd this Motion last week. As a Housc, we ought to have passed it immediately soon
alter, so that we can begin our opcrations at the National Dialogue Committee.
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However, we arc all awarc that as a House we were on recess, but we [clt that
given the urgency and importance that this Committee and the sacred naturc of the
assignment that is before them, it would be unfair to us as a House if we carried on with
our recess and wait until mid of Scptember to come and pass this Motion. We would
continuc to carry on the long wrongly-held belicf that Senate is a sccond thought. The
Scnate of the Republic of Kenya is not a second thought.

The people of Kenya bequeathed unto themselves this House and belicve that it
carrics cqual, if not cven far morc important powers, than that of the National Asscmbly,
especially on matters that arc of great national importance such as the onc that is before
us.

It is in light of this that [ sought the concurrence of our colleagues including the
lcadership of the Minority side. We then signed on to have this Spccial Sitting and
consider this particular matter alongside other urgent busincss that is beforc us today.
IHowever, of importance is we get to sit down and scck the endorsement of our colleagucs
from Parliament.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, you have heard me read from Article 1(2) of our Constitution
that Parliament represents the diversity of our people. When we gather here, it is the
gathering of all the 45 million Kenyans plus.

Since it was not possible to have all of us as the pcople of Kenya gather in onc
place at one particular time and location, thercfore, Kenyans clect their representatives.
On many occasions, they speak cither directly as a pcople or indircctly through their
representatives.

Through the donated power that thesc Mcmbers in this Housc carry, we arc
sccking the blessing of the people of Kenya to sit at a table and reason together. This is in
follow for those of us that profess the Christian faith. We are urged many times in the
Bible that our good Lord reminds us that when there are challenges, it is good to come,
sit down and rcason togcther.

Mr. Specaker, Sir, it is on that basis that we have had this opportunity to sit down
and listen to onc another. It docs not mean that for all the things that arc on the table, we
shall eventually agrec. However, at lcast there is nothing better than giving an car to the
person that holds a contrary view to whatever positions that you hold.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, that is how great democracies are built by lcarning the art and
the disciplinc of listening to one another even when you do not agree. Nations have gone
to war because people stopped talking to onc another and they felt that the only important
noisc is the sound of guns and bombs. That is not the route we want to take as a country.
Kenya has existed as a Republic for over 60 years. It is not because those who were in
lcadership at that time did not facc challenges. They did but found ways of surmounting
them by coming together and rcasoning.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, in fact, [ may be quitc young and the truth of the matter is that |
ncver saw the first President of this Republic; President Jomo Kenyatta. However, as a
student in primary and high school beforc he retired, I saw through the leadership of
President Moi, followed by President Mwai Kibaki. I had become an adult then. I also
saw the lcadership of President Uhuru Kenyatta who has just rctired. We had the
opportunity to scrve in one political party.
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I recall that in cach of thosc presidencics, there were moments when they sat back
and reflected with collcaguces across the Floor. In fact, back then, it was casy becausce
Presidents were Members of Parliament (MPs). Therefore, they would dialoguc casily
sometimes, cither through Motions such as this onc presently, on the Floor of the Housc.
Quite a number including yourself had the opportunity to scrve.

[ urge my collcagues respectfully; let us support this Motion and agree with the
proposal to send our collcagues to listen to cach other. Give them your blessings and
share whatever thoughts. We know you have different opinions on many of these issucs.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, [ report to this [ouse that in last week’s meeting, we framed the
issucs and reduced the agenda of what our collcagues from the Minority side considercd.
They arc issucs worth conversing about together with issues from the Majority side. We
have five key thematic areas, which we shall consider tomorrow at the Bomas of Kenya
(BOK). Some are of constitutional and lcgislative nature and others arc to do with policy.
We shall sit down and agrce. Where we arc unable to agree for onc rcason or another, we
shall come back and report to this House.

Our colleagues will have the opportunity to spcak and sharc their thoughts and
ways they feel the issues nced to be resolved. [ belicve we arc doing this in the best
interest of the country. I know pcople have varied opinions about these issues. I assurc
my collcagues in the IHouse because I know that initially when the agenda was listed,
there was one particular issuc that was quite key to Senators; the entrenchment of various
funds into the Constitution. The Senate Oversight Fund did not feature.

[ have an advance copy of thc agenda for which we shall agreec on tomorrow.
Under that agenda item of entrenching funds into the Constitution, listed as number onc
is the Scnate Oversight Fund, the National Government-Constituencics Development
Fund (NG-CDF) and the National Government Affirmative Action Fund, alongside other
outstanding constitutional matters. They include issucs to do with clectoral justice and
rclated matters and the restructuring of the Independent Electoral Boundarics
Commission (IEBC).

Mr. Speaker, Sir, we passed a law towards the end of the Sccond Scssion. Many
pcople held different views about it.  We know that therc is an alrcady established
clections committee that is continuing with its work. Ilowever, nothing stops us. That
matter is strongly under the purview of the MPs, which include Senators here. They arc
allowed to come back to the Housc and say, “wait a minute, this is the proposal that we
gave for the seven Members of the Selection Panel, but perhaps, we hold a different view
on how it needs to be done.” Thosc powers together with many other issucs that have
been listed rest with this House.

Thercfore, 1 have to be fair to my colleagucs because [ know we gazetted the
morning sitting to transact this particular busincss and we still have other business before
us. | do not intend to takc longer than that. [ wish to avail the opportunity, so that
collecague Senators can also have a chance to comment on this matter and we conclude it.

I urge all of us in the House — both the Majority and Minority sides — to close
ranks and give this tcam an opportunity to sit down and reflect on issues they consider
important to the people of Kenya.

Wamatinga and the Senate Majority Leader,
kindly, let us give Sen. Maanzo an opportunity to be heard as he makes his contribution.

Sen. Maanzo: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir. Dialogue is needed so that we can
fill thc gaps. As you have scen from the proposals of the two sides, the Majority and the
Minority, there arc gaps that were left out in the Constitution of Kenya 2010 and after 13
years, it is time for us to fill these gaps so that we can have a document which serves and
unites the people of Kenya, and sce the country grow into prosperity.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, [ am aware of the debates that have been taking place in
funcrals, television shows, and within the public. Some people feel that these bipartisan
talks could be against their region, tribe or against themselves. On the contrary, this is for
the benefit of the country. It is not for the benefit of a religion or a tribe.

We want to build a strong Kenya (or all Kenyans, not for once or two individuals.
like the way the Majority Side in the National Assembly has framed the issucs. The
matter went through the National Assembly. It is now belore the Scnate.

Once we prepare this, we have to avoid the pitfalls like what we went through
before, when we tried to amend the Constitution, through the Exccutive, and not through
a popular initiative. We, eventually, must find a way of making this a popular initiative.

As the Senate, we represent all 47 countics of the Republic, thercfore, we should
avoid what happencd to the Building Bridges Initiative (BBI). Obviously, this is going
thc BBI way again. IHowever, we must make sure it is a pcople-driven change, not an
lixccutive or elected leaders-only-driven change.

Cventuality it must go back to the people for some of the issucs to be framed.
Some can be amended by Parliament and others can only come through a rcferendum.

[ thank you, Mr. Spcaker, Sir and I support.

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Sen. Orwoba, please, proceed.

Sen. Orwoba: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir. [ risc to support the Motion. I belicve
it is time that this country has a national dialoguc. I agree that it is long overduc and that,
incorporating the civil socicty is something that is much nceded.

However, | have noted that it is written that the National Dialoguc Committee will
be there to facilitate dialogue, to build consensus, and to rccommend approprialc
constitutional, lcgal and policy reforms. When you look at the job description that this
Committce has been given, it is squarely the exact same job description that we have for
the National Cohcsion and Intcgration Commission.
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So, the only thing that [ would like to point out so that we arc also not lying to
Kenyans, is that we have legal frameworks to have these national dialogues. We have the
National Cohesion and Integration Commission (NCIC). In the Scnatc and the National
Asscmbly, we have a committee on National Cohesion and Equal Opportunity.

So, as much as I support this Motion, I have to say that we arc being unfair to the
President because the President has set out to put out austerity measurcs to ensure that we
arc not spending moncy that should not be spent yet we arc here creating another entity
when we could have used the NCIC. We could have used our joint committee between
the National Assembly and the Senate (o actually have the framework and the discussion.
Thosc platforms have cqual opportunitics that we could have made effective.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, as legislators, as much as [ support this Motion, we are being
unfair to the taxpayers because 1 am surc this Committee is going to draw some sort of
allowance. | am surc wc are going to incur cxpenses on the same, and it is not fair to tcll
the taxpayers that we arc going to pay the Commission and the committecs, and now we
are coming together to have a National Dialoguc Committce, on top of all the legal
framcworks that we have. However, I agree we nced a national dialoguc, thercfore, |
support this Motion.

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Sen. Oketch Gicheru, please, proceed.

Sen. Oketch Gicheru: | thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir. At the very least, this
National Dialogue Committee holds the promise of creating a---

(Technical hitch)

Sen. Oketch Gicheru: Mr. Speaker, Sir, it seems like Sen. Kinyua---
The Speaker (IHon. Kingi): Just proceed to make your contribution.

(Laughter)

The Speaker (IHon. Kingi): Your three minutes are almost up. Please, proceed.

Sen. Oketch Gicheru: Mr. Speaker, Sir, | will start now. [ would like to say that
at the very least, this particular National Dialoguc Committec gives this country a
promisc of creating a very significant momentum with the aim of inclusively
transforming the socio-political and economic conflict that has engulfed this country
since post-clection, particularly at the beginning of this ycar.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, it would thereforc be cxtremely remiss of me to start
commenting on this particular Motion without sincerely thanking His Excellency
President Ruto, together with the former Rt. Hon. Prime Minister Raila Odinga, for the
boldness they have exemplified to allow this country to have a dialoguc and give
dialoguc a chance.

Indeed, Mr. Speaker, Sir, dialogue in the context of the circumstances we found
oursclves in since the beginning of the year is the only uscful way that we can ensure that
we not only achieve the idea of sustainable peace in this country but also make sure that,
as a country, we can mainstream some of the economic issues that we have been facing in
the past few months.
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In fact, there is a time in this particular IHouse when it was very difficult to
beccome a Scnator, and at the same time be conscious about a numbcer of decisions and
talk about them more consciously without being in a constant statc of rage. That was
because some of thesc issues that have been laid down from both sides of the Housce have
been very weighty.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, [ do know that the weight of thosc issucs indeed goes to touch
the Constitution. Thercfore, as a nation, as we allow this tcam to go sit down and talk, 1
cncourage this Housc to also keenly look at other mechanisms of being able to engage
with the diffcrent parts of this conversation.

Somec of the issucs as has been said from the Azimio side around the audit of
clection results arc contentious. That is touching on the Article 86 of the Constitution. If
you go further, there is the Election Act 2011 and Section 44 is entircly dedicated (o
auditing of the clections.

The Independent Electoral and Boundarics Commission (IEBC) Act, scction 11 is
cqually embedded on the audit of clections. The Economic rights is an cntire issuc in
Article 43 of the Constitution. [ know that the Majority Side has said they are trying Lo
mainstream some of thesc issues.

If you further look at the issues around democratization, our entirc Article 4 of
the Constitution defines this country as a democracy. So, these arc not just issucs that
nced some institutional understanding but indeed, they arc at the corce of the issucs of
national dialoguc.

We thank our leaders, both, Hon. Raila Amolo Odinga and President Ruto, for
giving this country a chance to sit and have a consultation with itself.

(The microphone went off)

The Speaker ([on. Kingi): Your time is up. | am sorry we had to switch you off
manually.

Procced, Sen. Kathuri.

Sen. Kathuri: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir, for this chancc to makec my very
bricf comments on this Motion on the establishment of the National Dialoguec Committce.

On the onsct, you know, dialoguc is a conversation between two or more people.
That is according to a certain ecncyclopedia.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, [ support this Motion, but one thing that is rcally giving us
problems is how we came to the formulation of this Committee. You know before this
group was composcd, so many Kenyans arc now dcad. [ do not know whcether this
Committec or dialogue will bring back Kenyans who arc alrcady dead. This is becausc
the process the Minority Coalition used was to go to the streets to demonstrate and do
very funny things so that they could push the President to accept this dialoguc.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, as we debate this Motion, | am at a great loss because Kenyans
have lost property and lives. Hlowever, [ hope this will be the first and the last onc.

[ was at pains to hcar my friend and collcague from Migori say that the clections
were contentious. They were not contentious. If there was any contention, it was taken to
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the Supreme Court which determined that the clections were free and fair and that
President Ruto won squarcly.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, you know, in Kenya, we arc used to these bad politics of arm-
twisting the Government when it is clected. Some of us actually have sacrificed a lot to
be in this [House today. | personally arrived in this country at 3:00 a.m. so that [ could
participate in this Motion.

I wanted to come and air my voicc that this should not be the route to go as
Kenya. [ support the ten-member Committee. [ am also happy that the dialogue has been
brought to this Parliament. I was afraid that therc might be some handshakes in the corner
of the streets after this dialogue. | am happy that the report will find its way here so that
we can cither agree or disagree with it.

Thank you very much.

The Speaker (Ion. Kingi): Proceed, Sen. Wambua.

Sen. Wambua: Mr. Speaker, Sir, I thank you for this opportunity. [ also join my
collcagues in [ully supporting the Constitution of the National Dialoguc Tcam. [ am
happy that the National Dialogue team is constituted along the lines of national valucs
and principles of governance.

| pray that at the end of their term, this team is going to come up with the
resolutions that bind us together as a nation. Pcople should not be afraid of talking. In
fact, the minute you stop talking, then bad things begin to happen.

There is nothing to fear about dialoguc. When there arc disputces, whether those
disputes arisc from a contested clection or they arise from issucs of governance or cost of
living, lcaders have a duty of care to talk and find solutions to problems facing the people
they lead.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, | personally take this initiative very seriously. As my neighbour,
the Scnator ol Meru has said, he left his county very carly in the morning to participate in
this. I should be somewhere in Nakuru, taking my son back to school. However, I am
here because this is important for this country and for national healing.

As | conclude, this team that is meeting to have this dialogue is building on a
foundation that was laid by the first bipartisan team that yours truly was a member of. In
this one, 1 am very happy that we havc laid a firm foundation on which we will heal this
country and move forward together as a nation.

Sen. Dullo: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir. Sorry, I thought it was my turn.

The Speaker (Ion. Kingi): Proceed, Scn. Dullo.

Sen. Dullo:  Mr. Speaker, Sir, I am supporting this Motion hoping that what is
happening in this country is going to be resolved. Most of us have been in this country for
long and in lecadership positions as well; and after every five years, the same issucs come
up.

From what has happened before, I feel we do not get to thc bottom of the
problem. This is because, if we go for elections and someonc gets defeated, they should
accept defcat. We have scen these shenanigans of high cost of living and the Independent
Electoral and Boundaries Commission (IEBC) year-in, year-out. What solutions arc
lcaders bringing as far as the cost of living is concerncd?

Mr. Speaker, Sir, [ have scen what the Senate Majority Leader has cnumerated as
the Agenda for this Committee. For the record, I do not sce a solution to the underlying
problem because this is not a onc-person issue but also, | know this is a onc-person issuc
and this is not the way issucs should be resolved. If you lost clections, you lost. Go and
wait for five ycars and scc whether you will get through in another clection.

I hope that for the last time, this matter will be resolved. However, Kenyans arc
suffering and somc have lost their lives. The high cost of living is still there and a
solution should be madc. | hope that this will be a solution but from the bottom of my
heart, therc is no solution to this problem. The same thing will be repeated in 2027 and |
hope to be alive to sce that.

Thank you, Mr. Spcaker, Sir.

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Scn. Nyamu.

Sen. Nyamu: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir, for giving mc this opportunity to
contributc to this Motion. First of all, I did not know that there arc pcople out there whose
work is to solcly count how many times we speak in this Senate but since [ am now
aware, [ will make sure to keep them busy.

The issuc of having dialogue after every clection cycle like my collcagues have
said before me should be discouraged, considering we put a lot of resources into the
clection process but we have cncouraged this kind of impunity. Every clection cycle,
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there arc individuals who know that they can twist the process to get into government
through the back door.

However, our Head of Government, President (Dr.) Ruto supports this dialogue.
FFurther, onc of thc agenda for Kenya Kwanza in this dialoguc is crcating an official
opposition office. I fully support it because we appreciate that Hon. Raila Odinga, the
current person in question we are discussing today got a considerable number of votes.

The Speaker (Ilon. Kingi): Takc your scal, Scn. Nyamu. Scnatc Minority
[.cader, what is your point of order?

The Senate Minority Leader (Scn. Madzayo): Mheshimiwa Spika, ule mjadala
uko hapa ni wa muhimu sana na wa kitaifa. Lakini, ni sawa yalc matamshi aliyoongca
dadangu, Sen.

Sen. Nyamu: Mr. Speaker, Sir, | am guided. As | was saying before, the issuc of
winner takes it all in our elections has been a thorn in the flesh. If this dialoguc is going
to address this issuc once and for all, I then support the creation of the official opposition
so that we can keep the clection loser legitimately, accountable and busy.

Thank you, Mr. Spcaker, Sir.

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Scn. (Dr.) Oburu.

Sen. (Dr.) Oburu: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir. I stand to support this Motion
becausc talking and dialoguc is always the way to go. This is not only in Kcnya but all
over the world.

Thosc who arc saying there have been negotiations every clections cycle in Kenya
were maybe born yesterday. However, [ wish to tell them that since Independence, more
than 60 ycars ago, clections have been there cvery five years and there has been no
dialoguc every five years. There was only dialogue when there was a problem.

(Applause)

Mr. Specaker, Sir, dialogue only comes when there is a problem. For those who do
not know, it is through those dialogues that we have a ncw Constitution. This
Constitution they say they support came becausc of dialogue and negotiations.

Some of the leadership of this country opposed this ncw Constitution saying that
it was good but there were some provisions of this Constitution they did not like.
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Sen. Orwoba: On a point of order, Mr. Speaker, Sir.

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): What is your point of order, Sen. Orwoba. Scn. (Dr.)
Oburu, take your seat.

Sen. Orwoba: On a point of order, Mr. Spcaker, Sir. Just like Sen. Nyamu has
been brought back to the topic of discussion, Scn. (Dr.) Oburu should be brought back to
the topic of discussion as well. Today, we are talking about the national dialoguc but he
should not continue with that linc of how some were born yesterday.

We know that he is the youth representative but we arc not talking about that or
who is older than who. Lct him stick to the National Dialogue Committee conversation.

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Sen. (Dr.) Oburu, as you ooze wisdom, kindly do not
belittle the younger ones and kindly proceed to make your comment.

Sen. (Dr.) Oburu: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir. | am saying that therc werce
people who opposed it because there were some few things that needed to be corrccted
and this national dialoguc is giving them an opportunity to correct what they did not want
in this Constitution.

[ do not sce how that is irrelevant because Sen. Orwoba opposcd this dialoguc.
She said that she supported it but everything she said showed she was opposing it. When
you want to opposc, just opposc and when you want to support, just support!

(Laughter)

There is no shame in supporting or opposing. Mr. Speaker, Sir, [ will not continuc
further but [ support this Motion.

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Sen. Mungatana.

Sen. Mungatana MGH: Mr. Speaker, Sir, I thank you for giving me the
opportunity to make a bricf contribution on this matter. Thosc of us who arc students of
history will recall---

(The Hon. Speaker (Hon. Kingi) consulted with Sen. Kinyua)

M. Speaker, Sir, [ want to be protected from Scn. Kinyua.
The Speaker (Fon. Kingi): Sen. Kinyua, kindly have your scat.

(Laughter)

Sen. Mungatana: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir.

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Proceed, Sen. Mungatana.

Sen. Mungatana: Mr. Speaker, Sir, those of us who arc students of history will
remember that the 1861 clections in America were very controversial.

Mr. Spcaker, Sir, Abraham Lincoln was clected President with mainly the support
of the North. The Southern States felt that they lost and they felt segregated. Before the
President was sworn in, they went to hold a mecting in Montgomery, Alabama where
they sworc in a new President. 11 States formed the confederacy. That controversy
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around the clection of the President of the United States of America (USA) at that time
brought about a civil war that lasted for four ycars and over 600,000 pcople dicd.

We arc happy that in Kenya, it has not gone that way. Pcople decided to spcak
before it deteriorated. Matters clections arc very critical for the stability of the nation and
we need to handle them with care. The critical thing [ quote here is what President
Lincoln said. Ile said that we must agree that the popular vote is not an absurdity. We
must also scttle the question that a minority that loses an clection cannot at will decide to
break a government that is formed by the Majority.

Let us discuss but let the principle prevail. If you losc an clection, pleasc go
home. You have no right to brcak a Government because you lost an clection.  What
Sen. Dullo has said is what happened many years ago and pcople are trying to reinvent it.
Do not bring chaos because you lost an clection.  This whole dialogue is about that
clection. It has happened in the USA and it is being repeated word for word except we
have not gone to civil war. We are asking people to have good manners. When you losc
an clection, do not bring problems to the country, go home.

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Sen. Githuku, please proceed.

Sen. Tabitha Keroche: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir, for giving me this
opportunity. I rise to support this Motion.
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[ congratulatc His Excellency President, Dr. William Ruto, and the right Hon.
Raila Amollo Odinga, the Opposition Lcadcr, for agrecing to sit in this country, talk,
unite and hcal. [ know our country is bleeding. We have gone through a two-ycar
COVID-19 Pandemic and a very long clection period and we need to recover.

Sen. Veronica Maina: Mr. Speaker, Sir, you should take judicial notice of the
fact that there arc many people who are afraid of facing their maker becausc of the things

they have been doing down here.

(Applause)
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Mr. Speaker, Sir, | thank you for the opportunity to contribute to this important
Motion. [ support the formation of the bipartisan Committec that is going to commence a
national conversation in dialoguc to discuss some of the issucs that onc sidc of the divide
has felt that is ailing this nation.

Disputes must have a progressive resolution. [ hesitate to usc a Kikuyu saying that
insinuates that a case involving people who are not wise, is never resolved casily. This is
because once a solution is arrived at, one-side keeps on returning that same case for
resolution of a dispute that has alrcady been resolved.

It is important for this Committec to note and to take judicial notice of the fact
that certain issues have been settled. Since the 2022 General Election, it has been one
year. All the leaders who were voted in have been serving Kenyans from the date their
term commenced, or since they were validly clected in an electoral process that was
spcarhcaded by the Independent Electoral and Boundaries Commission (IEBC).

The IEBC conducted clections for all the parties that were involved. Members
who are scated in this House, the National Assembly and the county assemblics were
brought in using that electoral process.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, I would urge this Committee that has been brought forth to
cnsurc that issucs that have been constitutionally closed by the Supreme Court and by
processes that cannot be rcopencd, arc not brought back to the table for disputc
resolutions. If they do so, thesc issucs will never be resolved because they have alrcady
been dealt with.

The other issuc is the cost of this process. If a party fecls aggrieved and they want
to discuss issucs that arc ailing the nation, it should be at their own cost. Could both sidcs
of the divide take care of the cost of this process so Kenyans are not further burdencd by
another cost for talks that may be endless?

While [ support the process of talks, it is in my honest view that thesc talks could
have been dealt with---

(Sen. Veronica Maina's microphone went off)

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Sen. Mwaruma, please, proceed.

Sen. Mwaruma: Asante, Bw. Spika, kwa (ursa hii uliyonipa kuchangia Hoja hii
ya kuundwa kwa Kamati ya uwiano katika Jamhuri yctu ya Kenya.

Order! Order Scnators! May Sen. Methu be heard in silence.

Sen. Methu: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir, for giving me this opportunity. [ rise to
support this Motion. Sen. (Dr.) Oburu has stated that we are supporting this Motion while
opposing it. This is further from the truth. We are in support of this Motion. However, we
arc giving our reservations. We have our own reasons for this approach.

I support this Motion. The Scnate Leaders of Majority and Minority has stated
that despite the support to this Motion, it is fair to allow people to speak. There arc
certain questions we are addressing that cannot be handled by the 10-member dialoguc
committee.

It is my opinion that the best national dialogue happened on 9" August, 2022
where over 50 million Kenyans spoke to this issuc and voted for His Excellency
President William Ruto. There is nothing much that a 10-member committee can do on
this resolute support by Kenyans. The final and apex of the elections dispute was at the
Supreme Court of Kenya. There is nothing much that Hon. Kimani [chung’wa and Hon.
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Kalonzo Musyoka can do to that fact. IHis Excellency President William Ruto will be our
President. There is nothing that will change; whether you audit the server or not. This
matter was rested on 9 August, 2022.

Sccondly, pcople were on the streets demonstrating. This resulted to loss of life,
destruction of privatc and public businesscs. How will a national dialoguc address these
issues and reach out to the people who lost their beloved ones, sons, property and other
losses to the country in general.

This behaviour of arm-twisting Government will persist. Sen. (Dr.) Oburu has
stated that this is the first dialogue, but it is not. The only constant is the players. Every
time there is an clection and one person does not agree he lost it, he forces dialogue. It
happened in 2008. He says that we arc young. However, in 2008, we were alive and saw
the national dialoguc similar to which is also happening now. If we do not put an end to
this circus that in cvery clection, we have national dialoguc so that we accommodatce
some people and their issucs, then we shall have gotten it wrong.

Beth Syengo: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir, for giving me this opportunity. |
stand to support this Motion. It is an important Motion becausc this country is bigger than
anyonc of us.

[ want to thank the President and the former Prime Minister for agrecing to have
this dialogue. I would like to remind those of us who arc declaring the winners and losers
of the last clection that they are not the [EBC. Unless you want to tell us that there is no
difference between United Democratic Alliance Party (UDA) and IEBC. We need peace
in the country.

Sen. Orwoba: Point of order, Mr. Speaker, Sir.

The Speaker (IHon. Kingi): What is your point of order, Sen. Orwoba?

Sen. Orwoba: Mr. Speaker, Sir, we arc not doing justice to this Motion. The
dialoguc that we are supposed to have---

The Speaker (Ion. Kingi): Under what Standing Ordcr arc you on?

Sen. Orwoba: Mr. Speaker, Sir, the Standing Order on mislcading the public and
the House. It is Standing Order No.105.

(Sen. Oketch Gicheru spoke off record)

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Sen. Oketch Gicheru, you are not the Chair.
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Sen. Orwoba: Mr. Spcaker, Sir, we arc not doing justicc to this Housc by
invoking thc IEBC and other names of indcpendent institutions. We should stick Lo the
matters in the Motion.

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Hon. Senators, we have been doing finc until this
point.

Sen. Beth Syengo, kindly prosccute the Motion.

Sen. Beth Syengo: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir. Dialogue is important sincc it
resolves issucs and results to peace. Whenever there is conflict, dispute and violence in a
country, women and children suffer most. It is important to maintain pcacc in this
country. When we speak of onc person who after an election allcges rigging--- | would
like to remind this House that it is the wearcr of the shoc who knows where it pinches
most. When onc is denied his victory, it is him who knows what to say. Sincc the victory
is his and has been snatched away from him.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, allow me to remind all of us that we should support this Motion
becausc it is giving our country a way forward. We should trust the process and the
pcople appointed to lcad the dialogue. It is important that we support the Motion. We
need to give this country a chance to heal and move forward in pcace.

I would like to finish by saying that it is unfortunate---

Sen. Oketch Gicheru: On a point of order, Mr. Speaker, Sir.

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Sen. Oketch Gicheru, what is your point of order?

Sen. Oketch Gicheru: Mr. Speaker, Sir, [ take this House very scriously and |
rise under Standing Order No.121 which says -

“A Scnator is disorderly il the Scnator knowingly raiscs a falsc point of order.”

Scn. Orwoba rosc in this Housc---

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Scn. Okctch Gicheru, take your scat. Just yicld,
plcasc.

In the same breath, as you rcad the Standing Orders, you can only stand on a point
of order to call to order a Senator who is contributing. As we speak, Scn. Beth Syengo is
on her fect. Unless your point of order is directed to her, you arc out of order,

Kindly procced to conclude your contribution.

Sen. Beth Syengo: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir. Finally, whenever there is any
disputc or disagrcement over any issuc of national importance, it is important that the
policc are restraincd. We cannot allow the police to continue butchcering citizens of this
country, then the Icadership of this country stands to praise---

(Sen. Beth Syengo's microphone was switched off)

Sen. Munyi Mundigi: Asante, Bw. Spika, kwa kunipa nafasi hii ili kuchangia juu
ya mazungumzo yatakayoendelea na watu waliochaguliwa kutoka kwa upande wa walio
wengi na upande wa walio wachache.
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Yangu ni machache. Itakuwa aibu sana kuwa baada ya miaka tano ya uchaguzi,
walio wachache wakishindwa, waende kurusha mawe, kuuwa watu, kufanya mambo
mabaya na kila wakati wanakuja kuscma tusemezanc.

Ingawa Biblia inascma watu wawili hawezi kutembca pamoja bila kuclewana,
naunga mkono. Hata hivyo, 2027 tutacnda kwa uchaguzi. Nataka mjiandac tukutanc palc.
Haya mazungumzo yatakuwa ya mara ya mwisho. Pia mnakumbuka katika Biblia, ycsu
alikuwa anatcmbca na Judas na hakuridhika mpaka dakika ya mwisho. Mkifikiria
mtakuwa kila wakati mnajifanya kama Judas, 2027 tutawatimua mbio na hamtarudia hivo
mpaka tuwateme.

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Hon. Senators, the onc hour is long spent. T will,
therefore, call upon the Mover to reply.

(Hon. Senators consulted loudly)

The Senate Majority Leader (Sen. Cheruiyot): Mr. Speaker, Sir, I beg for your
attention. I scek your indulgence because in replying, I have 15 minutes to do so, will I be
in order to donate just three minutes to the three Scnators?

The Speaker (IHon. Kingi): Sen. Cheptumo, proceed.

(Sen. Cheruiyot spoke off record)

Sen. Cheptumo: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir, for donating those few minutes.
This Motion intends to request the House to approve the National Dialogue Committec. |
support the Motion.

Mr. Specaker, Sir, paragraph six of this Motion talks about the mandatc of this
Committee. I will be very bricf because of my time. As we approve the establishment of
the National Dialogue Committee and its mandate, we need to agree as a country and as a
IHouse that we should never justify violence as we discuss issucs.

To mec it appears that what is happening in the country today is that we want to
use violence to justify conversation and dialoguc. In 2007, this country almost collapscd.
We used dialogue and there was the ‘Nusu Mkate Government’. In 2017, we had the
same situation and we got the “handshake”. Again today, through violence, we have a
conversation.

I appeal to the Committce to put rules or laws in place to make it clear that after
you lose an clection, you should not perpetuate violence so that again, you just fight to
discuss and sharc Government. ‘That is what is intended in this process.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, I support.

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Proceed, Sen. Joe Nyutu.
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Sen. Joe Nyutu: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir for affording me this opportunity. |
also risc to support this Motion.

Like those who have spoken before me have said, we might want to urge this
National Dialoguc Committce that will be formed, to only discuss matters affccting
Kenyans and not any particular individual.

Mr. Spcaker, Sir, dialoguc is a good thing, but we may want to besecch all of us
not to have dialoguc only after clections. Dialogue should not be provoked through
demonstrations and violence. We should be talking to one another as Kenyans, cven
when we do not have clections or have not come out of clections.

We must call out the hypocrisy from the Azimio side that only onc clection out of
six, is problematic all the time. It cannot be that all the other five clections, apart from the
presidential clection, are okay. According to them, the presidential election is never okay
and thus demonstrations have to happen and we are forced into a dialoguc.

In conclusion, let this National Dialogue Committec not discuss anything clsc
other than the issue affecting Kenyans and not the leaders in Azimio or whichever side.

Thank you, Mr. Spcaker, Sir. I rest my casc.

The Speaker (Hon. Kingi): Proceed, Sen. Wamatinga.

Sen. Wamatinga: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir. | was a bit worricd when you
called the Mover to reply. In the morning, [ set off from Nyeri County very carly to come
and contribute to this dcbatc.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, all of us who are sitting in this House were clected. We know it
is important to have a conversation. I wish to challenge us that now that we have agrecd
to embrace dialogue, moving forward, we wish to sce the Minority side sitting, listcning
and [ronting questions when Cabinet Sccretarics come here.

Itis quitc unfortunate. [ urge the tecam that has been chosen to lead this dialoguc
in the last paragraph of their report, to give us a formula that will cnsurc Kenyans will no
longer dic in the streets because somebody has lost an clection. It is very deceptive. We
know that the only genuine conversation is held cvery five ycars as cnvisioned by our
Constitution.

[t is unfair to Kenyans and the taxpayers in a country that is really struggling to
make an economic recovery. Again, we have subjected them to paying additional cost for
making 10 pcople to sit down.

Wambua, who is a good dcbater and a committcd
Christian. That was better than having somcbody likc “Ms. Eunice Wamalwa” who you
know docs not even qualify.

As 1 sit down, [ wish to say that it is important that we have the right people in the
right table so that we move forward.

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Sen. (Prof.) Kamar: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Sir, and the Scnate Majority
l.cader for giving me the three minutes. I join my colleagues in supporting the formation
of the dialogue tcam.

This is not the first time this has happened in this country. I think we arc a country
that is created for dialoguc. There was the Inter-Parties Parliamentary Group (IPPG)
during the Moi days. After the 2007 Elections where you and [ were clected, there was a
scssion that had to bring the country together.

We know very well that after the years of onc-party system, Kenyans have not
become a majority win. It is very important that we recognise that so that we know that
we arc a country with diversity. Therefore, it is very important that we embrace dialoguc
always.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, [ support this knowing also that wec have a Committce that
should be proactive always; the Committee on National Cohesion, Equal Opportunity and
Regional Integration. The National Assembly has a similar Committee. It is not right that
when we perform our duties as an oversight body, that we do not converge Lo discuss
thesc issues.

I think the rcason we arc now sceking another dialoguc session, which is in and
outside Parliament, is partly becausc our Committees arc not being proactive. [ challenge
the Committees that they must be proactive. When an issue arises, they should converge
and cven allow public participation on an issue on a continuous basis.

Pcrsonally, | am happy that Parliament has been involved in this. For this rcason,
I would like to encourage you, Mr. Speaker, and the other Speaker that we become an
oversight term cven of the current dialogue. 'This is so that we do not lose track.
Whenever we find the Committec is trying to losc track, we must discuss in this [Housc
and try to pull them together so that we complete in a better way.

I also urge thosc who are going to sit in that discussion, that the centre of
discussion should things that affcct Kenyans. We, in Kenyan Kwanza had alrcady
proposcd — | wish the Azimio side would have just graciously accepted our proposal —
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that we create an official Opposition Leader position within Parliament. That was within
our plan as Kenya Kwanza.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, after all these suffering, violence and loss of property and lives,
finally the chicken has come home to roost. Azimio has now accepted that we need to
create the position of official Opposition, which we proposed. We thought it is extremely
important for thosc in the Opposition to also be heard in Parliament.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, it is extremely important that those in the opposition can also be
heard in Parliament. As we conclude the dialoguc, I urge thosc going to discuss, that the
compensation of property destroyed must also be discussed in the agenda. [ propose to
those who are going to sit there that the funds should be sourced from political partics
that were involved in thosc losscs.
