2 BACKGROUND INFORA4ATION ON THE PETITION

2.1 INTRODUCTION

1 Pubtic Petition No. 71 of 2023 by the Hon. Victor Koech, Mp on behalf the
residents of Chepatungu Sub County was presented to the House on 30th
November 2023.

4

2. The harsh climatic conditions in Chepalungu Sub County had become a great
concern to the residents who were teft with no clear sources of tivetihood.

3. Chepatungu Sub County meets the requirements of a hardship area due to its
land being purely btack cotton soil and fairly ftat terrain teading to deptorabte
road networks that have to be re-done every year; hampered movements
amongst the locals, lack of clean drinking water and basic sociat amenities
among others.

The geographical orientation and rugged rocky terrain in most parts of the Sub
County have made it impossible for pubtic service providers among them the
Kenya Power & Lighting Company to access the vittages leading to extremely
low electricity connection.

5. The fairty ftat terrain and poor road network infrastructure makes the area
inaccessible with limited access to clean water and equalty low access to water
for farming; with surveys showing that the water table is at an average depth
of 220 meters betow the surface, with low yietds, making the process of
drawing underground water very expensive and uneconomica[.

6. With over 201 primary schools and 97 secondary schoots in Chepalungu Sub-
County, teachers posted to these schools have been reluctant to take up jobs,
with those posted seeking transfers elsewhere, due to non-payment of hardship
atlowances by the Government.

7. There are very few medical facitities, making the locats travel long distances in
search of medical care. Chepatungu Sub County borders two Constituencies
which are in the same climatic conditions, yet both have been gazetted as
hardship areas.

8. Despite Chepatungu Sub County having met the criteria used to quatify and
gazette it as a hardship area, the government and the retevant Ministry and/or
agencies have not been effected it to-date.

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2.2 PETITIONER'S PRAYERS

The Petitioner prayed that the National Assembty through the Pubtic Petltions
Committee-

Recommends to the relevant Ministry/Agencles to Gazette Chepatungu Sub

County, as a hardshlp area; and

3 STAKEHOLDERS' SUBMISSIONS ON THE PETITION

3.1 SUBMISSIONS BY THE PETITIONER

On Tuesday, 27th February 2024, the Member for Chepatungu Constituency
Victor Koech, M.P), appeared before the Committee and submitted as fottows-

(Hon.

9 Chepatungu borders Narok West and Emurua Dikkir constituencies which were
both gazetted as hardship areas. The entire constituency had btack cotton soit,
which was not arable thereby hindering any income generating agricultural
activity. Only smatt-scate farming was sustainabte.

l0.There was inadequate water infrastructure as the residents survived on two
main suppties serving onty 20 per cent of the poputation both for domestic and
drinking.

11.The btack cotton soit was unstable for construction of buildings and roads as
they are swept away during heavy rains. ln the recent past, thiee major roads
and 22 toilets were swept away. ln addition, majority of the ctassroom btocks
done in the past five years were condemned due to structurat issues.

l2.Regarding heatthcare, the residents of Chepatungu retied on the County
Referral Hospital in Longisa which was a distant hence occasioning maternat
deaths. There were only smatl dispensaries for minor medicat procedures.

13.0n education, the constituency had 201 primary and 97 secondary schoots with
shortages of teachers as many teachers posted were hesitant to come and
those working in the region sought transfers due to hardship and poor working
conditions. About 15 primary schools did not have substantive headteachers.
Detocalisation and lack of hardship atlowance had occasioned mass transfer of
teachers to neighbouring areas such as Emurwa Dikir and Narok which were
gazetted. This had ted to [ow education standards and the region.

14.The constituency faced a chaltenge of infrastructurat devetopment as many
contractors were reluctant to take jobs due to the deep btack cotton soil and
constructed roads were pothoted shortty after construction,

15.The Ministry had noted the many petitions presented to the National Assembty
on the important matter of hardship areas and payment of hardship
a[[owances.

16.The Government took cognizance of the existing disparities in designated
hardship areas in the public service. To address these disparities across the
pubtic service and promote fairness, ensure parity of treatment among Pubtic
Servants, the Government constituted an lnter-Agency Technical Committee
Constitution of an lnter-Agency Technical Committee to address existing
disparities.

17.The committee comprised of representatives from the Ministry responsible for
Pubtic Service, Ministry of lnterior and National Administration, Ministry of
Education, The National Treasury & Economic Ptanning, the Judiciary Pubtic
Service Commission (PSC), Teachers Service Commission (TSC), Salaries and
Remuneration Commission (SRC), the Kenya National Bureau of Statistics (KNBS)

and the Council of Governors (COG).

18.The Terms of Reference for the Committee were as fottows:

i. Study the current poticies and applicabte Circutars on designated hardship
areas and payment of hardship attowance in the civil service;

ii. Undertake a comparative anatysis of other existing policies on designated
hardship areas and payment of hardship allowance in the public service and
other jurisdictions;

iii. Study the issues in petitions presented to the National Assembly on the
matter of designated hardship areas and payment of hardship altowance to
pubtic servants;

iv. Study concerns raised by Union of Kenya Civil Servants (UKCS) regarding
designated hardship areas and payment of hardship attowance as provided
in the Cottective BargainingAgreement (CBA), 2017;

v. Address any other issues incidental to the matter on designated hardship
areas and payment of Hardship Altowance; and

vi. Prepare a Report on the study with recommendations and way forward on
categorization of designated hardship areas and payment of hardship
a[lowance.

19.The report on the review of designated hardship areas and rates for hardship
attowances was submitted to the Sataries and Remuneration Commission (SRC)

for consideration. Once a response is received from SRC, the report witl then
be fonryarded to Cabinet for approval.

20. Designated hardship areas in the pubtic service for purposes of payment of
hardship atlowance are remote areas categorized as lacking or having
inadequate basic social services, amenities and infrastructure.

2l.Prior to 1997, the civil and teaching services had simitar designated hardship
areas, which included the former North Eastern Province (Wajir, Mandera &
Garissa), Samburu, lsiolo, Lamu, Marsabit, Tana River, West pokot, Turkana and
Northern area of Baringo. This comprised of eteven (11) fairty distinct hardship
areas.

22. Designation of such areas was undertaken in consultat.ion with the Office of the
President - the then Directorate of Personnel Management and provinciat
Administration and lnternaI Security.

23.1n 1997, the Minister for Education through Legat Notice No. 534 of 11rh
November, 1997 gazetted an additionat twenty-five (25) hardship areas for the
teaching service foltowing a recommendation by the Teachers Service
Remuneration Committee. This followed a Cottective Bargaining Agreement
(CBA) with the Kenya National Union of Teachers (KNUT). The recommendation
was based on the agreement that teachers work in more remote areas as
compared to civil servants who were mostty posted to District and Divisionat
Headquarters.

24.1n 2005, the number of designated hardship areas for the teaching service was
increased from thirty-six (36) to forty-four (44) based on the CBA between TSC
and the Union.

25.The civit service (national and county governments) had sixteen (16) designated
hardship areas white the Judiciary had twenty-one (21) areas designated as
hardship based on tocation of the taw courts as indicated in the Tabte 1 betow:

designated hardship areas while the Judiciary had twenty'one (21) areas
designated as hardship based on location of the taw courts.

32.Chepatungu Sub County has various challenges that would warrants its inclusion
as a hardship area including unavaitability and inaccessibility of water, and
harsh ctimatic conditions and terrain, inadequate health facitities,

33.Chepatungu Constituency borders Narok West and Emurua Dikkir constituencies
and share the same climatic conditions yet the two constituencies were
gazetted hardship areas.

The Hon. Tom Odege, MP, Member for Nyatike Constituency appeared before the Committee
accompanied by two (2) teachers, one Mr. Fredrick Nyabuogi and Mr. Samwel Orwa and
submitted as fotlows

Bockground of the Petition

Nyatike Constituency had futfitted the criteria for gazettement as a hardship area,
owing to the vastness of its three sub-counties, ditapidated road networks impeding
movements, human^witdtife conflicts, inadequate clean drinking water, food scarcity,
deficient communication networks, and a lack of basic sociat amenities, among other
chaItenges.

The geographica[ orientations of the sub-counties are characterized by banen sandy
soits, rugged and rocky terrain, poor rainfatt, perennial ftoods, and pervasive poverty,
adversety affecting education standards and creating harsh climatic conditions.

Government workers posted to Nyatike Constituency exhibited reluctance in taking up
jobs, and those promoted to work in the region sought transfers shortty afterward due
to the hardship nature of the area.

Public schoots in Nyatike were severety understaffed, with the few availabte teachers
poorty motivated due to the non-payment of hardship altowances by the government. ln
contrast, teachers in neighboring sub-counties, such as Suba North, Suba South, Kuria
East, and Kuria West, facing simitar ctimatic and economic conditions, received
hardship attowances.

Nyatike Constituency was deprived of quatity government services due to an
insufficient workforce caused by harsh climatic conditions.

Challenges in the Region

The region grappted with heatth chaltenges, with a Malaria prevatence rate of ]2%,
Typhoid at 14.2%, and HIV/AIDS at 14.8%.

ll. Nyatike was a mining area situated between River Kuja and River Migori which were
contaminated from mining activities rendering the waters unsafe. Extensive mining had
atso interfered with arabte [and, contributing to food insecurity in the area.

The region had poor tetecommunication networks and other infrastructurat chat[enges.

The teacher-student ratio was 1:2 with 61 secondary schoots being served by 435
teachers (an average of 7 teachers per schoot) and 129 primary schoots served by 1065
teachers (an average of 8 teachers per schoot). Additionatty, teachers were unable to
benefit from medical schemes due to lack of approved facitities, and the few avaitable
were distant, making it difficutt to access quatity medical care.
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Lack of enough TSC teachers in pubtic schoots led to candidates undertaking their
nationat exams in neighbouring schoots as the schoots in Nyatike cannot be made
examination centers.

vi. Due to these chaltenges, pubtic officers are reluctant to be posted to Nyatike.

Efforts to resolve the issues

A team from the Ministry of Public Service visited the area to investigate its etigibitity for
gazettement as a hardship area and assess the conditions of workers in retation to hardship
attowances. However, the report has never been reteased to-date.

Despite Nyatike Constituency meeting the criteria for gazettement as a hardship area, the
retevant Ministry has not taken the necessary steps to gazette it.

Prayers

The Petitioners are praying that the Nationat Assembty through the Pubtic Petitions Committee
recommends to the relevant Ministry to gazette Nyatike West, Nyatike North, and Nyatike
South Sub-Counties as hardship areas. The gazettement is expected to enhance service
detivery in the area by retaining and attracting government workers among other attendant
matters.

Committee Concerns

Regarding the expectations after gazettement of the area as a hardship area, the
Petitioner indicated that the gazettement would enabte workers in the region to
receive hardship attowances. Therefore, the gazettement woutd offer an opportunity
for the workers in the region to also bargain for a fair share of Equatization Fund and
other benefits. The initiat benefits woutd inctude addressing the understaffing in
schoots and other civiI servants-

Regarding efforts made to address the issues raised, the Petitionelindicated that there
was a distinction between issues that coutd be addressed by national government and
county government. However, the region was marginalized as wetl as other caucus of
naturat hardship. Therefore, it was difficutt to address atl chattenges, though
gazettement as a hardship area would address the immediate probtems.

gazetted as hardship areas. The entire constituency had black cotton soit, which was
not arabte thereby hindering any income generating agriculturat activity. On[y smatt-
scate farming was sustainabte.

There was no definite source of drinking water or for domestic use and the two sources
avaitabte serve less than 20 percent of the poputation.

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]II. The btack cotton soiI was unstable for construction of buitdings and roads as they are
swept away during heavy rains. ln the recent past, three major roads and 22 toitets
were swept away. ln addition, majority of the ctassroom blocks done in the past five
years were condemned due to structural issues.

Regarding heatthcare, the residents of Chepatungu retied on the County Referral
Hospita[ in Longisa which was a distant hence occasioning materna[ deaths. There were
onty smatl dispensaries for minor medica[ procedures.

On education, the constituency had 201 primary and 97 secondary schools with
shortages of teachers as many teachers posted were hesitant to come and those
working in the region sought transfers due to hardship and poor working conditions.
About 15 primary schools did not have substantive headteachers. Detocilisation and
[ack of hardship altowance had occasioned mass transfer of teachers to neighbouring
areas such as Emurwa Dikir and Narok which were gazetted. This had led to [ow
education standards and the region.

There was inadequate water infrastructure as the residents survived on two main
suppties serving onty 20 per cent of the poputation both for domestic and drinking.

The constituency faced a chattenge of infrastructural development as many contractors
were retuctant to take jobs due to the deep btack cotton soiI and constructed roads
were potholed shortly after construction.

Regarding meeting with the speaker, the committee discussed on when the meeting woutd
take ptace to discuss the directive raised by the Speaker on wednesday, 21't February zoz4. ln
tight of the fact that the Chairperson and Vice-Chairpersons were indisposed, the C-ommittee
would consult further on when to meet the Speaker.

Committee Concerns

Regarding the use of atternative technotogy in construction in the area, the Petitioner
indicated that the findings on why most projects were col[apsing had occasioned the use of a
different technotogy which required more resources. However, the NGCDF had capped the
amount for construction of ctassrooms and toitets to amounts that coutd not atlow for use of
advanced technology. Therefore, gazettement as a hardship area woutd attract the attention
of other devetopment partners who can avaiI the resources for alternative technotogy.
