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CHAIRPERSON'S FOREWORD

On behatf of the Public Petitions Committee and pursuant to the provisions of
Standing Order 227, it is my pteasant privilege and honour to present to this House
the Report of the Committee on the Pubtic Petition No. 14 of 2023 regarding Detayed
adjudication and setttement of residents of Mnarani subtocation in Kitifi County. The
petition was presented to the House pursuant to Standing Order No. 225 (2) (a) by the
Member of Parliament for Kitifi North Constituency, Hon. Owen Baya, MP on behatf of
residents of Mnarani in Kilifi County.

The Committee considered the Petition and observed that the Ministry of Lands,
Public Works, Housing and Urban Development had expressed wittingness to engage
the trustee of the Wakf of Khadija Binti Suteiman Et-Busaidy with a view to purchase
it and issue tittes to the residents. Onty upon purchase of the Waqf propert.ies as per
the provisions of section 21 of the Waqf Act 2022, can attocation of the tand be
undertaken by the Ministry of Lands, Pubtic Works, Housing and Urban Development in
accordance with the Land Act, Cap 280.

The Committee recommends that the national government through the Ministry of
Lands, Pubtic Works, Housing and Urban Development and the Ministry of Finance and
Nationat Treasury prioritizes the settlement of the residents of Mnarani and undertake
through the National Land Commission the computsory acquisition of the [and as per
the provisions of the Land Act and that the trustee of the waqf M/S. Shariffa Binti
Mohammed seeks to dispose of the specific land registered in the Wakf of Khadija
Binti Suleiman E[-Busaidy in accordance with the provisions of the Waqf Act Section 21
and 18.

The Committee appreciates the Offices of the Speaker and Cterk of the Nationat
Assembly for providing guidance and necessary technical support without which its
work woutd not have been possibte. The Chairperson expresses gratitude to the
Committee Members for their devotion and commitment to duty during the
consideration of the Petition.

On behalf of the Committee and pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order 199, I

now wish to lay the Report on the Table of the House.

2. BACKGROUND TO THE PETITION

2.l INTRODUCTION

1. Pubtic Petition No. 14 ol 2023 regarding detayed adjudication and
setttement of residents of Mnarani subtocation in Kitifi County was
presented to the House on 18th April, 2023 by the Member for Kitifi North
Constituency, Hon. Owen Baya, MP on behatf of residents of Mnarani in Kitifi
County.

2. The Petitioners stated that the peopte of Mnarani viltage in Mnarani Ward,
Kitifi North Constituency have occupied the land in Mnarani vittage for more
than 100 years.

3. The whote land in Mnarani vittage which fatts in Mnarani Ward was surveyed
on 28th May 1912 and granted in favour of Mr. Byremji Rustumji Khanjuri.
The land was later ittegatty acquired by Arab famities during the cotonial era
with assistance of the then administration, and the Arabs registered the
land as their property.

4. The 172.8 Acres of land occupied by the residents of Mnarani is registered as
plot No: YSR130 Section V situated at Mnarani-Kilifi Takaungu in the name of
Katthum Binti Mohammed and Shariffa Binti Mohammed (referred as
Mohammed famity) as agricultural land. Beneficiaries of Mohammed famity
are Ati Mohammed, Katthum Mohammed, Shariffa Mohammed and Said
Mohammed being 15t, lnd,3d, and 4th born of the Mohammed famity
respectively.

5. Later, the ittegatty registered owners of the land migrated to the Middte
East teaving the property under the care of caretakers whom they cal(ed
trustees and the land changed to Wakf under the lstamic Laws.

6. The trustees invited locats to settle in the areas wittingty and were to pay
monthty fee based on the fact that the land was agricuttural and had a lot
of cashewnuts, coconuts and mangoes. Ali Mohammed (the 1st born son)
appointed one Mr. Ati Omar to be in charge of cottecting the money from
the sate of coconuts and rent from peopte residing in the Mnarani plots.

7. ln 1952, the trustee attowed the residents to buitd a school which is the
present Mnarani Primary School measuring 12 Acres.

8. Mr. Ati Omar, the steward died and Mr. Mohammed Mwalimu took over as

the new steward; and tasked by Mr. Ati Mohammed with the help of one Mr.
Shosi to vet the peopte who wished to be settted at Mnarani Vittage.

9. When Mr. Ati Mohammed died and his siter Kalthum Mohammed became the

trustee of the Wakf, Kalthum gave Mr. Abdattah Serf the Power of Attorney
and the Wakf was registered in the name of M/s Katthum Binti Mohammed

of P.O. Box 85059 Mombasa.

1O.During the tenure of Katthum Mohammed, the tand ceased being an

agricuttura[ land and became residentiat, presumably with a number of
househotds exceeding 1,107 and a population of over 20,000 peopte with a

Mosque, Churches, Schoots and other social amenities.

1 1 . The people who have settted in the tand have put it into good economic use,

constructed residential houses and commercial centres which are income

generating.

12.The tand has not been adjudicated and therefore no titte deeds have been

issued. The continued absence of landlord in this land and their failure to
contribute to any devetopment or welfare in the area has caused difficulties
to the residents and has created major impediments in the peopte's

IiveIihoods.

13. Residents of Mnarani have written may letters and lately, a memorandum to
the Nationa[ Land Commission but not action has been taken concerning the
matter.

14.Both the National Government and County Government have invested

heavity in the piece of [and by providing the necessary infrastructure such

electricity connectivity, water, roads and other socia[ amenities.

15.The matter presented in this petition is not pending before any tribunat,
court of law or independent body.

2.2 PETITIONER'SPRAYERS

16.The Petitioners prayed that the National Assembly through the Public
Petitlons Commlttee:

a) inquires into the ownership of the tand occupied by Mnarani residents

registered as plot No: YSR130 Section V situated at Mnarani'Kitifi
Takaungu in the name of Katthum Binti Mohammed and Shariffa Binti
Mohammed;

b) recommends that the parcet of tand in Mnarani be acquired and granted
to the present occupants and the process of compensation be finalized;

c) recommends that the land be adjudicated so as to ensure that the
residents acquire titte deeds and save the residents from alteged
erroneous records and missing information on the parcets of land; and
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d) makes any other recommendation or action it deems fit in addressing the
ptight of the Petitioners.
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PART THREE

3. STAKEHOLDERS' SUBMISSIONS ON THE PETITION

3.1 SUBMISSIONS BY PETITIONERS

On Thursday, 15th June, 2023, the Member for Kilifi County, Hon. Owen Baya,

M.P. appeared before the Committee and submitted as follows:

lT.Mnarani which borders the creek, with Mnarani ruins as a landmark of the
area, is an estabtished community with social amenities such as churches,

mosques and schools. Despite the existence of permanent structures, a[[

residents are squatters.

18. lnitiat settlers on the land were lndians who introduced coconuts and

Baobab. The Queen of Engtand gave Arabs the land North of Mombasa as a
gift for hetping the United Kingdom fight in the wortd war. The Arabs ted by

the Suttan of Zanzibar/Oman proceeded to occupy vast pieces of tand.

19.The Land Ordinance Act of 1918 gave absotute authority and ownership of
the tand to Arabs. They therefore own 80 percent of the land in the coastal
region as Absentee Landtords hence deepening the magnitude of the
Squatter probtem.

20.Currentty, the area is cosmopolitan consisting of [oca[ communities and

other communities from different parts of the county.

21 . ln the 12th Partiament, the Departmental Committee on Lands had attocated
funds under the Budget for the Government to buy the land from its owners,
as the famity that owns the land is wilting to setl the land to the
Government. However, this was not successful.

22. Recently, the Mohammed famity wrote to Mnarani Primary School to
demotish property buitd on land that exceeded the 12 acres that it had been

a[located.

23.The County Government of Kitifi had attempted to change the user of the
land from agricutturat to residentia[/commercial so as to attow for
cotlection of land rates. However, this was not successfut as the application
was not made by owners of the [and.

24.A number of key stakehotders in the matter had passed on, the latest being

Mr. Shosi, one of the stewards of the land who died in Juty 2023. However,

one of the direct descendants, Ms. Suttana Fadhit is ative and practices as a

lawyer in Mombasa.

On Thursday, 20th July 2023, the Committee made a site visit to Mnarani, Kilifi
County. The chairperson of Mnarani Land Committee, Mr. Joseph Migwi,
appeared before the Committee and submltted as follows -

25.Before the British colonized the East Africa and named it its protectorate,
the Arabs and lndians were trading in these areas.

26. The lndian settlers came as money lenders, traders and artisans. This is the
time the racial segregation was normalize by the British cotonial
administration.

27.The Arabs had formed the Suttanate of Zanzibar in 1856-1964. This was
founded by Atmad Bin Said al Busaid, the ruler of Oman and its East African
territories.

28. ln 1886, the Arabs (Suttanate of Zanzibar) entered a treaty with the British
cotonial Government such that the Suttanate of Zanzibar was given a 10-

mile coastal strip as his dominion and the rightfut owner. These lands were
later registered under the Land Title Ordinance in 1908 and a letter of
certificate of administration of the Mnarani ptot which measured 172.8
acres was issued on 28th May 1912 under the British Colonial East African
Protectorate.

29.Based on the fact that the British had cotonized lndia before Kenya, the
Commissioner of the Protectorate used the Land Occupation Act of lndia,
1894, which attowed the colonial government to appropriate atl lands
situated within 10 mites from the coastat strip towards the interior. The Act
was also used to computsority acquire land for other pubtic purposes such as

construction of Government Buitdings.

30. |n 1915, the 1902 Land Ordinance Act was repea[ed and replaced by a new
Crown Land Ordinance. The new Act suggested several available atternatives
to the Government:
a) buying out the interests of the landtords
b) competing the landtord to se[[ to the settlers/ tenants under a fair

valuation
c) forcing and have outright land acquisition

31 . Mnarani ptot 7 Group was later sotd to Mr. Edaji Nusserwanji Patel on 16th

November '1932 and the administrators were Mrs. Hirabai & Mrs. Bachubai on

15th December 1932. On 'l3th September 1936, the tand was sotd by Mr.
Edaji Nusserwanji Patel to Mohamed Bin Ati Khamisi Ali Mazrui Liwati.

32.0n 3'd November 1942, the land was put under WAQF whereby Khadija Bin

Suleiman Et Busaid became the first trustee of the ptot. Other trustees of
the famity who had been running the WAQF from time to time were the 1't
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born, Ati Mohamed; the 2nd born Kalathumi Mohamed; the 3'd born, Shariffa

Mhammed and the 4th born Seif Mohamed.

33.These trustees invited peopte to settle in Mnarani after paying Kshs. 50

deposit and a monthty fee of Khs. 5 for a plot of the size of 50.50 in the
1970s.

3.2 SUBMISSIONS BY THE TRUSTEE OF MNARANI LAND

On Friday 21!t July 2023, Ms. Sultana Fadhili, the trustee of Mnarani [and, appeared

before the Committee and submitted as fottows:

34. Khadija Binti Suteiman Bin Hemed Et Busaid tived in Mombasa as a widow,

and was registered as the proprietor of the two ptots of pieces of tand and

premises. She recognized her sisters Shariffa, Rukiya, Katathumi and Mwana

wa Shei, att daughters of Mohamed Bin Hemed Et Busaid among the

beneficiaries,

35.She appointed hersetf as the first Trustee of the Wakf and after her, her

cousin Ati bin Mohamed Bin Hemed Et Busaid and after him, such persons as

he shatt appoint, whom failing, such persons as the beneficiaries who are

competent shatl appoint. ln a[[ cases, the issue of a beneficiary shatl upon

his or her demise, take the share that woutd have gone to their parent; that
brothers and sisters shatl share equatty; and that the share of a beneficiary
dying without issue shatl accrue to his surviving brothers and sisters.

36. Khadija Binti Suteiman Bin Hemed E[ Busaid by her witt dated 3'd November

1942 bequethed upon trust a[[ her real estate unto beneficiaries that she

appointed.

37.8y a Court Order dated 15th August 1996, the Court appointed appointed
Zayane Mohamed Omar and Fatma Mahmoud Fadhit At- Baakry as new

trustees for the WAKF of the [ate Khadija Binti Suteiman Bin Hemed El

Busaid.

38.The Court Order was registered on 12h September 1996 in the Lands Titte
Registry, Mombasa vide presentation number 227, Votume number LT

number 2l, Folio number 823A/21 and Fite number 3189.

39.On 30thJune 1999, the then District Commissioner for Kitifi District wrote to
the Trustee, Fatma At. Bakryn mentioning a dispute on Ptot No. 7 Mnarani by

Mr. Joshua Mwero, a resident of Mnarani who bought two plots in Mnarani

Vittage in 1989 through an agent known as Mr. Famau. However, the same

agent went ahead and sotd one of the plots to another party which
generated conflict among the interested parties.
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40. ln september 2001, a deed of retirement of one of the two trustees of a witt
of real and personal estate was made to retieve Zayane Mohamed Omar as a
trustee and attowing Fatma Mahmoud Fadhit At- Baakry, the continuing
Trustee to be the sote trustee.

41.zayane Mohamed omar was desirous of retiring from the trusts of the said
wAKF document and had intimated her desire to retire to the continuing
Trustee and beneficiaries.

42.The continuing Trustee Fatma Mahmoud Fadhit At- Baakry and the
beneficiaries consented to Zayane Mohamed omar being discharged from
the trusts of the said wakf and to vesting in the said Fatma Mahmoud Fadhit
At- Baakry atone of the properties specified.

43'Vide a letter dated 5th November 2001, the then District commissioner of
Kitifi District invited Mrs. Fatma shapi through Ms. suttana Fadhiti to a
meeting to discuss Mnarani Ptot No. 7 Group V lssue.

44. Fadhiti & Kitonzo Advocates issued a Buyer Beware (Caveat Emptor) on .l6th

September 2002 on PLOTS NO. 7, 16 AND i8 GROUP V MNARANT KtLtFt/ WAKF
F KHADIJA BINTI SULEIMAN BIN HEMED EL BUSA|DY. The notice was ctear that
none of any portion of the ptots were up for sate, tetting and no interest
coutd be passed either through Sate, Lease or Exchange and for any
consideration as the property is a Trust property with specific objects and
for specific beneficiaries.

45.Mr. Afis Khan, Mr. Famau Athaman and Mr. said swateh (the Assistant chief)
were not mandated to transact any business in relation to the ptot and
anybody having transacted previousty with the three persons without the
express consent of the Trustees has done so at his risk.

46.1n 2016, Ms. Fatma Mahmoud Fadhil raised concern that there had been
invasion and haphazard devetopment in Plot No.s 7 Group V, 16 Group V& 1g
Group V, Mnarani, Kitifi County. Attempts to handl.e the matter had been
met with hostitity, votatitity and d.ifficutt to manage. She therefore
authorized Ms. Sultana Fadhit& Kitonzo Advocates vide a tetter dated ,l9th

August 2016 to write to the retevant Government Ministry or Departments
and offer the three Wakf Trust properties for sate either for setttement of
the invaders (Squatters) and/or any other purpose they may deem fit and
draw up aU the retevant deeds, tetters and documents necessary and
required to facititate the sate.

47.|n a meeting held on 5th August 2017, invasion by squatters and haphazard
devetopment in the Wakf properties at Mnarani, Kitifi County who had put
up permanent structures without the consent of the Trustee was discussed.
The meeting resolved that the powers, duties, rights and obtigations of the
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Trustee under the setttement trust be entarged to encompass the

circumstances and situations which are not provided for in the setttement
(Trust) as the Trustee at her entire discretion shatl deem fit, proper and

expedient, which can also inctude the disposal through long term leases and

or sale of the Wakf properties. lt was resotved that, if necessary, the

Trustee do a sign and register a Supptemental Deed to expand the

setttement (Wakf) Deed by inctuding the above resotutions.

48,1n 2017, the advocates wrote to the then Permanent Secretary, Ministry of
Lands to assist in having the Government purchase the three properties

through the Land Settlement Fund and settte the squatters.

3.3 SUBMISSIONS BY WAQF COl,t 4lSSlON OF KENYA

On Thursday, 17th August 2023, Mr. lbrahim Butushi, the Chief Executive Officer,
Waqf Commission of Kenya, appeared before the Committee and submitted as

follows:

49.The Waqf Commission of Kenya was estabtished under an Act of Partiament

to provide for the administration of Waqf property. The rotes of the Waqf

Commission are spett out under Section 8 of the Waqf Act No. 8 of 2022

which include taking over administration of certain Wakf, hotding inquiry to
determine the state of certain wakf, checking records of other Wakf to
ensure proper management and granting consent to certain transactions
among others.

50. The Waqf Commission under the Attorney Generat's Office has no records

with regards to the Mnarani Land issue in question, specificatty pertaining to
Ptot No. YSR130 SECTION V situated at Mnarani Kilifi, Takaungu. Records of
Tittes or the Land registration office in Mombasa or Kitifi are better ptaced

to provide the information required by the Committee.

5'l . The land is a private waqf arising f rom family succession and the rightfut
beneficiaries are famity members entrusted. lt may not have been

registered since the current Waqf Commission was estabtished through an

Act of Partiament of 2022. The land may therefore have been registered
under the then Lands Offices in Mombasa, Kitifi, Matindi or Lamu.

52.A Waqf cannot be revoked untess the donor had indicated Waqf are
supposed to be perpetuat, meaning that once created, it cannot be revoked
or transferred. However, it does not prohibit temporary Waqf. lf the Wakf is
created by wil[, then it may be revoked before the death of the testator.

3.4 SUBMISSIONS BY THE NATIONAL LAND COMMISSION

53.The Chairperson of the National Lands Commission, Mr. Gerishom Otachi,

appeared before the Committee on 15th August 2023 and submitted that the

subject matter of the Petition falts under the Department of Adjudication
and Setttement in the State Department of Lands and Physical Planning,
which is best ptaced to address the matter.

54.The suit land has been declared a Wakf under lstamic Law. lt was therefore
necessary that before the land was adjudicated, the matter of dectaration
of Wakf be deatt with.

3.5 SUBMISSIONS BY THE MINISTRY OF LANDS, PUBLIC WORKS,
HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT

On 29th February 2024, Hon. Atice Wahome, the Cabinet Secretary, Min.istry of
Lands, Pubtic Works, Housing and Urban Development appeared before the
Committee and submitted as fo[[ows:

55.As per the records, the tand in question was under Ptot No. 7 Group V Kitifi
measuring approximatety lT2.80 acres. lt was registered as LT.45, Fotio
475, File 15284 on a freehotd basis in favor of Wakf of Khadija Binti
Suteiman Et-Busaidy.

56. However, the parcel of land was encumbered by three different caveats
registered in favour of three different parties as fotlows:

a. Caveat dated Aprit 21 , 1965, by Ag. Registrar of Titles Mombasa

claiming Ownership by computsory acquisition vide Gazette Notice
No. l2 of 1965 -7.20 acres;

b. Caveat dated November 4, 1965 by East African Power and Lighting
ctaiming a grant of easement; and

c. Caveat dated 1965 by Ag. Registrar of Tittes on behatf of Government
of Kenya ctaiming ownership by computsory acquisition of 2.83 acres
being portion of Ptot 7 Group V by virtue of Gazette No. 72 of 1966.

57.The Ministry woutd in the Financial Year (202412025) initiate negotiations
with the registered land owners with a view of arriving at an agreeabte
compensation and surrender of the land for setttement.

58.The Ministry would engage the Wakf of Khadija Binti Suteiman Et-Busaidy to
determine the avaitable tand for compensation. Notably, the tand was
registered as private and coutd not be altocated to individuats without a
transfer, which woutd require payment through computsory acquisition or
setttement purchase.

59.The Ministry woutd identify the Wakf of Khadija Binti Suleiman El-Busaidy,
negotiate ownership, and work towards compensating and resettling the
occupants, aiming to put the [and into economic use.
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PART FOUR

4.0. COA,IAAITTEE OBSERVATIONS

Upon hearing from the Petitioner and other stakehotders the Committee
observed that -

60.The tand was registered in favor of Wakf of Khadija Binti Suteiman Et-
Busaidy under subdivision No. 72.15-18, Group No V, Meridional District of
South-A- 37|V.lV.6.5 in the locatity South of Kitifi Creek under office copy
number 16259-63.

61.Fatma Mohammed Fadhit At Baakry and Zayane Mohammed Omar were
appointed as trustees of the waqf on 15th August 1996. Zayane Mohammed
Omar ptaced a deed of retirement in September 2001 and Fatma Mohammed
is the present sole trustee.

62.Ms. Fatma Mohammed through her advocates engaged the Nationat
Government through the Ministry of Lands, public Works, Housing and Urban
Development and initiated an offer of sate for group V ptots No. 7, 16 and 1g
in the Waqf for the settlement of squatters through the Land Setttement
Fund.

54. Even though previous government administrations may have engaged the
trustees of the Waqf for compulsory acquisition of the tand for setttement,
such ptans were formulated but not executed due to budgetary constraints.

65.The Ministry of Lands, Public Work, Housing and Urban Devetopment had
expressed wittingness to engage the trustee of the Wakf of Khadija Binti
Suleiman Et-Busaidy with a view to purchase it and issue tittes to the
residents.

66.Onty upon purchase of the Waqf properties as per the provisions of section
21 of the Waqf Act 2022, can allocation of the land be undertaken by the
Ministry of Lands, Pubtic Works, Housing and Urban Devetopment in
accordance with the Land Act, Cap 280.

63.There are residents squatting on the tand at Mnarani, Kitifi County who had
put up permanent structures such as schoots and residential homes, and the
government had provided the necessary infrastructure such as etectricity
connectivity, water, roads and other social amenities.

5.0. ANALYSIS OF ISSUES FOR DETERI,IINATION AS PER THE PRAYERS lN THE

PETITION

67. Arising from the findings and observations, the Committee makes
determination on the following issues as per the prayers sought in the
petition as fottows:

lssue lrlo. 1: The Disposal of Waqf lmmovoble Property

The Committee Notes:

68.The Property is registered under Waqf of Khadija Binti Suteiman Et-Busaidy
and Shariffa Binti Mohammed as the trustee.

69. "Waqf" means the permanent dedication by any person of any movabte or
immovabte property for any purpose recognized by the Mustim law as pious,
retigious or charitabte and includes- (a) A Waqf by the user (b) A waqf'atat-
autad "waqf" means any person making such dedication.

TO.Section 2 of Waqf Act, 2022 defines waqf to mean a waqf made for the
benefit of an individua[ or a family, or for the performance of a rite or
ceremony that is recognized by lslamic [aw.

71 . Waqf can atso mean permanent dedication by any person, of any movabte or
immovable property for any purpose recognized by the Mustim Law as pious,
retigious or charitabte. lt is a property which is used for retigious and
charitabte purposes.

72.Section 5 establishes the Waqf Commission and section 6 provides for the
composition of the Commission to inctude a pubtic trustee and eight
members appointed by the Attorney Generat. Section 8 provides for the
functions of the Commission. Every Waqf made for the benefit of any Mustim
must be administered in accordance with the provisions of the Act.

T3.Section 14 of the Act provides that the Commission shatt estabtish and
maintain a register of a waqf containing particutars of the trustee.

74. Waqfs are perpetual meaning once created they can hardty be revoked.

75. However, section 21 of the Act provides for the exceptions in which a waqt
property may be disposed. lf the Waqf Commission determines that the
intentions of the Waaqif cannot be reasonabty carried into effect and if it is

expedient that the waqf property should be sotd.

76.5ection 18 of the Act provides for the procedure for sate of waqf [and, the
person who intends to sell immovabte waqf property shatt make an
apptication to the Environment and Land Court. The court may atlow the
apptication or issue any other order appropriate.
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Issue lrlo. 2: Compulsory Acquisition of the lond

The Committee Notes:

77.The Ministry of Lands, Pubtic Works, Housing and Urban Devetopment witt
need to purchase the Property registered under Waqf of Khadija Binti
Suleiman Et-Busaidy and Shariffa Binti Mohammed as the trustee, through
compulsory acquisition as provided in sections 107 - 115 of the Land Act,
Cap 280.

78.This acquisition can onty be undertaken if the apptication for disposat of the
waqf is exempted by the Waqf Commission and altowed by the Court as per
the Waqf Act.

79.Where the property can be disposed the Ministry of Lands, pubtic Works,
Housing and Urban Devetopment may submit a request to the Nationat Land
Commission to acquire the land on its behatf. The Nationat Land Commission
may vet the request and then commence the process by pubtishing a
Gazette Notice. The registrar of lands shatl make an entry of the intended
acquisition.

80. Section 111 of the Land Act provides for just compensation to be paid
promptty in futt for tand acquired through computsory acquisition.

81 .Upon purchase of the land by the Ministry of Lands Pubtic Works, Housing
and Urban Devetopment, the property can be attocated under section l2 (1)
(b) of the Land Act that provides for the atlocation of tand for a targeted
group of persons or groups in order to ametiorate their disadvantaged
position.

82.The Land (Attocation of Pubtic Land) Regutations of 2017 in regul,ation 9
provides for the vetting of targeted groups of persons and the criteria to be
apptied. The national government will then submit a report to the National
Land Commission for the settlement of the residents of Mnarani.

83.The Nationa[ Land Commission Act in section 5(2)(a) provides for the process
of disposat of pubtic tand. The Act provides that disposat of pubtic tand is
undertaken by the National Land Commission, with the consent of the
retevant government to which the land is vested.

6.0. COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS

Pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order 227, the Committee recommends
that-

Prayer 1 : inquires lnto the ownership of the land occupied by Mnarani

86.The Committee recommends that the trustee of the waqf M/5. Shariffa Binti
Mohammed seeks to dispose of the specific land registered in the Wakf of
Khadija Binti Suteiman Et-Busaidy in accordance with the provisions of the
Waqf Act Section 21 and 18.

Prayer 3: recommends that the land be adjudicated to ensure that the
residents acquire title deeds and save the residents from alleged
erroneous records and missing information on the parcels of land

87.The Committee recommends that upon such acquisition the Cabinet
Secretary Ministry of Lands, Pubtic Works, Housing and Urban Development
submits the request to the National Land Commission for the attocation of
the land under section "12 (11 of the Land Act, Cap 280.

d) the 172.8 Acres of land occupied by the residents of Mnarani is registered as plot No:
YSRl30 Section V situated at Mnarani-Kilifi Takaungu in the name of Kalthum Binti
Mohammed and Shariffa Binti Mohammed (referred as Mohammed family) as an
Agricultural land;

e) the beneficiaries of Mohammed family are Ali Mohammed, Kalthum Mohammed,
Shariffa Mohammed and Said Mohammed being first, second, third, and forth bom of the
Mohammed family respectively;

f) the illegally registered owners of the land migrated to the Middle East
leaving the property under the care of caretakers whom they called trustees and the land
changed to Waqf under the Islamic Laws;

g) the trustees invited locals to settle in the areas willingly and were to pay monthly fee
considering that the land was agricultural and had a lot of cashew nuts, coconuts and
mangoes;

h) Ali Mohammed (the firstborn son) appointed one Mr. Ali Omar to be in charge of
collecting the money from the sale ofcoconuts and rent from the Mnarani plots;

i) in 1952, the trustee allowed the residents to build a school which is the present Mnarani
Primary School measuring l2 acres;

j) Mr. Ali Omar, the steward died and Mr. Mohammed Mwalimu took over as the new
steward; and tasked by Mr. Ali Mohammed with the help of one Mr. Shosi to vet the
people who wished to be settled at Mnarani Village;

k) Ali Mohammed died and his siter Kalthum Mohammed became the trustee of the Waqf,
Kalthum gave Mr. Abdallah Serf the power of attorney and the Waqf was registered in
the name of M/s Kalthum Binti Mohammed.

l) at the tenure of Kalthum Mohammed, the land ceased being an agricultural land and
became residential, presumably with a number of households exceeding 1,107 and a
population of over 20,000 people with a Mosque, Churches, Schools and other social
amenities;

m) the people who have settled in the land have put it into good economic use, constructed
residential houses and commercial centers which are eaming them income;

n) the land has not been adjudicated and therefore no title deeds have been issued;

o) the residents of Mnarani have written may letters and lately, a memorandum to the
National Land Commission but not action has been taken conceming the matter;
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p) the continued absence of landlord on the land and their failure to contribute to any

development or welfare in the area has caused difficulties to the residents and has created

major impediments in the people's pursuit of their livelihoods;

piece of land by providing the necessary infrastructure such electricity connectivity,
water, roads and other social amenities;

r) the matter presented in this petition is not pending before any tribunal, court of law or
independent body.

Prayers sought by the Petitioner

The petitioner therefore seeks the intervention ofthe House Committee to-

a) inquire into the ownership of the land occupied by Mnarani residents registered as plot

No: YSRI30 Section V situated at Mnarani-Kilifi Takaungu in the name of Kalthum
Binti Mohammed and Shariffa Binti Mohammed;

b) recommend that the parcel of land in Mnarani be acquired and granted to the present

occupants and the process ofcompensation be finalized;
c) recommend that the land be adjudicated so as to ensure that the residents acquire tittle

deeds and save the residents from alleged erroneous records and missing information on

the parcels of land; and

d) make any other recommendation or action it deems fit in addressing the plight of the

Petitioners.

2. SUBMISSIONS BY THE PETITIONE R

The Petitioner, Hon. Owen Baya, MP appeared before the Commiftee and submitted as follows:

a) Mnarani borders the creek, Mnarani ruins is a landmark ofthe area. lt is an established

community with social amenities such as churches, mosques and schools. Despite having

built permanent structures, all residents are squatters.

b) Having settled on agricultural land, the owners invited the locals help them take care of
the cashew nuts, coconuts and mangoes;

c) In the l2th Parliament, the Departmental Committee on Lands had set aside money under

the Budget for the Government to buy the land from its owners. The family is willing to

sell the land to the Government.

d) Recently, the family wrote to Mnarani Primary School to demolish proPerty build on land

that exceeded the l2 acres that it had been allocated.

e) The Mohammed family live and carry out various activities on its land so it is impossible

to get adverse possession.

4
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The Committee questioned why compensate the owners of the land when the land was

illegally acquired. The petitioner explained that the initial settlers on the land were

Indians who introduced coconuts and Baobab. The Queen of England gifted Arabs land

North of Mombasa as a gift for helping them fight in the world war. The Arabs led by the

Sultan of ZanzibarlOman proceeded to occupy vast pieces of land. That was the "illegal"
ownership that he was referring to.

The Land Ordinance Act of l9l8 gave absolute authority and ownership ofland to Arabs.

They therefore own 80 percent of the land as Absentee Landlords hence deepening the

magnitude of the Squatter problem.

On ffirts made by former Governments lo repossess the lond, the Petitioner explained

that former Minister of Lands, Darius Mbela attempted to have all land occupied by

Arabs reverted to locals and proceeded to have the Mazrui land divided to locals. The

Mazrui family went to court. In July 2012, a landmark ruling was issued by Justice

Francis Tuiyot declaring that the repeal and seizure ofthe land from the Mazruis in 1989

was illegal and unconstitutional. Squatter families were evicted from homes they had

lived in for decades, some close to a century, on the land that Mazrui dynasty had laid

claims.

On the amount previously provided for purchase of the land by lhe Governmenl during
the Budget of the l2th Parliament, the Petitioner responded that it was Kshs. 300 million.
The current value was likely to be Kshs.700 million. The Petitioner explained the basis of
his estimation being that on a purchase of Mazrui land, the Government paid a total of
Kshs.4l6 M for 1,512 acres ofpurely agricultural land that was far from the town centre

with no provision for social amenities. Therefore, the value of the Mnarani land would be

higher as it was already under commercial/ residential use and was near the town centre

with amenities such as roads, water and electricity in place.

Regarding v,hat effort the Counly Government had made in repossession of the land, the

Petitioner responded that the County Government of Kilifi had limitation in law on

matters settlement as this was not part of their constitutional mandate. It was however

ready to support any requisite processes including survey ofthe land.

Further, the former Town council of Kilifi had attempted to change the user ofthe land

from agricultural to residential/commercial so as to allow the Council to collect land

rates. However, this was not successful as the application was not made by owners ofthe
land.

On whether llilson Farm formed part of Mnarani, the Petitioner responded that the

owner of Wilson Farm bought the company that owned the land at the London Stock

Exchange. The land was not part of Mnarani.

On whether the Petitioner had engaged ll/AQF Commission on the matler, the Petitioner
responded that there were two different types of lands under Waqf. However, the land

was a private and not under public Waqf. Therefore, the laws governing Waqf public land

do not apply in the private land.

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vlr. On recommendations of which family member was available lo appear before the
Committee, the Petitioner stated that a number ofkey people in the matter had passed on,
the latest being Mr. Shosi, one of thc stewards of the land who died in luly 2023.
Howevcr, one of the direct descendants, Ms. Sultana Fadhil was alive and practices as a

lawyer in Mombasa.

v t. On the people who were residents of the land, it was clarified that the area was
cosmopolitan consisting of Iocal communities and other communities from different parts
ofthe county.

Commiltee Way Forward

The Committee resolved to invite the following stakeholders:

a) The Ministry of Lands to provide information in terms of the prayers seeking specific
information on:

-the status ofland ownership in Mnarani Sublocation especially the land in question; and
-the way forward in terms ofadjudication ofthe land to the residents.

b) The National Land Commission;
c) The Waqf Commission;
d) The trustees ofthe land; and
e) The heir apparent (Lawyer Sultan).

2022 REGARDING DEGAZETTMENT OF HOLA
IRRJGATION SCHEME LAN'D TO ALLOW FOR
T}tE EXPANSION OF TTIE COI,I\'TY
HEADOUARTERS OF TANA RI\iER

The Chairperson, National Lands Commission submitted as follows:

i) The land on which the Hola Irrigation Scheme sits on was set apart under the
Native Lands Trust Ordinance in 1959 through Gazette Notices 2714 and 2715.
These set aparl a total of 3307.5 acres. There are references to gazette notice of
26th April 1960 and 26th April 1963. The gazette notice of26th April 1960 has a
number of setting apart orders, but not for the Hola lrrigation Scheme, We have



not been able to trace that of26th April 1963 (only a reference to 23rd April 1963)

and cannot ascertain the acreage set apart. However, there is consensus across the

board that the scheme was given 12,360 acres.

ii) The Commission through its County Coordination office in Tana River County has

been participating in a multiagency engagement that the petition alludes to. There

was an agreement to degazette 2,000 acres on the southern and eastem part of
scheme to facilitate expansion of Hola Town. The scheme's northem border was to

be extended by a similar acreage of 2,000 acres to compensate for the

degazettment.

lri) What would be required to support the degazettment -there are proposals to

amend the boundaries as captured to correctly reflect the ground situation. The

National Irrigation Authority (NIA) and the County Govemment should

commission a survey to clearly demarcate the agreed portioning ofthe land. Prior

to undertaking the survey, the County Govemment as the planning authority

should ptan the area. This plan ideally should be for the whole Municipality
indicating the expansion, which surveyors will then use ti have the survey work

undertaken. The survey will be processed in line with the Survey Act.

iv\ llho should issue the degazettment orders- the orders would be issued by the

Cabinet Secretary, Ministry of Water, Sanitation and Irrigation as NiA falls under

the Ministry. NIA should consent to the degazettment. To support the

degazettrnent of the scheme as it exists and subsequent gazettment ofthe amended

boundaries, the authenticated surveys should be used. By dint of the planning

function, the County Government has powers to vary land reserved for public

purposes, but with the rider that the variations should not lead to net loss of land

reserved for public purposes as per revised plans. This principle appears to havo

been captured in the engagements that have been ongoing, that the scheme will
cede 2,000 acres on the southem and eastem parts but gain 2,000 acres on the

northem part. Once the land has been degazetted, the Commission upon request by

the National or County Govemment will proceed to reserve and gazette the

reservations in respect ofthe identified national and county public purposes.

v) lV'ill the expansion of the Scheme require compulsory acquisition of land in the

northern erte s of the Scheme- the issue of compulsory will arise if the land

identified on the northem parts is privately or communally held. In this respect,

since the County Govemment is the one that needs the land for expansion, it
should be the acquiring entity. The procedures for compulsory land acquisition are

given I Part VIII of the Land Act, 2012. lf the land is public, then the County

Government as the holder will invoke Section 12 of the Land Act, 2012 and

request the Commission to allocate or use Section 15 of the Act to reserve the

planned and surveyed portion to NLA for the Hola Irrigation Scheme.

vi) Wat timelines and resources are required for degazettmenl and eventual

expansion of the Municipality- a lol of work has gone into the discussions and

engagements, however, planning being participatory could take some more time

and hence resources. Survey and its authentication processes also do take time and

need to be properly factored in. The process of compulsory acquisition requires

time as there are statutory timelines in the various processes that need to be

undertaken. There is the need to budget for the exercise to ensure that the
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acquisition complies with Article 40 of the Constitution of Kenya, 2010.
Additionally, the process of preparation of degazettment ofthe part to be ceded to
the County Govemment for Hola Municipaliry and gazettment of the extension to
the Scheme could be elaborate and may require Cabinet approval.

vii)There is need to ensure that a solution ro the squatter problem is explored and
resolved as this matter of gazettment is being considered.

Commitlee concerrs
Role of the National Land Commission- the Committee inquired the role of the Committee
in the matter.

The Chairperson explained that its role was to move the land from one function to another
with the request of either the National or County govemment.

Summary of procedure of degazettment-the Committee sought to know the procedure of
degazettment. Once NIA \urites to the Cabinet Secretary, Ministry of Lands, the Cabinet
Secretary will proceed to degazette the land.

The Chairperson submitted as follows

i) The mandate of the subject matter in the Petition lies with the county Govemments
and the Kenya Rural Roads Authority (KeRRA). It is expected that when the
County Govemment approves the development plans, that as part ofdue diligence,
the proposed developments should be reviewed to ensure that they do not obstruct
or in any way restrict the flow oftraffic, people and goods.

ii) The proposed road needs to be designed and the design corridor identified within
the areas proposed. The corridor will then need to be acquired in this case for the
Kenya Urban Roads Authority (KURA).

iii) The Commission's role will be restricted to matters on Compulsory Land
Acquisition as spelt out in the law in consultation with the State Department of
Lands and Physical Planning, and the conduct of final survey to vest the acquired
road corridor to the acquiring entiry.

Committee Concerns

i) Responsible agency
The Committee sought to know why both Kenya Rural Roads Authority (KeRRA) and
Kenya Urbaa Roads Authoriry (KURA) had been cited as responsible agencies yet
their mandates were different.

The Chairperson responded that the road passed in both rural area where KeRRA was
responsible and an urban area where KURA was responsible hence the reference to the
two agencies.

It was therefore
necessary that before the land is adjudicated, the matter of declaration of Wakf be

dealt with.

Connitlee Concerns

i) Role of the National Land Commission

The Committee inquired what the role of the National Land Commission was in the

matter given that there were historical injustices.

The Chairperson clarified that there were historical injustices and the matter was made

easier by the fact that there was willingaess of people settled on the land to cede it to
the Govemment.

ii) Process ofthe Government buying land
The Committee inquired on the process of the Government buying land on which

squatters had settled and included institutions such as public schools.

The Chairperson explained that if the land was intended for settlement of squatters, the

process is dealt with by the Land Settlement Fund Board of Trustees, which would
proceed with the purchase of the land. The Commission has a role in the board as the

board composition requires a representative from the National Land Commission. The

Commission would however not be involved in compulsory acquisition.
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The Committee noted that the response was not detailed and did not address the
concems ofthe p€titioners and therefore requested for a comprehensive response on the
matter.

A. (lonsideration of ['ublic l'ctition No. 0.1 of 2023 regarding delaycd adjudication antl
settlenrcnt of squatters after thc e xpiry of the lease of Macalder Mincs Ltd Land

i.) 1'he Petitioncrs, dcscribed as residents of Nyatike Constitucncy claim they were disposed
of their anccstral land measuring approximately 300 acrcs when it was leased to Macalder
Mincs Ltd in 1935.

ii.) According to the records at the Ministry, the subjcct falls within the parcel registered as

Muhuru./Kadcm/Macalder/498 which measures approximately 2167.5 Hectares. It was
registercd in f'avour of the defunot South Nyanza County Council (now County
Governmcnt of Migori) on February 19,1982 on freehold tenure.

iii.)Following the Constitution of Kenya 2010, the land bccame public land under the County
Government of Migori pursuant to Article 62. ll can only be alienated under direct
allocation, a process that czur only bc initiated by the county government. The Ministry will
thereafter prooess the title documents. l'he matter can therefore be referred to the County
Government of Migori for consideration.

Committees Concerns

Gozeltement of the land as aforest

i. The Corrmittee inquired about the gazettement of the Macalder land as a forcst land by the
CS, Ministry of Environment, Forestry, and Climatc Change. The PS indicated that thc
information had not come to the attention of the Ministry of Lands. However, there were
instances of such gazettements without the knowledge of the Ministry of Lands. F'urther, the
PS stated that a gazettement process needed public participation and involvemcnt of the
County Goverrunent of Migori which is the custodian of the land.

'lhe status of the land

ii. The Committce inquired about the status of the land. The PS indicated that the land in
question was about 5000 acres, but the petitioners were claiming just 300 acres. However,
Migori County Government should be answerable as the Ministry of I.ands only facilitates
issuance of title deed after the allocation has been done by the county. Further, the county
oversees planning and approving the allocation before subdivision and NLC issuancc of
allotment letter.

Effurts by the Ministry in protection of community interest

iii. 'fhe Committec inquired the effofts by the Ministry regarding the protcction of community
interesl. 'flie PS stated that a committcc on hislorical land injustices was in placc under the
NLC and was mandated to Iook community interesls in historical land instances.

Committee resolutions

After the delibcrations, the Comnrittce resolvcd to allow the PS two weeks to establish the
records of the 5000 acres in question and any otlier relevant correspondenccs and full status of
the land.

B. Consideration of Public Petition No. 15 of 2023 on Declaration of Mukutani Forcst as a
Public Forest

i.) The rnain contention in thc Petition was that there was no public participation in the
process of gazetting the forest. The arca is occupied by three communities namely Pokot,
Tugen, and Ilchamus. The Petitioncrs claim that the designation of the area as a forcst
poses an existential threat to the communities and requires urgent intcrvention to avert
further conflict.

ii.) The Mukutani Forest was gazetted as a public forest vide Legal Notice No. 265 of2017
and it covers part of Mukutani Location. The forest measures approximately 13,195.8
hectares and by the time of gazettement, the Ministry had already declared the area as an
adjudication section per the Notice daled I 8tl' February 2016.

iii.)Due to insecurity in the area, demarcation and recording of rights had not commenced as

there had been communal conflicts between residents of Mukutani Location and the
ncighbouring Arabal [.ocation.

iv.) Both Arabal and Mukutani Location residents claim that their views werc not sought
before gazcttement of the forest despite the area covering what they consider as their
communily land. The people from Arabal also view the ibrest as their hideout and refuge
from cattle rustlers who continue to torment thcm.

v.) That, ifproper consultation was done and the locations involved, then issues regarding to
its existence would not be in contest and measures ofproper protection would have been
put in place to allay the fears of the communities.

vi.)'l'he Forest Conservation and Management Act No. 34 of 2016 at section 30 classifies
categories offorests as follows: -

(1) Forests may be classified as public, community, or private forests.

(2) Public forests include; public forests classified under Article 62(1)(g) of the
Constitution; and forests on land between thc high and low water marks classified
under Article 62( I )( I ) of the Constitution.

vii.) Scction 31(l) and (2) of the Act prescribed the procedurc for the creation and
management of public Ibrests

viii.) According to the records held by the Ministry of l-ands, Mukutani Forest falls in the
former tn:st land which transitioned to community land under Constitution of Kenya
2010 and the Community Land Act,20l6.

Committee Concerns

'fhe ,9tatu.s of the land

With regards to thc status clf the land, the l)S clarified that the land was under trust and was

reverted to the community but in 201 l, it rvas gazetted as !r lorest land. The gazettcment did not
involve the cornrnunity and ought to hzive been revcrsed and land given to the community.

'fhe con.saqttenca.e of nol irl,olving lhe communily
'lhe Comrlittec sought to know how the matter would be addrcssed whcn the vicws of thc
cornmunily werc no1 collccted befbre gazettcrnent of their land as a forcst land. l'he PS indicatc
that thc Ministry of l-and was ir.r support o1 the casc brought forth by thc community. Irurthcr, the
Ministry o{'Lands would bring to the attcntion of thc Ministry of Environment, Forestly and
Climate Changc to degazette the land and relcase it to the community.

C. Considcration of Public Petition No. 36 of 2023 regarding delayed adjudication and
settlemcnt of rcsidcnts of Misufuni, Vibandani and Kibarani Sub-Locations, Tez<r

Location, Kilifi North

i.) The Petitionors described as residents of Misufini, Vibandani and Kibarani Sub Locatron,
'fczo Sub location in Kilifi Constituency have been in occupation of PIot No. 5046/5 for
more than 50 years as authorised by the registered proprietor, Coast Developmcnt
Company.

ii.) According to thc records at the Ministry, the land in question, LR No. 5046/5 measuring
aplrroximately 107 .24 Hectares (265 acres) was tlansfcrred from the estate of William
Gilbert Lillywhite to Coast Devclopment Company Limited from May l,1929 as per thc
Memorandum of Registration of transfer of Land (MRT) but not for 99 years as stated in
the petition.

iii.)The govemrnent vide a Gazettc Notice No. 1782 of June 20, 1980 communicated the
intention to acquire part of I.R No. 5046/5 mcasuring approximately 34.44 Hectarcs for
development of Coast Institutc ol Agriculture. On thc same date, the government also
issued a Notice of Inquiry vide Gazette Notice No. I 783 on the intended acquisition.

iv.)Thc then Commissioner of Lands vide a letter Ref. VAL.559/50 dated April 1, 1982
issued a Notice of -faking 

Possession of the 34.44 Ifectares acquired pursuant to section
19(3) olthe Land Acquisition Act (Cap.285) (Repeated).

v.) A proposal by Coast Development Company Limited to subdivide LR Bo. 5046/5 was
approved by thc then Town Council of Kilifi vide a Notification of Approval of
Development Permission (P.P A 2) Rcgistration No. KtC/O3/l I dated February 14,
2011 . The Ministry also approved the santc vide a lettcr Ref. No.
KILILO/ Il 51NOL.XIX dated March 30, 2012.

vi.) Upon subdivision, the acquired land was given L.ll No. 5046i8 nrcasuring approximately
34.48 Hectares as per the survey plan. The ren.raining subplots were given new Ll{ Nos.
504619-38 as communicated vidc a letter Ret C1' 52NO1..281150 dated June 3.2015
from the Director of Surveys.

vii.) There have been further subdivisions from thc remaining resultant 30 sub plots of [-R.
504(ri5. 't'ho Ministry will provide a detailed rcport on o!\'ncrship of thc plots. Further,
infcrrmation on the rcgistration and shareholding ol' Coast I)evelopment Company
Limitcd should bc sought l}om tl-re

viii.) Ar:cording to thc records held at the Ministry howevcr, a title CR 76854 datcd February
16,2021 for [.R No. 504(r/8 u,as issued in the name ol'Coast I)eveloprrent Cornpany
[,imitcrl.



Committees Concerns

Status o.f the land

i. The Committee inquired about the status 01'the land. The PS indicated that the title ol the
land is in the possession of Coast Developrnent Company and the land was host to Pwani
University. I Iowevcr, the acquisition process of the land was fraudulent, and the Directol oI
Criminal Investigation (DCI) would investigate the matter. The PS requested the committee
for additional two weeks to provide copies of the report on the directors of the company
holding the title.

Addressing the concern,t of squatters

ii. The Cornrnitlee inquired whether the Ministry would finalize and facilitate issuance of titles
to the people who had already settled in the land. The PS indicated that the land was acquired
to establish an institution hence it would be difficutt to issue littles unless it uses the

settlement fund after a comprehensive report on the status of ownership.

Land seltlement fund

iii. The Conrmittee inquired on the land scttlement fund and how it could be actualised to
compensate the landowners to allow for closure and settlement of the people. The PS stated

that the fund was a budgetary allocation for purchase of lands from absentee landlords.
Further, most of thc landlords were willing to surrender the lands and negotiate with
government but there was need for a budgetary allocation into the fund to facilitate the

process.

Dffirenl ways of acquisilion

iv. The Committee inquired about the various ways of land acquisition available for the

Ministry. The PS indicated that the government could buy the land and give to the people or
allow for a hybrid system where the govemment subsidises thc costs and allows people to
purchase. I'Iowever, there was no provision in law for government to purchase frorn the

landlords and the people buys back from the government.

MIN./PPtrI'C/2023 I 430 : MEETING WITH THE NATIONAI, LANDS COMMISION

1'he Chairperson, the National Lands Commission (NLC), Mr. Gerishon Otachi madc the

following submissions: -

A. Considcration of Public Petition No. 04 of 2023 regarding delayed adjudication and
settlement of Squattcrs after the expiry of thc lcase of Macalder Mines Ltd Land

Background

Facts gathered during the visit indicate that Macalder Mines L,td., a Canadian Company started

mining in that arca in 1933. According to thc Iocals, the company ntappcd out specific areas lor
mining and displaccd thc locals. I{owcver, it allorvcd them to settle in adjacent areas witli
conditions to obtain a pernrit from Macalder Mines Ltd. and sonte olthe conditions included:

- The locirls wcre not supposctl to cultivate rnore than tive acres ot land.
'['hc locals wcrc rlot supposcrl t() kcep rnorc than l6 hcacls ol'cattlc.

'l he loctls intlicatc that rvhen the lc'asc c\pilcd around 1970. tltcl rttorctl in clainting it as their

lurrccst nr l latttl.
{)



'l hc cvrett .siIuttlion

i.) - ro residcnts occupy thc largost portion ol'the Iancl whcrc they have built residcrrtial
houscs and cultivated crops lor subsistence. Somc dwelling houscs have been constructed
with permanent materials, but the majority arc serni-permancnt materials (mud rvalls and
corrugated iron shcets). Some individuals also keep cattle, shcep, and goats.

ii.) there is Nyatike Market, which was planned, and resultant plots were allocatcd to
individuals by the defunct County Council of Migori. 'fhe entire block consisting of the
perimcter of the whole market is surveyed but NLC could not authenticate from the
county government whether individual plots are surveyed.

iii.)There is a catholic mission complex which oomprises the church, convent, and offioes.
The mission complex is surveycd but NLC could not confirm whether their interest is

registered.

iv.)'lhcre arc old niines on the parcel. Adjacent to thesc old mines are old residential
buildings which appear to have been dwelling places of thosc who were managing the
rnines. The mincs are still in ttre state wherc they wcre lcft by the Canadians, and they
have not been rehabilitated.

v.) On the parcel, is a central government housing schemc under the Ministry o[ Land
Housing and Urban Development.

vi.)There are also sub-county administration ofllccs, residential quarters for the sub-county
administrators, a police stalion and police lines to the North.

vii.) There is an airstrip to the northeastern part ofthe parcel and a primary school almost to
the central part ofthe land.

Observations

i.) 1'he land records indicate that there is a rescrvation lor Macalder 'lbwnship which was
registered on 11rl'November 1941 and therelbre adjudication as requested may not bc the
procedure for regularisation of settlement.

ii.) the land records also reveal that the parcel is registered in favour of South Nyanza
County Council whose successor in law is now the County Government of Migori.

iii.)There is a need to rcgularise owncrship for local inhabitants settled on the ground. There
are also public institutions on the land which need to be rcgularised by way of document
ownership.

Recommendalion

The subjcct matter under the petition will be clfectively addresscd in a participatory manuer in
consultation with all the relevanl stakeholders. 't'he lbllowing processes in the prioritizcd order
can be implemented in regularising owncrship: -

i.) A publio participation tbrun.r be organised lor all stakeholdcrs on the subject land and all
the views bc collected and collated.

ii.) Ccnsus/enumcration ol bonalide squatters/inst itut ions/a llottces by thc County
Covcrnnient to determine genuine bencficiaries ciin bc douc with thc hclp o1'County
Covcrnment Aclnrinistrators and commrrnitv leirdcrs.



iii.)Proper planning be undertaken on the parcel putting into consideration the topographical
and registry maps sheets which may be used to prcpare a development plan. The plan will
indicate the plot location, approxirnate sizes, and users of various plots.

iv.)The development plan is subjccted to a stakeholders' forum for adoption. l-hc plan and

the list ofbeneficiaries arc then forwarded to the county assembly for approval.
v.) A cadastral survey is done to determine the sizes of resultant subplots according to thc

development plan.
vi.) Presentation ola formal request from the County to the NLC for processing.
vii.) Veril-rcation and validation of owners.
viii.) Preparation of Letters of Allotment
ix.)Acceptance and payment oflevies as stipulated in the letters of allotment.
x.) Processing of titles/certificates of leases

Thc land is vested in the County Government of Migori; therefore, it witl be the initiator and key
player in the process with the support of the Ministry of Lands and the NLC. Howe ver, the

Commission remains committed to assist in processing of ownership documents within its

mandate.

Committees Concerns

Gazetteme nt of Macalder Land

i.) The Committee inquired on the gazettement of the land as forest land by the Ministry of
Environment, Forestry and Climate Change. The Chairperson indicated thal the Commission
knew about the gazeftement from the news hence therc was no background information on the

matter. However, the gazettement process was not as rigorous as de-gazettement which even

requires the input of Parliament hence lots of complaints arise. NLC had no role in the

gazettement.

Protection of land rights by NLC as an Independent Commission

ii.) The Committee inquired into the role of NLC in the protection of the intercst ol the

community. The Chairperson indicated that NLC would inquire lrom the CS rvhy the

gazettement was done, however, the Cornmittee should invite the CS to respond. The

Commission was involved in addressing cases of historical land injustices and there were no

cases pending arising from historical land injustice out ofthe 1000 complaints filed formally.

l,egal provisions and the process ofallocation

iii.)I'he Committee inquired into the legal provisions and the process o1' allocation. The

Chairperson indicated that the NLC admir.risters land in accordance with the plovisions of the

lalv arrd relevant statutcs. 'fhc NLC receives rcquests for allocation fronl the county
governmcnt as the law confers powers to county governments but therc are checks and

balances.

B. Consideration of Public Petition No. l0 of 2023 rcgarding thc resettlenrcnt of l{csidents
of Muthanga Farm

i.) 'the disputc rvas bctween tlie current occupants rvho cllirtt to lrave becn livirtq on thc farm

and Muthanga l.-amr Cornpany f.inritcd sharehoklcrs lto 1:urchasetl 1he land liom the

g()\,crnment and subscquently issued titlc clcctls.

s



ii.) Ihc conliontation betrvcen squirttcrs and lari, enlbrccrs ,.1urins cllbrts to cxecute corrrt ()[(lers

r)ccessilatcd an Lrrgent solLltion to the problent.

iii.).fhe oftrce of thc Prcsidcnt tlirough thc Ministry ol'hrterior and Coordination of National
Government stcppcd in to look into the matter.

iv.)'fhe PS, lntcrnal Security constiLuted a Multi-Agency Committee to review thc matter and
submit a report lor action. -i-hc committcc is comprised o1'State Departmellt of lnternal
Security and National Administration, State Depaflmcnt of Lands and Physical Planning,
County Govemment of Murang'a, Polico rcpresentatives at the constituency and ward lcvcls,
represcntatives of Muthanga Farm I-imited, representatives from Royal Capital Holding
Limited and the National Lands Commission.

v.) 'fhe NLC therel'ore being a party to thc ongoing efforts to resolve the matter as spcarhcaded
by thc Ministry of Interior, awaits adoption and communication of final recommendation to
inlorm implementation by thc Committec.

C. Considcration of Public Pctition No. 15 of 2023 on Dcclaration of Mukutani Forest as a
I)uhlic Forest

i.) While considcring the petition, the NLC checked its records for any correspondence from thc
then Ministry in charge of Forestry or thc Kenya Forest Service as anticipated under Scction
2l (2) of Forest Conservation and Managcment Act, 2016 leading to Legal Notice No. 265 of
27 /10/2011 rcgarding gazettcmcnt of Mukutani Forest.'l'he NLC affirmed that its records do
not have details of involvcmcnt in the gazettemcnt of Mukutani Forest.

ii.)'l'he Commission opined that the mattcr is better handled by direct involvement of the
Ministry in charge of Forestry and thc respective County Govemment involving all relevant
stakeholdcrs and,/or residents.

Committec Conccrns

Gazelte menl o/ the land

i.) The Committee inquired into best way to address the disconnect betwecn the Ministry of
Environment and NI-C regarding the rnissing link on gazettement. The Chairperson stated
that NLC should be notified before gazettement of a community land as a forest land.
[{owever, the process required public participation.

llccommendalions on lhe gaps in lhe law

ii.)'l'he Cornmilteo sought to know where there were gaps in the law and somc
recommendations lrom the NLC. 'l'he Chairperson stated that NLC always works on
t'ecomme ndations on irnprovemenl of the law for example a Bill on historical land injusticc
was bcfore the National Assembly. Ilowever, therc was need to tighten the gaps that allow
Ibr gazcttement of lands without public participation or knowledge of tho NLC.

D. Considcration of Public l'etition No. Il of 2023 rcgarding illegal acquisition of private
land by the defunct Arvendo Town Council

i.) While oonsidcring the petition. thc NLCI was infirrrncd by tlie Courl of Appcal Ruling in
Kisumu (Civil Appeal No.l6l ol'2010) in which Town Council of Awendo appealcd rgainst
a iudgenrent dclivcrcd at Kisii High Court Civil Suit No. 133 o1 2006.

I
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ii.) 'l'he Decree by the High Court and contirmed by the Court of Appeal is to the ellect that the
original owners of the suit land ought to be registered as the la*ful owners of the unulilized
parcels of the suit land and that unutilized parcels be re-surveyed and titlc dceds thereof be

issued to the rightful persons by the area Land Registrar.

iii.)ln view of thc above, the implementation of the decree is ideally by the Dircctor of Survey
and the Chief Land Registrar who are officers ol the Ministry of Lands. However, since the
County Govemment of Migori is the successor to Awendo Town Council which was involved
in the Iitigation, any challenges in implementing the Decree should be addressed jointly by
the County and the Ministry.

Committee Concerns

Options that address the Petilioners' prdyers

The Committee inquired into the available options that could address the concerns by the
petitioners. The Chairperson NLC would analyse the Supreme Court's Ruling on the matter and
advise the committee within two weeks.

Meetinq with Petitioners

The Petitioner, the Hon. Richard Ken Chonga, MP appeared before the Committee and
submitted as foltows-

Background of the Petition

Teachers working in Chonyi area endured hardship hurdtes since independence as they
travel long distances without access to medicat services, proper housing, food, and
other essentia[ sociat amenities which were onty avaitabte in Kilifi Town, the
headquarter of Kitifi County, 30 kitometres away. Teachers Service Commission (TSC)

offices located in Vipingo area where a teacher from Chonyi area spends about Kshs.

1 ,000 to access their emptoyer's office.

The hardship allowance was introduced as an incentive to teachers and other public
officers working in remote areas to compensate for lack of basic amenities such as

hospitats, improved infrastructure, harsh ctimatic conditions and communication
access.

ll.

llt Teachers in some neighbouring constituencies in Kitifi South and areas such as Ganze
were benefiting from hardship aItowance.

The aforementioned chaltenges had caused many teachers working in Chonyj area to
seek transfers to other areas with better working conditions leading to insufficient
number of teachers in the area.

The shortage of teachers had caused the rippte effect and created low morate for
teachers remaining in the reglon due to heavy worktoad. Parents atso were burdened
to pay extra resources to hire teachers despite the poverty levets in the county.

The hardship attowance woutd motrvate teachers in Chonyi and motivate others to
come to Chonyi and improve the readiness of students to take exams.

Efforts mode to address fhe issues

i. A countrywide data cotlection exercise aimed at reviewing hardship areas was ted by
an inter-agency committee with representation from tifferent minrstries, state
agencies and conrmissioRs. The committee conctuded its report on 17rh september,
2021 and tisted Mbita, Lunqa Lunga, suba, and chonyi areas to be gazetted as hardshrp
areas to attow for enhanced attowances of pubtic servants inctuding teachers.

ii. Despite the proposal, Chonyi was never been gazetted as a hardship area. ln a
cotlective bargaining agreement (cBA) signed between TSC and the teachers' unions,
the commission promised to embark on promotion of teachers serving in Arid and
semi-Arid Lands (ASAL) and reveated eighteen new hardship areas in {he zozl -zozs
CBA.

iii. Kitifi county is an ASAL area but onty had two sub counties of Magarini and Ganze
being dectared ASAL white other sub counties were left out inctudintchonyi. Further,
most of the administrators in schools in Kitifi county are in acting capacity thus
lowering their morate.

iv. Efforts made to have this matter addressed by TSC had not resutted into satisfactory
response.

Meetine with KUPPET . Kilifi Branch

Enquires into the matter and recommends that the entire Kitifi county be gazetted as
a hardship area, be granted ASAL status as a hard to staff area to attow the leachers to
benefit from atI the affirmative action, promotion and hardship attowance
going forward.

The chairperson, KUPPET Kitifi Branch Mr. Morris chiguba accompanied by the Executive
secretary, Mr. cateb Mogere appeared before the committee and submitted tlrat they were in
support of the petition for the fottowing reasons-

i. Discriminotion in Chonyi orea os a hordship: Despite its geographicat tocation and tack
of municipatity status, chonyi area was not gazetted as a hardship area. consequentty,
teachers in the region were unabte to benefit fronr hardship a(towances, untike other
areas with simitar work condttions.

lAedical services: The area tacked even a sing(e medicat facitity accredited by various
medicaI scherrres for teachers. lt onty had a Jroorty facititated heatth center, putting
the heatth of teachers at risk. Teachers retied on Kilifi county lleferral hospitat.
tocated about J0 kiton)etres away.
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Poor housing conditions for teachers: Due to inadequate housing in Chonyi, most
teachers resided in Kitifi town hence the need for a hardship atlowance.

Food insecurity ond harsh climotic conditions: Unpredictabte weather conditions led
to faitures in agricuttural production, causing food insecurity.

shortoges ond obsence of woter: Key water and etectricity infrastructure were absent
in many parts of Chonyi. The avaitabte water sources were unhygienic and untreated,
raising hea[th concerns.

Poor roads ond communication network: Major roads in Chonyi were impassable during
bad weather and inconvenient during the dry season due to dust, pothotes, and
generat damages, making it difficutt for teachers to move around. Some areas had
Iimited network coverage, hence affecting communication.

Mass teacher transfers and understoffing: At[ schoots experienced understaffing, with
only one out of the twetve secondary schoots in Chonyi Sub County having a

substantive deputy principa(. The rest had deputies serving in acting capacities. This
understaffing was a result of mass teacher transfers away from Chonyi due to poor
working conditions.

Committee Concerns

Regarding whether the gazettement shoutd benefit Chonyi Sub County or the entire
Kitifi County, the Petitioner indicated that the petition targeted teachers in Chonyi to
benefit. However, the entire Kitifi County shoutd atso be considered as ASAL area to
benefit from other concession that comes along with that.

]lt

ll. Regarding the justification for gazetting Chonyi as a hardship area and whether the
issues vr'ere perennia[ or seasonat, the Petitioner stated that the area deserved the
gazettement as other areas with simitar working conditions were atready gazetted.
Further, despite some of the chattenges affecting other parts of the country the
infrastructure in Chonyi was a perenniaI probtem.

Members sought cctarification regarding municipatity status and in contributed to
extra attowances for teachers. The Petitioner indicated that a municipatity status
would attract various benefits such as enhanced house attowance for teachers not
accorded to rurat areas.

The Committee sought clarification on the report quoted to recommend the
gazettement of Mbita, Lunga Lunga, Suba and Chonyi. The Petitioner indicated that
the report recommended the regions inctuding Chonyi but there was no fottow up yet
Chonyi featured jn the inter-agency committee cotlecting data on areas due for
gazettement.

Regarding the efforts made for TSC to address the concerns raised by the teachers,
the Petitioner and KUPPET officiats indicated that despite fottowing up the matter
with TSC, no action had been taken.
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Regarding the fate of other civiI servants in retation to the gazettement, the
Petitioner indicated that the teachers were putting pressure for gazettement but
other civil servants woutd atso benefrt as per the respective emptoyeri, terms.

The committee sought ctarity on the process of gazetting a land as a forest. The cs ctarified
that atl tands are registered by the Ministry whether private, pubtic or community tand. The
tand in question was regrstered under the county Government of Migori but wa! leased to
individua[s. After the expiry of the tease, the tand reverted to the county. Therefore, any
negotiation on gazettement as a forest was between the county and the Ministry of
Environment, Forestry and climate change but the Ministry of Lands was onty to document
the records.

A tist of atL original owners of the entire tand, which was the subject matter of the

The parcel North Sakwa / Kamasoga / 1 193 measuring 0.5 Ha was initiatty registered in
favor of Obiero Omedo on 9th February, 1977 as the absotute proprietor. However, on
18th Aprit 1984, a restriction was registered against the satd parcel of tand restricting
any dealings on the within written land untit a portion measuring 0.5 Ha set aside for
the expansion of the South Nyanza Sugar Scheme (Awendo Township Expansion) in
South Nyanza District has been transferred to the Government.

The parcels which were supposed to be surrendered to the Government were
advertised vide Gazette Notice No. 3737 of ?.4th December 1976 outtining various
parcets to be acquired by the government for the aforesaid reason.

The parcel LR No. North Sakwa/ Kamasoga / 1 193 was unutitized for gazetted reason as
the [ands were found to be unsuitabte for sugarcane farming and were not occupied by
South Nyanza Sugar Scheme. Considering section 75 of the Constitution required that
once tand has been compuLsority acquired it ought to be used for designated purpose
only, the orjginal owners ought to be registered as the lawful owners of the unutitized
parcels of the land.

A case was fited by the registered owner of the land together with twetve (12) others
where they ptaced seventeen (17) issues for court determination. A decision was made
vide a court judgment dated 19th November 2009 in Civit Suit No. '133 of 2005 at Kisii
High Court.

According to the decree, the court ordered for the restriction to be withdrawn and a
transfer to be registered in favor of the jnitiat owner (Obiero Omedo). Upon the
registration of the transfer a titte deed was issued in favor of one Obiero Omedo the
initiaI registered proprietor.

On 26th May 2021 vide Succession Case No. 179 of 2019 in Migori Law Courts the said
parcel of tand was transferred to George otieno Obiero as a beneficiary and a titte
deed was issued. Upon transfer the register was ctosed on 25th September, 2023 on
subdivision in to two portions number 2945 and 7946 and therefore, the above register
ceased to exist.

The CS provided a list of the original owners of the land and requested for more time to
provide a list of persons who were compensated after the computsory acquisition.

Committee Concern

ln relation to the timetines for providing the tist of individuats compensated fotlowing the
computsory acquisition, the CS stated that obtaining the list of original landowners was more
straightforward through the gazette notice. However, when it came to identifying the actual
beneficiaries who were compensated and those who were not, the records were inaccessibte
due to the retocation of the State Department of Lands from one ministry to another. The
Ministry was working towards compiling the tist and assured that it would be made avaitabte
at the eartiest opportunity.
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Detaved ad iudication and settlement of residents of Misufini. Vibandani and Kibarani Sub

The committee had requested the cs to provide the ownership status of LR No,s 5046/9-3g.
The cs provided a tist of ownership status of the LR No's so46l9-3g noting that the coast
Devetopment company Ltd. was the registered owner of the parcets. However, there was a
caution dated 9th May 2023 by Victoria Naishorua Keen ctaiming beneficiary interested jn on
the majority of the parcets as per the records in the Ministry.

Committee Concerns

concerning the significance of the ctaim of beneficiary interest ptaced on the parcets
on 9th May 2023, by Victoria Naishorua Keen, the CS ctirified thai it signated a dispute
over the ownership of the [and. lt imptied that the matter was either under
investigation or subject to tegal proceedtngs. However, the CS committed to engaging
with the party issuing the caution to ascertain whether it stitt needed to be ln ptace,
as atlowed by tand [aws. shoutd there be disagreement regarding her ctaimed interest,
the matter woutd be resotved in court.

ln response to the query by the Committee on whether due ditigence was conducted
on the Coast Devetopment Company, which had not fited returns for 25 years but
managed to renew the lease, the Ministry exptained that the search resutts indicated
tease tenures from 1't May 1929, with varying periods of 999 years and others for 99
years, both on leasehold and freehotd. The Ministry acknowtedged a potentiat
inconsistency in tenure, particutarty with the 999 years on leasehotd, and committed
to confirming whether that was an error since the standard shoutd have been 99 years
and not 999 years.

The Committee inquired about the awareness of the Ministry of attegations suggesting
that squatters had made payments for setttement. The CS responded, expressing
uncertainty regarding the terms and capacity in which the payments were made. She
emphasized that, in most instances, Kenyans were deceived into making payments for
land and were at risk of financiat toss.

The adjudication and setttement fund strictty adhered to official records, ensuring
that no money was accepted before the atlocation. Any payments made without
official documentation fett beyond the controt of the Ministry. The CS ptedged to
investigate the matter further during discussions wtth Victoria Keen, inctuding an
inquiry into the avaitabte land for attocation, if any, for the settlers.

The Committee raised a question regarding the renewa[ of a lease for 99 years,
starting from 1't May 1929, set to expire in 2028, which, according to the search, was
renewed before jts expiration. ln response, the CS ctarified that the renewaI process
typicatty commences before the lease term conctudes.

However, she noted that extension was attowed for an expired lease, with renewat
attowed for those who faited to appty for an extension before the expiration. Apptying
for tease renewaI before the tern'] tapsed was not a serious concern. Various
motivations for apptication of renewats, inciude the intention to sett the tand or the
desire to embark on devetopment projects. The ptanning Department routinety
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rejected expiring leases and recommended renewal to facititate the approvat of new
devetopment ptans.

Delayed adiud&atjan and jettlemelt st residents of Mnarani Sublocation, Kilifi County
under absentee landlord

The Committee had requested the CS to provide a comprehensive response and way forward
to the petition. The CS submitted as foltows

As per the records, the land in question was under Ptot No. 7 Group V Kitifi measuring
approximatety 172.80 acres. lt was registered as LT. 45, Fotio 475, Fite 15284 on
freehotd basis in favor of Wakf of Khadija Binti Suteiman Et-Busaidy who was registered
owner.

!t, However, the parcel of tand was encumbered by three different caveats registered in
favor of three different parties as fotlows:

a) Caveat dated Aprit 21 , 1965 by Ag. Registrar of Tittes Mombasa ctaiming Ownership
by computsory acquisition byvirtueof Gazette Notice No. 17of 1965 -7.20 acres;

b) Caveat dated November 4, 1965 by East African Power and Lighting claiming a
grant of easement; and

c) Caveat dated 1965 by Ag. Registrar of Tittes on behatf of Government of Kenya
claiming ownership by computsory acquisition of 2.83 acres being portion of Ptot 7
Group V by virtue of Gazette No. 72 of 1966.

l The Ministry woutd in the next Financial Yeat (2074 /7075) initiate negotiations with
the registered land owners with a view of arriving at an agreeabte compensation and
surrender of the land for settlement.

Committee Concerns

Concerning the adjudication of Wakf tand and whether the previous government had
extended an offer of compensation to Khadija Binti Suleiman Et-Busaidy, the Ministry
acknowtedged the possibitity of previous engagements with Wakf for tand acqutsition
through setttement or compensation. However, it ctarified that such ptans were
occasionalty formutated but not executed due to budgetary constraints. The A,linistry
expressed the intention to initiate discussions regarding the purchase of the (and after
budget attocation.

The CS ptedged to engage with the Wakf of Khadija Binti Suteiman Et-Busaidy to
determine the avaitab(e land for compensation. Notabty, the tand was registered as
private and coutd not be atlocated to individuals without a transfer, which woutd
require payment through computsory acquisition or setttement purchase. The tand
remained unavaitabte for attocation as it was titted under the name of Wakf Khadija
Binti Suteiman Et- Busaidy.

ln response to the query by the Committee about the comptetion of the government's
acqujsition of the tand, lhe CS ctarified that the government's focus was on settting

individuats. The Ministry woutd identify the wakf of Khadija Binti suleiman Et-Busaidy,
negotiate ownership, and work towards compensating and resettting the occupanti,
aiming to put the land into economic use.

Regarding compensation for the landowners affected by roads buitt by KeNHA, the
Ministry directed the inquiry to the Nationat Lands commission, emphisizing that it
was the appropriate authority responsibte for tand acquisition matters.

This is irrespective of the facc

that there is seemingty no formal approved map of the said parcets of land

in addition to the different existing versions of the proposed subdivisions of
L.R 5046/5,

Coast Development Company Ltd was registered in 1966 and the lease for
the land was given in 1929. There was inconsistency in the registration of
the land as it was registered before its formation.

Despite a caveat dated 14th June 1982 by the Government ctaiming abso(ute

ownership in respect of LR No. 5046/5 by computsory acquisition, the land

remains registered under Coast Development Company.

There was a dispute over the ownership of the land as at gth May 2023, as

there was a ctaim of beneficiary interest ptaced on the parcets by Ms.

Victoria Naishorua Keen.

The Company is inactive as the records from the Business Registratlon

Service show that the annuat returns filed last on 17th of January 1987 by
Rosemary Sanau Keen indicated the sharehotding of the Company was; John

Keen70%, Mrs. R. Keen 207o and Ati Mohamed 10%.

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The agreement between Mr. John Keen and the residents that prospective
buyers woutd make payments, and upon comptetion of the instatments,
woutd be entitted to be recorded in the members register and issue with
share certificates was not honoured.

vlt. The search indicates the tand has been subdivided but there is no record of
the subdivision nor the authority of the subdivision.

vlll. Given Mr. John Keen's demise in Juty 2020, efforts by the Committee to
reach the other directors to undertake negotiations or transactions with
settters on the tand have not been fruitful.

The Committee made the following recommendations:

Prayer 1: inquires into the ownership of the land occupied by the residents of
Misufini, Vibandani and Kibarani Sub-Locations-Kitifi North
Constituency in the name of Coast Devetopment Company.

i. ln response to the above prayer, the Committee has estabtished that the
land is registered in the name of Coast Deve[opment Company.

The Committee recommends that the Director of Criminal lnvestigation
investigates the inconsistency that the lease for the land was given in 1929,
but it was registered in 1966.

Prayer 2; estabtishes whether Coast Devetopment Company is a [egatly
registered company and the number of locats that bought

ll. ln response to the above prayer, the Committee has estabtished that Coast
Devetopment Company is a legatly registered company but dormant since
1987. Sharehotders of the company are John Keen70%, Mrs. R. Keen 20% and
Ati Mohamed 10%.

The Committee recommends that the Director of Criminal lnvestigation
investigates the atleged fraud in the agreement between Mr. John Keen and
the residents that prospective buyers woutd make payments, and upon
comptetion of the instatments, be entitled to be recorded in the members
register and issued with share certificates.
