On August 5, 2OO8, a Member asked a Question listed on the Order

Paper: The Question was whether "Alvaro" contains Alcohol. for which

the Minister replied that "Alvaro" has no alcohol. The House wai not

satisfied with the Minister's reply on consequential supplementary

queitions. Subsequently, the Chair referred the matter to the

Departmental Committee on Health, Housing. Labour and Social

Welfare to invettigate.
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The Committee was directed to report back to the House in exactly two

weeks. However. due to the processes involved in sourcing the firms to

carry out the tests and the nature testing as set out in the Terms of

Reference, it was inevitable to ask the House for extension of time'

Subsequently, the Committee sought and was granted more time to

invertigate the matter and table its report on or before November 25'

2008.

The Committee held its first meeting on the matter on August 7' 2008 '

The Questioner appeared before the Committee in one of itt meetings

and gave evidence' The Committee also took evidence from the

manaSementofEastAfricanBreweries(EABL)andvisitedthe..Alvaro''

processing plant at Ruaraka' Nairobi.

Whilst investigatinS this matter' other allegations were received related

or unrelated to the question before the Committee' ln this regard' the

Committee was guided by the relevant statutes and the Standing Orders'

particularly Standing Order No. 160(5)' which provides that:

ln this regard and having examined the

No.049, supplementary questions in the

substance of the Question

House and the subsequent
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ruling by the Chair, it was the Committee's considered opinion that the

matter referred to them was to inveJtigate and report whether "Alvaro"

contains or does not contain alcohol, and if so. whether it is indeed

alcoholic or a non-alcoholic drink.

The Committee held a total of fourteen meetings on this matter. ln its

third meeting it was resolved that testi be carried out by the Kenya

Bureau of Standards. the Government Chemist, at least three public and

three private universities, international firms with local representation in

Kenya; and one international firm, operating outside Kenya. All these

were to follow the TOR set out by the Committee.

ln the end. the following in5titutions carried out the Tests: University of

Nairobi: Kenya Bureau of Standards; the Covernment Chemish Jomo

Kenyatta University of Agriculture and Technology; Moi University;

Catholic University of East Africal University of Eastern Africa, Baraton;

Kenya Methodist University; and M/s. 565 (Societe Generale de

5urveillance), Geneva, 5witzerland.

It is also worth noting that each of these firms was approached

separately and was asked to maintain confidentiality.

Mr. Speaker Sir,

ln digression, debate on the alcohol content in soft drinks is not new. lt

has encouraged continuous research to be carried out on the alcohol

contents found in soft drinks. lndeed trace amounts of ethanol have

been detected in soft drinks and other flavoured beverages.
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Available literature reveals that at a drug and alcohol treatment centre in

Norway, it had appeared that residents were gaining access to ethanol.

Because residents were routinely seen with cans of Sprite, suspicious staff

tested a resident's can by enzyme assay and found it to contain ethanol.

An unopened can was tested, and it also contained ethanol. Following

the initial observation of ethanol in Sprite, a preliminary study revealed

concentrations in commercial flavoured sparkling water ar high as

O.221o/o w/v.

Although researchers were initially surprised that many beverages contain

ethanol, a review of the scientific literature revealed that ethanol is

commonly used in the formulation of beverages as a carrier for volatile

and natural flavouring materials. Artificial flavouring may also contain

ethanol. ln-situ fermentation is an unlikely source of ethanol because

beverages and their ingredients are highly purified and sterilized.

A variety of breads and soft drinks have been tested and found to
contain low concentrations of alcohol according to a research carried out

in 1998 at the Washington State Toxicology Laboratory, University of

Washington. The potential for these products to generate false readings

on an evidential breath-alcohol instrument has also been evaluated.

Mr. Speaker,

The test methods used in secondary schools are not specific and

similar reactions could be obtained if any simple or natural sugar is

mixed with potassium dichromate to give Chromium 3 irons (greenish

in colour).

Background

On August 5, 2008, the Hon. Rachel Shebesh, MP asked the

following Question to the Minister for lndustrialization:

Question No. 049:

(i) Could the Minister confirm whether there is any alcohol

content in the "Alvaro". a drink sold as non-alcoholic drink by

East African Breweries?

(ii) Could the Minister table evidence from the Kenya Bureau of

Standards on the contents of the drink?

(iii) Could the Minister stop the sale of this drink pending the

establishment of its actual contents?

Reply:

2. The Minister replied as follows:

(i) According to the results of the independent samples of the

Alvaro tested at the laboratories of the Kenya Bureau of

Standards (Ref ...- Minister cited the references), of July 2008,

Alvaro has no alcoholic content. According to the results of
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tests by the Government Chemist. no ethanol content was

detected on Alvaro. lt is a carbonated non-alcoholic drink

which does not involve any fermentation process or

fortification with spirits during its manufacture:

(ii) The Minister Tabled copies of certificates from KEBS on Alvaro;

(iii) The results reveal that Alvaro conforms to the Kenya Standards

KS-05-358-1999 specification for carbonated and non-alcoholic

beverages. Therefore the issue of stopping the sale of the drink

doer not arise since no Alcohol has been detected.

Considered ruling.

3. Supplementary Questions arose, a Member proposed that the matter

be referred to a Committee and the Chair made a considered rulins

that:

Evidence by the Hon. Rachel Shebesh, MP

5. The Committee invited Hon. Rachel Shebesh, MP, to its meeting of

August 12, 2008. The Member informed the Committee:-

(i) That, She was not contented by the Minister's reply to her

parliamentary question No. 049 and the consequential

supplementary questions:

(ii) That, the allegations that "Alvaro" could be alcoholic arose

when students in certain secondary schools in Nairobi

reported to parents that they had "tested" the product and

found it to contain alcohol;

(iii) That, she would not be able to disclose the identity of the

said schools to avoid any negative implications that may

arise as a result;
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(iv) That, the formula used by the students of the said schools

was qualitative determination of contents of Alcohol, that

is, Oxidation. which involved adding potassium dichromate

to the drink. This made the reagent to turn green from

orange. Further, the students may have used Esterification,

which involves adding a few drops of concentrated

Sulphuric (Vl) Acid to a sample form of a substance with a

pleasant smell;

(v) That, the said schools do not have advanced equipment to

carry out such tests and were therefore not in a position to

give the percentage of the alleged alcohol content in the

product;

(vi) That. the management of EABL would appear to be

unwilling to disclose the ingredients contained in the drinkl

(vii) That, she had no malice in bringing the Alvaro question in

the House nor was she being influenced to follow up the

matter by any soft drink manufacturers as alluded by a

Member outside the House. Her only concern was that a

product sold as a non-alcoholic could be containinS alcohol;

(viii) That, she had approached the Kenya Bureau of Standards

(KEBS) to carry out the te5t5 without success. Further, it is

not clear to her what amount of Alcohol warranti a drink to

be labelled "Alcoholic" I

(ix) That there has been allegations that when exposed to

natural air, Alvaro becomes alcoholic:

7. During the Meeting.

(i) The Committee observed that. the tests carried out by the

various secondary schools may be iimpli5tic and basic in that

the said schools lack advanced equipment. However, the

allegations warrant further investigations:

(ii) The Committee agreed that the TOR for testing includes

investigations on the behaviour of the product when

exposed to airi and.
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(iii) The Committee's reiterated that its responsibility was to

ascertain whether or not alvaro is an alcoholic drink.

9. The Managing Director informed the Committee:-

(i) That, EABL strictly observes KEB5 and other International

Standards in the production of all its products;

(ii) That, the Company obierves highest hygienic standards

particularly in cleaning and sanitizing production lines after

changing from production of an alcoholic product to Alvaro.

The same case applies when changing from one brand to

another. These are practices used in other companrer through

out the world and also in production of medicinesl

(iii) That, Alvaro was developed by EABL in collaboration with

Diageo. a UK based company with shares in EABL and that

Kenya was the first country to launch it. However. plans are

that if the drink is successful in Kenya. it would then be
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introduced elsewhere in Africa and this could have major

implications to the soft drinks market:

(iv) That, Alvaro is a non-alcoholic drink. He clarified that the test

methods used in secondary schools are not specific and that

similar reactions could be obtained if any simple or natural

sugar is mixed with potassium dichromate to give Chromium 3

irons (greenish in colour). From this reaction, all non-alcoholic

drinks containing reducing sugar will give a colour change of

dichromate from orange-red to green.

14.The requests for testing to firms in Switzerland were sent through the

Kenya Mission in 6eneva. On receipt of request, the Mission

conveyed the same to the lnternational Standards Organization in

Geneva who advised that as a regulatory body, l5O does not carry

out any tests. They however recommended 565 . Consequently, M/s.

5G5, Geneva were asked to carry out the tests.

Terms of Reference:

l5.The Committee. in its meeting of August 21,2OOB adopted the

following as terms of reference to be used by Testing lnstitutions in

testing Alvaro:

(i) in addition to the two samples provided (Members to

randomly purchase samples and avail then to the Clerk),

each institution/firm makes random purchases of sufficient

samples of the product.

(iv) Tests to be carried in each sample as follows:-

(a) immediately after opening,

(b) at intervals of thirty minutes for up to two hours after

opening and on exposure to natural air, and

(c) after twelve and after twenty four hours after opening

and on exposure to natural airt

(v) the institution to submit itr written Report to the

Committee thorough Clerk of the National Assembly within

seven days from the date of the request. The Report to

include (and not limited to) sampling methodology. source

of each sample (with proof). testing methodG) and results

and analysis for each case.

Results of Tests carried out

l6.Members of the Committee purchased samples of Alvaro (Pear and

Pineapple) and submitted them to the Clerk. These samples were

forwarded to each of the testinS (at least two per institution). They

formed part of the larger sample size.

17. Each lnstitution also randomly purchased sufficient samples of Alvaro

(Pear and Pineapple) in each of the eight provinces of Kenya. Receipts

were provided to the Committee in confirmation;
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lS.Tests were carried out in three phases: immediately after openinS: at

intervals of thirty minutes for up to two hours after opening and on

exposure to natural air; and after twelve and after twenty four hours

after opening and on exposure to natural air.

lg.Although the Committee requested all testing institutions to submit

their results within seven days of receipt, most of them requested for

more time citing the detailed nature of the TOR and the sample

frame.

20. Most of the results submitted by each institution were detailed and

technical. lt is therefore not possible to reproduce all information in

this report. They are however tabled together with this Report for

reference. This is a summary of the findings of the lnstitution.

(i) Jomo Kenyatta University of Science and Technology.

Method of testing

The Samples were first distilled and then analysed for ethyl

alcohol content (o/o v/v) by Specific Cravity and Gas

Chromatography.

Summ rised results:

"From the results, it appears that the Alvaro Samples do not

contain ethyl alcohol as determined by the Specific Gravity

Method. However, the 6as Chromatography Method

shows trace amounts of up to (0.01o/o) of ethyl alcohol in

some of the samples tested. lt is to be noted that this level is

extremely low. lt also appears that Alvaro Pear and Alvaro

Pineapple are quite similar in terms of ethyl alcohol
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occurrences. The Length of time of storage and exposure to

natural air does not seem to confer any changes regarding

the alcohol levels".

22, Soft drink beverages are commonly marketed as non-alcoholic.

According to internationally accepted standards, a beverage marketed

as non-alcoholic must have less than O.5olovlv alcohol content (San

Diego DUI Law Centre, 2005). And even then, all beverages with

alcohol content close to this are required to contain a warning

message.

23. Available literature reveals that the Schweppes lnternational which

produces "Pepsi-Cola contains only a small amount of alcohol' which

is present in order to dissolve the flavour"

24. Researches in Norway reported having found or detected some

trace amounts of ethanol in soft drinks and other flavoured

beverages. Ethanol in Sprite and other flavoured beverages were

determined by Gas Chromatography and found that the mean

ethanol concentration in such drinks ranged from 0.000 to 0.0960/o

25, According to the U.5. Food and Drug Administration, beverages

containing less than 0.5olo ethanol are considered non-alcoholic. lf the

ethanol content of a beverage i5 Sreater than 0.5olo, it is considered

an alcoholic beverage and must bear the government warning

27. Literature reviewed showed that, the methods are used globally

for determination of ethyl alcohol content in Fruit Juices, carbonated

beverages, wines, beers, ciders and Perry. The principal of distillation

of a sample is to separate the volatile from non-volatile components.

The alcohol content of the resulting distillate can be readily measured

using other equipments, like the Pycnometer at controlled

temperature.

28. The Oxidation method as contained in the Secondary Chemistry

Form Four (S/B) text book which was tabled before the Committee is

a basic qualitative method which is a test of presence of ethanoic acid

or alkanols. Generally, Ethanol is oxidised by oxidising agents such as

potassium manganate (Vll) and potassium dichromate to form

ethanoic acid. Ethanol turns potassium manganate (Vll) to colourless

from purple. Also, potassium dichromate turns green from orange on

presence of Ethanol. This is due to reduction of chromate ions to

chromium ions which is green. This is also referred to as the

Breathalyzer method.

29. ln deed. other soft drinks when subjected to the Oxidation tett

turned the orange potassium dichromate to 8reen. These included.

Sprite soda, Coca Cola light, Mango and Apple juices produced by

Delmonte (K) Ltd.
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30. ln the case of "Alvaro" the Committee noted that the

methodology used by the Schools that allegedly found the said

product to contain alcohol was a qualitative basic test that is mostly

used in breathalyzers (often referred to a5 the Breathalyzer Method).

It involves adding samples of a drink to, potassium dichromate which

turns Sreen from orange on Preience of Ethanol. This is due to

reduction of chromate ions to chromium ions which is green.

31. Even though the Committee's TOR were clear on the Testing

Method. the Methodology used by the University of East Africa.

32. As mentioned before in this Report, the internationally accepted

methods for confirming presence and quantitiei of Alcohol are

distillation and gas-chromatography.

(ii) Alvaro meeti the stipulated standards for soft drinks; and

(iii) The Company observes highest hygienic standards particularly in
cleaning and sanitizing production lines after changrng from beer to
Alvaro. The same care applies when changrng from one brand to
another.

OBSERVATIONS

Members sought to know;

i) Whether beer and Alvaro drrnks were berng produced in the same lineJ

and if so. what measures are in place to ensure non-contamination?
The MD informed Members that the same lrne was being used. The
practice rs internationally accepted and recognised just like the same
lines are used in other fields such as the production of various
medicines. He also mentioned several companies producing both beer
and soft drinks in the same lines. (Papers laid). He emphasized that of
key rmportance is the cleaning and sanitizing processes in place and
assured Members that EABL observeJ very high standards.

ii) Whether there were plans to acquire a production line specifically for
Alvaro as had been reported in sections of the media? The MD
reported that EABL was in the process of puttrng up an additional line
for production of all its products.
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iii) Whether there is alcohol content in Alvaro drink as alleged by some
secondary schools? The MD assured Members that Alvaro has no
alcohol content. He clarified that the tert methods used in secondary
schools are not Jpecific and that similar reactions could be obtained if
any simple or natural sugar is mixed with potassium dichromate to
give chromium3 irons (greenish in colour).

From this reaction, all non-alcoholic drinks containing reducing sugar
will give a colour change of dichromate from orange-red to green. This
does not mean that the non-alcoholic drink has presence of alcohol in
it. Separation of reactions iJ itudied at higher levels of learning. He
mentioned that the Standard method for determining of Alcohol in a

beverage is the distillation or 8as chromatography method. All other
methods are referenced to the standard methods.

iv) Whether Alvaro ferments when exposed? The MD reported that from
EABL's experience and tests done elsewhere, it does not ferment
becaure it does not contain yeaJt. Nevertheless. if any sugary product
is exposed and gets contaminated by yeast, it ferments after about a

week. FermentinS it not therefore ipecific to Alvaro.

v) The difference and similarities between Alvaro and Tusker Malt?
The EABL team reported that:
a) While Alvaro has no alcohol, Tusker Malt has 57o alcohol content:
b) While Alvaro is a soft drink, Tusker Malt is a beer:
c) Both are packaged in green bottles but so is the case with some

other soft drinks:
d) Both have malt compound;

vi) What is Quillaja. an ingredient in Alvaro? The MD informed Members
that Quillaja extracts are a natural foam stabilizer grown in Chile.
Foaming is an inherent character of the drink and Quillaja extracts are
therefore being used to stabilize it.

vii) Why EABL was targeting 24-35 age bracket? Members were assured
that it was just a marketing itrateSy to positioning the drink in the market
and that in marketing, any product has to have a primary target. From
research done by EABL, the Jhape of Alvaro bottle is aJpirational,
superior and upmarket. Persons in thiJ a8e bracket can pay for it
considering its price is relatively higher than other sodas, are aspirational
and want to be identified with products that seem upmarket. However, it
doei not exclude the other age groups;

ix) How frequently KEBS tests EABL's products for quality control and
assurance? The MD aiJured the Committee that KEBS has authority to
take samples of any of its products from the factory. However, he could
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only establish the frequency from company records. KEBS also takes

samples from trade.

(x) Whether Alvaro could be containing an ingredient that mimics alcohol?
The Committee was informed that the drink contains malt compound
and if yeast is introduced into malt extracts it produces alcohol.

(xi) Who developed Alvaro and whether apart from Kenya, it is being sold
elsewhere? Members were informed that the drrnk was developed by
EABL rn collaboration with Diageo, a UK based company with shares in
EAB L and that Kenya was the firJt country to launch it. However, plans
are that if the drink is successful in Kenya. it would then be rntroduced
elsewhere in Africa and this could have major implications to the soft
drinks market.

(xir) The drink's shelf-life: The Committee was informed that it has a g-month

shelf-lrfe wrth expiry dates machrne marked on the bottle. An unmarked
bottle could be as a result of the marking rubbing off.

MIN. N 7 oo8-2012 REINSTATEMENT OF DR. K. C. KOSKEI AS

CHIEF PHARMACIST

Members rought to know:

i) Why Dr. K. C. Koskei was reinJtated as Chief Pharmacist and Registrar of
Pharmacy and Poisons Board despite numerous concerns raised over his

past performance.

The Mini(er clarified that Dr. Koskei is an appointee of the Public Service

Commission and not the Minrstry of Medical Servtces. He further clartfied
that the two positions held by Dr. Koskei i.e. Chief Pharmacist and

Registrar of Pharmacy and Poisons Board are statutortly provided under
the Pharmacy and Porsons Board Act.

The Minister acknowledged that Dr. Kosker had in 2OO3 been transferred
to another department without proper procedure being followed and
actrng Chref Pharmacist and Registrar of Pharmacy and Poisons Board
appointed. The Ministry had no choice but to retnstate him to offrce, as

his transfer was irregular.

ii) Whether the concerns raised over the past performance of Dr. Koskei as

Chief Pharmacist and Registrar of Pharmacy and Poisons Board had

been taken into consideration before his reinstatement rn 2008. Some of
them include;

The Mrnister clarified that in ai much as the allegations have not been
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followed up in the past: he was aware of them and is working to have
them expressly investigated in accordance with the law. He assured
Members that he would deal with the matter. He also assured Members
that if the posrtion does fall vacant, it would be filled with a suitable
candidate.

MrN. NO.79/2008-2012 KEMSA'S SERVICE DELIVERY

Members iought to know the reasons for;

i) The disbandment of KEMSA's board of management and the CEO and
appointment of a taskforce to investiSate service delrvery at KEMSA?

The Minister informed Memberr the board and the CEO were suspended rn

public interest due to poor leadership and mrsmanagement at KEMSA. On
advice from an rnternal Committee chaired by the Permanent secretary. the
Minister established a taskforce to investigate KEMSA's service delivery and
present its report in three monthr trme. Part of its mandate i, to look at the
possibility of the eitablishment of a proper supply chain incorporating
rnformation systems based management, decentralisation of KEMSA and
address the perennral lack of essential drugs.

The taskforce is scheduled to complete its report by end of September
2O08. He assured Members that once the report was complete, he would
share its findinSs and discuss the way forward with the Committee.

Members also sought an assurance that once the KEMSA board rs

reconstituted, it would be with suitable candidates. The Minister concurred
with the Committee but pointed out that some of the stakeholders who
appoint representatives to the board in accordance with the conititution
were beyond hrs mandate.

rr) Lack/shortage of drugs, including essential ones like TB and polio vaccines
rn health facilities.

iii) Lack of satiifaction on drawrng right, of health facilrtres by KEMSA. For
example none of the health facilities visited by the Commrttee from 9'h -
12'h September 20O8 had more than 600/o of their drawing righti iatisfied
by KEMSA.

The Minister acknowledged the exiJtence of drug procurement and
diJtribution problems brought about by various factors such as financial
constraints, poor leadership and mismanagement at KEMSA, too many
procurement centret i.e. the Ministry. donors and KEMSA. However, with,
a proper supply chain system and full adoption of ICT management JyJtem
software at KEMSA, shortage/lack of drugs and failure by KEMSA to satisfy
the drawing rights of health facilities would be addressed.
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iv) KEMSA procunng only 30olo of drugs and medical equipments with the
Ministry procuring 7Oo/o yel as per the Act constituting KEMSA, it is

supposed to procure all medical supplies for the Government

The Minister acknowledged that l00o/o of procurement should be

undertaken by KEMSA and that he was working to ensure that thiJ ii the
case.

MrN. NO.80/2008-2012 COMMIfiEE'S OBSERVATIONS DURING
IT5 VISIT TO HEALTH FACILITIES AND
KEMSA IN NAIROBI RIFT VALLEY AND

Members briefed the Minister of the Commrttee'J obtervations durrng their
visit to health facilities and KEMSA in Nairobi. Rift Valley and Nyanza between
9'h and 12th September 2008.

Some of the Committee's general observations included the:

viii) lnactiveness of regional KEMSA stores and centralization of KEMSA
services;

rx) Pending bills; and

ln response, the Minister acknowledged the existence of ma.;or problems rn
public health facilitres. He assured Members that;

r) Rehabilitation of health facilities would begin later in the year:

ii) The shortfall of doctors and nurses in the public sector due to poor
terms of service would be addressed in collaboration with the
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Treasury:

iii) The process to recruit 1600 health personnel including doctors and
nurses had commenced:

rv) An evaluation of staff workload had been undertaken in all health
facilities and this would ensure even distribution of staff;

v) Problems in the pull system rn the distribution of drugs were brought
about by poor mana8ement in the supply chain and this would be

addressed once investtgations by the taskforce commisrioned to
inveitigate service delivery at KEMSA are complete;

vi) A porition paper on counterfeit drugs was being prepared for the
Ministry and once complete would give a position on counterfeits: and

vii) Pending bills in health facilrties were as a result of financial constraints
in the Ministry.

i) Why the Government had not paid its pledged contribution towards
the establishment of the Millennium Development Coals (MDCs)
prototype villages. The Mini(er explained MDGs prototype villages fall
under the Ministry of Planning, National Development and Vrsion

2030. He added that the problem could be solved if each aspect within
the MDC,5 prototype villages is funded by the relevant Mrnistry.

ii) The Government's policy on supplying Faith Based Organisatrons
(FBOs) with drugs. medical equipments and medical personnel. The

Director of Medical Services informed Members that following a requeJt

by FBOs, the Government had agreed to assist them in provision of
cntical rtaff and supply of drugs as from January 2008. 687 facilittes

were recommended by the FBOs to benefit in the Jupply.

irr) Why cost sharing funds were being used on recurrent expenditure as

opposed to capital development in Iine with Sovernment policy. The

Director, Medical Services said that while the policy on how cost sharinS

funds should be used has not changed, some health facilities had no
choice as they had to deal with emergencies. The Mrnrstry had therefore
grven the go ahead for up to a certatn percentage to be used for
recurrent expenditure while the rest iJ ujed for development. The
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Minister concurred with the Committee on the need to have a clear
policy on the use of these funds.

iv) Why some nonexistent health facilities were reSiJtered to receive drugs
and other medical supplieJ. The Director of Medical Services clarrfied
that the situatron arose because of reSistration of incomplete facilities or
those without medical personnel as result of pressure from politicians to
have the facilities constructed through CDF registered. However. the
Ministry is working to ensure thorough verification of such facrlities
prior to regrJtration.

v) What the Mrnistry had done about the Uashin 6ishu District Horprtal's
land that was grabbed by a private developer. The Minister assured
Members that he had informed the Ministry of Lands to take necessary
action.

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Ministry's budget. The Ministry of Medical Services said the money was
available and that the delay in the absorptron of funds for the rehabilitation
of the Embu District hospital had been occasioned by lack of Brll of
Quantities from the Ministry of Publrc works. However, they aiiured the
Committee that Proiect Manager was following up the matter with the
Minrstry of Publrc Worki to get the revired BQr.

iv) The Members sought to know the total amount of money collected by
various parastatals wrthin the health sector and why the Sovernment
continues to give them grants. That various paraitatals withrn the ministry
of medical services collect an average of 1.8 billion shrllings every year. He
however clarified that owing to the huSe cost of running health facilitiei,
these institutions cannot sustain themselves and the therefore the

(i) Why Athletics Kenya ls still using a constitution formulated in 1956
that does not allow athletes to vie for posts within the
orSanisation. The Minister asJured the Committee that the isJue

was being addressed and that the Sports Bill, 2008 addresses the
matter:

(ii) Why Kenya does not have a local coach in athletics despite the fact
that there were technical mistakeJ in some instancer during the
20O8 Olympics that could be attributed to poor coachrng. The
Minister clarified that issues with coaching were being handled by
the Ministry as a matter of urgency:

(iii) How the Constituency 5ports Fund was being adMrnrstered. The
Minister brought to the attention of the Committee that there ii an
intra-Ministerial Committee working on the modalities but rt had
taken too long to present its proposal; the proposal will be
presented before the Committee within the JhorteJt time possible.
The Minister also assured the Members that the money should be
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for sportJ in the constrtuency and not for administratlon on any
other level. The Mrnister further assured Members that the money
would be released in the current quarter of the financial year;

(iv) On the number of youth benefitinS from the Youth Fund and
measures put tn place to ensure benefit by all including
pastoralist/nomad and Muslim youth, the Minister clarified that
there were 28 financial intermediarieJ Siven the money for
onward lending to the youth and they were not evenly distrrbuted
throughout the country. She also raid that teachers SACCOS had

been allowed to be intermediaries as they have a bigger presence

in the regions. She also pointed out that Muslim banking rules

apply wrth some banking intermediaries so Muslim youth were not
being locked out of the fund:

(v) What were the criteria used in the distrtbutton of the resources:

The Minister clarified that applrcants for banking intermediary
were vetted only when they had thown intereit; so far, there were
3l intermediaries; there is also the constituency portion of the fund
that is allocated to all the conitituencies: the intention is to reach

low-end youth. Further fundinS to the constituencies ts lubiect to
application and the rate of repayment; the Minister assured the
Committee that the 957o repayment rate was the actual fiSure

according to documents in the possession of the Mtnistry:

(vi) On what level is the Ministry tnvolved in youth SettinS iobs
abroad? The Minister clarified several companies were involved in

thir exercise, and that one of them, M/s. Silver Ray Limited, was

showing commendable progress as they file returns with the
Ministry. However, a proper regulatory framework is mrssing and
there ir already a Cabinet Paper and an inter-Mtnisterial
Committee on this matter;

(vii) What cnteria were used in recruiting NYS recruits? Can the CDF

contract the NYS for some projects?: The Mrnister Save the
admission requirementJ for one to join the NYS. She also noted
that that had begun by the NYS being grven the contract to
rehabilitate a major road. She also confirmed that plans were
underway to ensure that the military and the regular police absorb
the graduates as is required under the constitution:

(viii) Why the Mini(ry intends to increase the number of youth
polytechnics from 75O to 2000 while the existing ones face a

number of problems including staffing, facrlities and payment of
staff: The Minister clarified that the expanston of youth
polytechnics would be gradual (5 years) and that the Sovernment
only tops up the emoluments for employees paid by the
community. The Public Service Commission was in the process of
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recrurting rnstructors for the polytechnics: The crtteria for building
youth empowerment centres were land with a title, availability of
the exiJtins facilitres and regional balance.

However. the land earmarked for the
construction of the stadium had already been allotted. ln as much as the
allotment was nullified, one of the allotteer had already ured the plot to
secure a loan from a local bank and the bank insisted on auctioning;
This will take some time and a different plot will therefore have to be
identified in order to expedite the buildrng of the stadrum:

(iii)The Minrster clarified that in the 2OO7 /2OOB financial year, no money
had been allocated for the constituency sports fund. The funds for the
year 2OO8/2OO9 however would be used to organise a football
tournament from the constituency level to the national level. The
Minister outlined the theme and the proposed organisation of the
tournament, includrng the dates the competition was to kick off, the
budget for various levels and the guidelines for participants.
