3. That Matiba was arrested and detained without trial on the attr iuly 1990 by Moi

regime at the height of political clamor for political pluralism
4. While in prison Matiba was denied rnedication and suffered a stroke that

affectecl half his bociy ancl was flown to London for specialized treatmel-It soon

after his release and he suffers tl-re aftermath of this stroke to date.

5. Upon his release and introduction of multi party electior-rs in December 1992;

Matiba with his Ford Asili I'arty came in second in the presidential elections. I{
however won the seat for Kihar u constituency in concurrent parliamentary

elections.

6. That following his dctcntion his l-Iillcrest School was sold by administrators

under contestable circu mstances.

7. That his hotel chain Alliance Group of Hotels property was seized by a bank

upon his incarceration that misrnanageci the property and tried unsuccessfully to

auction it only after lobbying by the Matiba family. The circumstances caused the

collapse oI the Chain firrally.

8. That currently, Matiba despite his continued fight for democracy is yet to be

recognizecl as a helo.

THAT, we hereby confirrn that efftlrts in term of oral presentation to the concerned

parties have bcen made to have the matter adclressed and they failed to give any

response.

THAT, we hereby confirrn that the issues in rcspect of which the petition is made are

not pendirrg beforc an1, court of lau'or constitutional or legal botiy.
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WE THE PETIONERS THEREFORE HUMBLY PRAYS THAT THIS HOUSE:

1. For his pioneer contribution to Multi-Partyism and democracy in Kenya will

recognize Kenneth Njndo Matiba's by issuance of a state commendation of

'Elder of the order of the Golden Heart'.

2. Will compensate and make provisions for the return of any of his properties

seized by the government of former eras and still in the hands of the state.

3. Provides sufficient compeusation to Stanley Kenneth Niindo Matiba for the ill
health he suffers stemr-uing from his imprisonment.

4. Will award compensation for the ioss of income arising from government seizure

and forceful auctioning of his property.

5. Next year budget cause renaming as matiba road and paving of mukuyu-

kambilwa-tana road in his honour.
