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BACKCROUND

The Independent Electoral and Boundaries Commission is established under
Article B8 (l) of the Constitution. Article 88 (5) states that 'The Commistion sha/l

exercise its powers and perform its functions in accordance with this Constitution
or national legis/ation'.

2. On 31( May, 2011. Parliament passed the lndependent Electoral and Boundaries

Commission Act. 2011. The Bill was assented to by H.E the President on 5rh July,

2011 and published on lBth July, 2011.

3.Section 1 of the First Schedule to the lndependent Electoral and Boundaries

Commission Act, 2011 provides that:-

/. (t) Within fourteen days of the commencement of this Act, the President

sha/t, in consultation with the Prime Minister and with the approval of the

National Assembly, appoint a fielection Pane/ comprising -

(a) two pertons, being one man and one woman, nominated by the

President;

(b) two pertons, being one man and one woman, nominated by the Prime

Minister:

(c) one perton nominated by the Judicial Service Commission:

(d) one perton nominated by the Kenya Anti-Corruption Advisory Board;
and

(e) one perton nominated by the Association of Professional Societies of
East Africa

(2) The respective nominating bodies under sub-paragraph l(c),(d) and (e)

sha/|, for purposes of making their nominations, each propote and submit
two names of nominees, being one man and one woman, to the Clerk of the

National Assembly.

4. On 2Oth July,2011, the Honourable Speaker in a communication to the House

referred the names of the nominees to the Constitution lmplementation
Oversight Committee for vetting and directed the Committee to submit its
recommendations on the nominees to the House on Wednesday, 27th )uly 2011.
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5. The functions of the 5election Panel is to invite applications from qualified
persons for the position of Chair and Members of the lndependent Electoral and
Boundar"ies Commission, consider the applications, shortlist and interview the
applicants and finally 'se/ect three pertont qua/iiied to be appoinied a5

chairperson and thirteen pertont qua/ified to be appointed as members of the
Commission and sha/l forward these namet to the President for nomination of
one perto7 for appointment at the chairperson and eight pertons for
appointment as members'.

6.Section 8 (1) of the First Schedule to the IEBC Act provides that the Selection
Panel shall stand dissolved upon the full appointment of the Commission.

THE PUBLICATION OF THE INDEPENDENT ELECTORAL AND BOUNDARIE5

coMMtssroN AcT 2011

7. The lndependent Electoral and Boundaries Commission Act,2011 was passed by
Parliament on 31,, May, 2011. lt was assented to by H.E the President on 5th

May,2011 and forwarded to the Covernment Printer for publication on the
same day. However, the Act was published on lBth July, 201,l and dated 5th July,
2011.

B. The First Schedule to the lndependent Electoral and Boundaries Commission Act

provides a roadmap to the appointment of the lndependent Electoral and

Boundaries Commission (IEBC). This means that time is of essence in the process.

The Committee was concerned by the delay in publishing the Act thereby

derailing the process of appointing members to the IEBC.

9. The Committee deliberated on the matter and resolved to invite the

Covernment Printer to a meeting to explain to the Committee why he delayed

to publish the Act. The said meeting was held on Wednesday 2oth )u|y,2011
where the Covernment Printer informed the Committee that the Act was

received on 5fh July, 2011 (the same day it was assented to) but due to the heavy

workload at the printing section, the printing of the Act was queued and finally
published on lBth July, 2011.

10.The Committee noted that even though the publication of the Act was on lBth

July,201j, it was dated 5th July,201l with the commencement date indicated as

5th July, 2011. The Committee further noted that Section 46 (6) of the former
Constitution (which is one of the sections saved under the Constitution) states
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that 'A law made by Par/iament shal/ not come into operation until it has been

published in the Kenya 6azette, but Parliament may postpone the coming lnto

operation of a /aw and, subject to section 77. may make /aws with retrospective

effect'.

1.I. The Committee was of the view that the commencement date for the IEBC Act is

1B,h July,2oll, the date it was published and not the date it was passed or

assented to. Consequently. the Committee requested the Attorney 6eneral to

issue corrigenda to correct the mistake by the Covernment Printer. The

Committee is happy to report that the Covernment Printer through Kenya

1azette Supplement No. 65 daled 22"d )uly. 2011 (copy attached) published

corrigenda indicating the commencement date for the IEBC Act, 20'l1 as lBth July,

2011.

i2.The Committee took great exception with the conduct of the Covernment

Printer who had negligently delayed to perform lawful duties. In addition to the

failure to publish the IEBC Act in time, the Covernment Printer failed to explain

who inserted the words 'national security' in the Draft Constitution and failing

to publish the report by the lnterim lndependent Boundaries Review

Commission (Ligale Commission). Considering the importance of the Office of

the Covernment Printer in the implementation of the Constitution and

specifically in the publication of C'azette Notices, the Committee resolved and

recommends that a law be enacted to regulate the management and operations

of the Covernment Printer.

30. The Committee having considered the curriculum vitae of Ms. Sophie Njeri
Moturi and having heard her submissions during the interview, made the

RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE COMMITTEE

The Comrnittee noted that some of the nominees had participated in political
activities and may be actively involved in political party politics. The Committee
deliberated on the issue and resolved that the matter should not be a hindrance in
the performance of their duties in the Selection Panel.

The Committee received ten (10) nominees and noted that due to lack of co-
ordination among the nominating bodies, three (3) regions (Western, Eastern and
North Eastern) seem not to have been represented while three (3) other regions
(Central, Nyanza and Rift Valley) were seemingly over-represented.

The Committee considered the issues and recommends that the IEBC Act,2011 be

amended to provide for a co-ordinating mechanism among the nominating bodies
for future nominations. Further the Committee noted that all the norninees were
qualified for appointment to the Selection Panel. However, in recomrnending the
seven (7) nominees, the Committee took into consideration inter alia regional,
ethnic and gender balance.
