ADOPTI ON OF THE PROFO ED HARMONISED LES OF
PROCEDURE ON HOW TO HANDLE BUSINESS

8. The Committee in its tSth sitting adopted the proposed harmonised
rules to handle EALA business in line with Articles 49 2 (af and 65 {a),
(b). (c) and (d) of the Treaty for rhe Estabtishment of the East African
Community.

Article 49 2 la) provides that the Assembty shail tiaise with the
National Assemblies of the Partner States on matters relating to the
Communitlr. Further Article 65 generally provides for the exchange of
information on matters relating to EAC between Clerks of the National
Parliaments and the Clerk of the East African Legislative Assembly.

The Committee noted that the harmonised rules will synchronise the
activities of the National Parliaments with those of the East Aftican
Legislative Assembly in as far as reports and Bills are concerned. The
harmonised rules are in line with the spirit of East African Community.

9. After analysing the proposed harmonised rules. the Committee
further noted that they are in line with the NationalAssembly
Standing Order 212, which provides for the procedure on reports of
the East African Legislative Assembly and the Pan Aftican parliament,

and approved them as follows.

l. The Members of the EALA shall present a bFannual report of the
