During the analysis of the

proposed harmonised rules the Comrnittee noted that the

proposed rules are in line with the National Assembly Standing

Order Zl2, which provides for the procedure on reports of the East

African Legislative Assembly and the Pan African Parliament and

that the rules will further harmonise the activities of the National
parliaments and those of the East African Legislative Assembly in

terms of rePorts and Bills.



While analysing the proposed rules the Committee took cognisance of

the provisions of Article 49 2 lal of the Treaty for the Establishment

of the East African Community which provides that the Assembly shall

liaise with the National Assemblies of the Partner states on matters

relating to the Community. Further the Committee noted the

provisions of Article 55 which generally provides for the exchange of
information on matters relating to EAC between ClerK of the National
parliaments and the Clerk of the East African Legislative Assembly.

PgocEpuRE oN How To HANpLE EALA BUSTNESS

B. The Committee in its I Bth sitting adopted the proposed harmonised
rules to handle EAL,{ business in line with Articles 49 2 (al and 65 (al,
(b), (c) and (d) of the Treaty for the Establishment of the East African
Community.

Aftic,e 49 2 {a) provides that the Assembly shall liaise with the
National Assemblies of the Partner States on matters relating to the
Community. FurtherAfticle 65 generally provides for the exchange of
information on matters relating to EAC between Clerks of the National
Parliaments and the Clerk of the East African Legislative Assembly.

The Cornmittee noted that the harmonised rules will synchronise the
activities of the National Parliaments with those of the East African
Legislative Assembly in as far as reports and Bills are concerned. The
harmonised rules are in line with the spirit of East Aftican Community.

9. After analysing the proposed harmonised rules, the Committee
further noted that they are in line with the National Assembly
Standing Order 212, which provides for the procedure on reports of
the East African Legislative Assembly and the Pan African Parliament.
and approved them as follows.

faf SUBMISSION OF REPORTS TO PARLIAMENT
l. The Members of the EAIA shall present a bi-annual report of the

activities of the Assembly for the relevant year to the House
through the Minister responsible for the East African Community
Affairs.

2. The report shall be refered to the appropriate Comrnittee of the
House for consideration.

pRoPosEp HARMONISED RULES OF PROCEpURE ON HOW TO
HANDLE EALA BUSINESS

(a) Submission oJ Repofts to Parllament:

The .Members of the EALA shall present a bi-annual report of the
activities of the Assembly for the relevant year to the House through
the Minister responsible for the East African Comrnunity Affairs.

The report shall be referred to the appropriate Cornmittee of the
House for consideration.

The Committee shall submit its report with recommendations, if any,
to the House for debate.

The House shall within two months of receipt of the report of the
Cornmittee, debate it and the records of the debate transmitted to
EAI-A.

If after the above period in (a) above has elapsed before the House
is able to debate the repoft, the report shall be taken to have been
approved by the House and EALA informed as such.

The Members of the Assembly may, if they consider it desirable to
do so, present any special report to the House on any matter
relevant to the work of the Assembly or EAC. The presentation of
the special report shalt follow the same procedures as above.

(bl Consideration of Bills and other records:

Bills and oLher records transrnitted from EALA shall be laid before
the House by the Minister responsible for East African Cornmunity
Affairs.

The Bills shall be referred to the appropriate Committee of the
House for comments.

The comments of the Committee shall be transmitted to EAI-A
forthwith,
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
