b) THAT COMACO to continue sprinkling water on the yard and loaded trucks
for every 3omin so as to prevent dust from billowing into the residential.

c¢) THAT operations of loading and offloading of iron ore at the yard to stop by the
end of September 20919 to allow for construction of a proper shade before next
consignment.

d) THAT the owner of the company to take samples of iron ore to the Government
Chemist for testing to ascertain any residual health effects to the residents.

All the above conditions were ignored or disobeyed by COMACO.

That’s the operation should stop immediately unless the above conditions between the
residents, NEMA and the Company (COMACO) are met.
